Amendingtheactof April 12, 1951 (P.L.90,No.21),entitled“An actrelatingto
alcoholicliquors,alcohol andmaltandbrewedbeverages;amending,revising,
consolidatingandchangingthe laws relatingthereto;regulatingandirestricthig~
themanufacture,purchase,sale,possession,consumption,importation,trans-
portation,furnishing,holdingin bond,holdinginstorage,traffic inanduseof
alcoholic liquors, alcohol and malt and brewedbeveragesand the persons
engagedor employedtherein;definingthepowersand dutiesof the Pennsyl-
vaniaLiquor Control Board;providingfor theestablishmentand-operation-of
Stateliquor stores,for the paymentof certain licensefees to the respective
municipalitiesandtownships,for theabatementof certainnuisancesand,in
certaincases,for searchandseizurewithoutwarrant;prescribingpenaltiesand
forfeitures;providing for local option, and repealingexisting laws,” further
providingfor retailoutletsfor limitedwineries.

The GeneralAssemblyof theCommonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsasfollows:

Section 1. Section505.2, act of April 12, 1951 (P.L.90, No.21),
known as the “Liquor Code,” amendedMarch 27, 1972 (P.L.153,
No.57),is amendedto read:

Section505.2. Limited Wineries.—Holders of a limited winery
licensemay:

(1) Producewines only from fruits grown in Pennsylvaniain an
amountnotto exceedonehundredthousand(100,000)gallonsiperyear.

(2) Sellwineproducedby thelimited wineryon thelicensedpremises,
undersuchconditionsandregulationsas the boardmay enforce,to the
Liquor Control Board,to individualsandto hotel,restaurant,club and
public serviceliquor licensees.

(3) Sellwineproducedby thelimited wineryon no morethan three
board-approvedlocations other than the licensedpremises,with no
bottling orproductionrequirementat thoseadditional board-approved
locationsand undersuchconditionsandregulationsas the board may
enforce,to theLiquorControlBoard, toindividualsandto hotel,restau-
rant, clubandpublicserviceliquor licensees.

Section 2. Thisactshalltakeeffectimmediately.
