TheGeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsasfollows:

Section 1. In orderto carryinto effecttheactof Congress,approved
July 2, 1862, granting public land to the severalstatesfor educational
purposes,andsubsequentactsof Congressrelatedthereto,andtheactof
the GeneralAssembly of Pennsylvaniaacceptingthe provisions and
conditionsof saidactsof Congressandpledgingthefaith of theStateto
carrythesameintoeffect,thefollowing sums,or asmuchthereofas may
be necessary,areherebyspecificallyappropriatedto theTrusteesof the
PennsylvaniaStateUniversityfor thefiscalyearJuly 1, 1981 to June30,
1982,for thepurposesandin theamountsasshown:

(1) For educationaland general expenses $99,913,000
(2) For cost of studentaid 1,760,000
(3) For cost of agricultural research 10,831,000
(4) For costof agriculturalextensionservices 9,166,000
(5) For cost of research 9,100,000
(6) For instruction- Doctor of Medicineonly 2,896,000
(7) For cost of soil survey 100,000
Section2. (a) Payments to Pennsylvania State University on

account of the appropriationsfor all items as provided in section 1
exceptfor instruction- Doctor of Medicineshall bemadeon thebasisof
costsduringthefiscalyear.

(b) Paymentsfor instruction - Doctor of Medicineshall bemadeon
the basisof full-time studentsenrollmentat aratenot to exceed$7,465
perstudent.

Section3. If necessary,the Pennsylvania State University may
transferfundsamongthe appropriationslisted in section1, clauses(1),
(2), (3) (4) and(5): Provided,Thattheaggregateamounttransferredinto
or out ofeachappropriationduringthe fiscalyearshallnot-exceed501o of
theamountspecificallyappropriatedfor thatpurpose.

Section 4. (a) Paymentsto thePennsylvaniaStateUniversityof the
appropriationshereinprovidedshall bemademonthly duringthe fiscal
year.

(b) Such monthly paymentsshall be madein accordancewith the
provisionsof sections2 and 3, on the basisof estimatedcostsandfull-
time studentsenrolled in the Doctorof Medicineprogram.Theestimate
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of costsshall be submittedby the PennsylvaniaStateUniversity to the
Secretaryof Education,theGeneralAssemblyandto theStateTreasurer
not later than30 daysprior to the dateon which suchpaymentis to be
made.

Section5. Notwithstandinganyprovisionof the GeneralAppropria-
tion Act of 1981 relating to the paymentof retirement expenses,the
Trusteesof the PennsylvaniaState University shall makeall required
paymentsto the State Employees’ RetirementFund from the funds
appropriatedpursuantto thisact.

Section6. (a) The PennsylvaniaState University shall apply the
moneysappropriatedby thisactonly for suchpurposesas arepermitted
in this act and shall at all times maintainproperrecordsshowingthe
applicationof suchmoneys.Not laterthan120daysafterthecloseof the
fiscal yearto which this act relates,the PennsylvaniaStateUniversity
shall file with the Secretaryof Education, the GeneralAssembly,and
with the Auditor Generalof the Commonwealth,a statementsetting
forth the amountsandpurposesof all expendituresmadefrom moneys
appropriatedby this actandotheruniversityacáountsduring saidfiscal
year,thenumberof full-time studentsenrolledin theDoctorof Medicine
programandcosts,as providedin sections2 and3, usedas a basisfor
receiptof anyappropriationduringsaidfiscalyear.

(b) Suchstatementof expendituresandnumberof full-time students
enrolledin the Doctor of Medicineprogramandcostsshall be reviewed
by the Auditor Generalof ‘he Commonwealth,and he shall havethe
right, in respectto the moneysappropriatedby this act, to audit and
disallowexpendituresmadefor purposesnot permittedby thisactandto
causesuch sumsto be recoveredand paid by the PennsylvaniaState
Universityto theTreasurerof theCommonwealth.TheAuditor General
shall also makea determinationof full-time studentsenrolled in the
Doctor of MedicineprogramandCosts and makea certification as to
their correctness.In respectto expendituresmadeby theuniversityfrom
moneysotherthanthoseappropriatedby thisact, theAuditor General
shallhavethe right to review only andhe shall file annuallywith the
GeneralAssemblysuchinformationconcerningsuchexpenditures-as-the
GeneralAssemblyor anyof its committeesmayrequire.

Section7. A report shall be submitted to the Governorand the
AppropriationsandEducationCommitteesof theSenateandHouseof
Representativesandshallincludedatafor all programsexcepttheDoctor
of Medicineprogram.Thereport, to be submittedprior to September1,
1982, shallcover the 12-monthperiod beginningwith the summerterm
1981andshallinclude:

(1) The following countsand distributionsfor eachterm during the
period:

(i) The definitionsand numbersof facultymembersemployedfull-
time, of faculty membersemployed part-time, of full-time students
enrolledin graduatecourses,of full-time studentsenrolledin undergrad-
uatecourses,of part-timestudentsenrolled in graduatecourses,andof
part-timestudentsenrolledin undergraduatecourses.
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(ii) Total numbersof undergraduatestudentcredit hours, divided
into lower division and upper division courselevels, and of graduate
studentcredit hours divided into three course levels—master’s,first
professionalanddoctoral.

(iii) Number of different coursesscheduledby level of instruction
and the numberof sectionsof individual instruction at each level of
instruction.

(iv) Numberof termsscheduledandthedatesthereof.
(2) For the summerterm andthe following academicyearin total

andfor eachtwo-digitHegiscategoryofinstructionalprogramsin higher
educationas definedby the National Centerfor EducationStatistics,
United StatesDepartmentof Education, a classification of faculty
membersor otherprofessionalemployeesby title including: professor,
associateprofessor,assistantprofessor, instructor, lecturer, research
associate,librarian and academicadministrator;faculty membersor
otherprofessionalemployeesundereachtitle to besubdivided:bytype-of
assignment:teaching and nonteaching,and each such set of faculty
membersor other professionalemployeesto be further subdividedby
typeof employment:full-time or part-timeandthefollowing aggregates
for eachsuchsubdividedclassification:

(i) Thenumberof facultyandotherprofessionalemployeesandtheir
full-time equivalencein instructionalandnoninstructional-functions.

(ii) Thesumof creditsassignedto undergraduateclassroomcourses
andthe sum of credits assignedto graduateclassroomcoursestaught,
divided into lower division, upperdivision, master’s,first professional
anddoctoralcourselevels.

(iii) The sumof undergraduateclassroomstudentcredit hoursand
the sum of graduateclassroomstudentcredit hoursgenerated;divided
into lower division, upper division, master’s, first professionaland
doctoralcourselevels.

(iv) The sumof undergraduateindividual instructionstudentcredit
hoursandthesumof graduateindividual instructionstudent-credithours
generated;divided into lower division, upper division, master’s, first
professionalanddoctoralcourselevels.

(v) Total salarypaidfor instructionalfunctionsandfor noninstruc-
tional functions and the amountof this salary paid for eachof these
functionsfrom collegeor university funds, Federalfunds and other
funds.

(3) For each term of the period coveredfor each faculty member
employedfull-time identified by two-digit Hegiscategoryandtitle, the
reportshallcontainan analysisof the averagehoursper week spent in
collegeor university-relatedactivities, statingspecificallyhoursspentin
undergraduateclassroomcontactandgraduateclassroomcontact,hours
spentin preparation,hoursspentin researchandhoursspentin public
service.

Section8. (a) In additionto theaboverequirementsrelativeto this
appropriation,the reportcoveringthe 12-monthperiod beginningwith
thesummerterm1981,shallincludeforall programsof the university:
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(1) Minimum numberof creditsrequiredfor a baccalaureatedegree
andfor amaster’sdegree.

(2) Number of bachelor’sdegrees,master’sdegrees,first profes-
sional degrees,and doctoral degreesawardedin 1979, 1980, 1981 and
estimated1982. -

(b) The university shall report its revenuesand expendituresand
presentits financial statementsrequiredundertheprovisionsof this act
inaccordancewith “Higher EducationFinanceManual” (1975).

Section9. The university shall providesuchinformation as maybe
necessaryto carry out the provisionsof this act andin such form and
mannerastheDepartmentof Educationmayprescribe.

Section 10. The PennsylvaniaStateUniversity shall reportits reve-
nuesandexpendituresandpresentits financialstatementsrequiredunder
the provisions of this act in accordancewith generally accepted
accountingprinciplesandproceduresfor educationalinstitutionsas set
forth in “Higher EducationFinanceManual”UnitedStatesDepartment
of Health,EducationandWelfare(1975)with theexceptionsset forth in
the “Commonwealthof PennsylvaniaBudget Instructions for State
RelatedUniversities,PhaseI, Fiscal Year 1981-1982.” Creditsgranted
for nontraditional programs such as CLEP, lifelong learning etc.,
including all relatedcosts and revenuesthereofshall beexcludedfrom
thefunctionof “Instruction” andincludedunder“Public Service.”

Section 11. In addition to the requirementsof section7, the Penn-
sylvaniaStateUniversityshall, by March 1, 1982,submitto theAppro-
priationsand EducationCommitteesof the Senateand the Houseof
Representativesabreakdownof the fundsbudgetedfor this fiscalyear
for the main campusand eachbranchcampusincluding expenditures
budgetedfrom this actand expendituresbudgetedfrom moneysother
thanthoseappropriatedby thisact.

Section2. (a) Paymentsto theUniversityof Pittsburghonaccount

of the appropriationsfor all items, as providedin section 1 exceptfor
instruction - Doctor of Medicine shall be madeon the basis of costs
duringthefiscalyear.

(b) Paymentsfor instruction- Doctorof Medicineshall be madeon
the basisof full-time studentenrollmentataratenot to exceed$7,465
perstudent.

Section3. If necessarythe University of Pittsburghmay transfer
fundsbetweenthe appropriationslistedin section1, paragraphs(1) and
(2): Provided,Thattheaggregateamounttransferredinto or out of each
appropriationduringthe fiscal yearshall not exceed5% of theamount
specificallyappropriatedfor thatpurpose.

SB 618

Providing for the reductionof GeneralFundappropriationsfor the fiscal year
1981-1982;anddirecting the Governorto takeappropriateaction to balance
thebudget.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsasfollows:

Section 1. (a) The FederalEconomic RecoveryProgram recently
enactedandembodiedin the Economic.RecoveryAct of 1981 (Public
Law 97-34)andtheOmnibusReconciliationAct of 1981 (PublicLaw 97-
35) will causea seriousshortfall in Commonwealthrevenuesas well asa
substantialreductionin Federalfundsavailablefor Commonwealthpro-
grams.As aresult,the 1981-1982fiscal yearGeneralFundbudgetof the
Commonwealthwill beseriouslyout of balanceunlessimmediateaction
is takento adjustthe 1981-1982appropriationsandexpendituresin con-
formity with availablerevenues.

(b) To reducethe impact of the reductions on any particular
program,a general~~eductioninappropriationsmustbemade~

Section2. Eachandevery 1981-1982fiscalyearGeneralFundappro-
priation, exceptthe appropriationsto the Departmentof Educationfor
paymentof subsidiesto schooldistrictson accountof basicinstructional
costs,for the purposeof protectingschooldistricts from receivingless
basicinstructional subsidymoney than was receivedduring the fiscal
period 1980-1981, for payments for studentsupplies for nonpublic
schools,for paymentson accountof vocationaleducationprograms,for
paymentsto schooldistrictsandintermediateunits on accountof pupil
transportation;for paymentson account of nonpublic school trans-
portation; for payments to school districts, intermediateunits and

Section3. The provisionsof this act shallsupersedeall otheractsor
parts of acts which require or mandatepaymentsto school districts,
persons,or otherentities.EachStateagencyshall takeall stepsrequired
to reduceoperationsto the level necessitatedby the provisionsof this
section.
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Section 4. The GeneralAssembly directs the Governorto take all
actionnecessaryto balancethe 1981-1982GeneralFundbudgetinclud-
ing, but not limited to, the revisionof the official revenueestimateand
theabatementof otherappropriations.

Section5. Thisactshalltakeeffectimmediately.
