REORGANIZATION PLAN NO. 2 OF 1981

Section 1. The functions, powers and duties of the Secretaryof
CommunityAffairs andtheBureauof LandRecordswith regardto the
custodyandcareof deedsandother instrumentsrelatingto the titles to
realestateof theCommonwealthasset forth in the act of April 4, 1919
(P.L.44,No.33),entitled,asamended,“An act makingtheSecretaryof
CommunityAffairs thecustodianof all deeds,contracts,maps,surveys,
policies of title insurance,abstractsof titles, and other documentsor
instrumentsrelatingto the titles to realestateownedor hereafterto be
acquiredby theCommonwealth,”are herebytransferredto thePennsyl-
vaniaHistoricalandMuseumCommission.

Section2. The functions, powers and duties of the Secretaryof
CommunityAffairs andthe Bureauof LandRecordswith regardto the
conveyanceof land, the releaseof liensandthe administrationof public
landsandrecordsthereofandall otherpowersanddutiesas set forth in
the act of July9, ]1959 (P.L.510, No.137),known as the “Pennsylvania
Public Lands Act,” are herebytransferredto the PennsylvaniaHistor-
ical andMuseumCommission.

Section3. The functions, powers and duties of the Secretaryof
CommunityAffairs andthe Bureauof LandRecordswith regardto the
compilationof warranteetractmapsas set forth in the actof June13,
1907 (P.L.621, No.483),entitled,as amended,“An act authorizingand
directing the Secretaryof CommunityAffairs to compile and publish
connectedwarranteetract mapsof eachof the severalcountiesof this
Commonwealth;makinganappropriationfor thework of compilation,
and directing the mannerof sale and distribution of the same,” are
herebytransferredto the PennsylvaniaHistorical andMuseumCommis-
sion.

Section4. The functions, powers and duties of the Secretaryof
CommunityAffairs andthe Bureauof LandRecordswith regardto the
collection of fees as set forth in the act of June 30, 1959 (P.L.492,
No.117), entitled,as amended,“An act fixing the fees to bechargedby
the Departmentof CommunityAffairs,” are herebytransferredto the
PennsylvaniaHistoricalandMuseumCommission.

Section5. Thereare herebytransferredto the PennsylvaniaHistor-
ical and Museum Commissionto be used,employedand expendedin
connectionwith the functions, powersand duties transferredby sec-
tions 1 through4 of this ReorganizationPlan, contractobligations,if
any~records,files, space,property,supplies,personnelandequipment
now beingusedor held in connectionwith suchfunctions,powersand
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duties,andthe unexpendedbalancesof appropriations,allocationsand
otherfundsavailableor to be madeavailablefor usein connectionwith
suchfunctions,powersandduties.

Section6. The act of June13, 1907 (P.L.621,No.483),entitled,as
amended,“An actauthorizinganddirecting the Secretaryof Commu-
nity Affairs to compileandpublishconnectedwarranteetract mapsof
eachof theseveralcountiesof thisCommonwealth;makinganappropri-
ation for the work of compilation,anddirecting themannerof saleand
distributionof thesame,”theactof April 4, 1919(P.L.44,No.33),enti-
tled, as amended,“An actmaking theSecretaryof CommunityAffairs
the custodianof all deeds,contracts,maps,surveys,policies of title
insurance,abstractsof titles, andotherdocumentsor instrumentsrelat-
ing to thetitles to real estateowned or hereafterto beacquiredby the
Commonwealth,”the actof June30, 1959(P.L.492,No.117),entitled,
as amended,“An actfixing thefeesto be chargedby theDepartmentof
CommunityAffairs,” and the actof July 9, 1959 (P.L.510,No.137),
knownas the “PennsylvaniaPublic LandsAct,” aresuspendedinsofar
as theyconflict with thisReorganizationPlan.
