Section 1. The PennsylvaniaState Firemen’sTraining School and
the powersandduties of the Departmentof Educationandthe Public
ServiceInstitute Boardpertainingthereto,as set forth in the actof May
26, 1949 (P.L.1844,No.547),entitled “An actestablishingthePennsyl-
vaniaStateFiremen’sTrainingSchoolin or adjacentto the boroughof
Lewistown; providingfor its operationandmaintenanceby the Depart-
mentof Public Instruction;authorizingthe acquisitionof asite eitherby
gift or purchaseby theCommonwealthor by The GeneralStateAuthor-
ity, or the useof landnow ownedby the Commonwealth;providingfor
the erection or constructionand the furnishing and equipping of the
buildingsandstructuresby The GeneralStateAuthority, andtheleasing
thereof by the Commonwealth;and conferringpowersand imposing
dutiesuponthe Departmentof Public Instructionandthe Public Service
Institute Board,” heretoforetransferredto the Bureau of Vocational
Educationin the Departmentof Educationpursuantto Reorganization
PlanNo.1 of 1973,areherebytransferredfrom the Bureauof Vocational
Educationin the Departmentof Educationto the PennsylvaniaEmer-
gencyManagementAgency.

Section2. Thereare herebytransferredto the PennsylvaniaEmer-
gencyManagementAgency,to be used,employedandexpendedin con-
nectionwith thefunctions,powersanddutiestransferredby section1 of
this ReorganizationPlan, personnel, contract obligations, if any,
records,files, property, suppliesandequipmentnow beingusedor held
in connectionwith such functions, powers and duties, and the unex-
pendedbalanceof appropriations,allocations,Federalgrantsandother
fundsavailableor to be madeavailablefor usein connectionwith such
functions,powersandduties.

Section3. Thefollowing actsandpartsof actsaresuspendedinsofar
astheyconflict with thisReorganizationPlan:

Sections202 and1313,actof April 9, 1929(P.L.177,No.175),known
as “TheAdministrativeCodeof 1929.”

The secondparagraphof section1804,act of March 10, 1949(P.L.30,
No.14), known as the “Public School Code of 1949,” relatingto the
electionby the State Board for Vocational Educationof prinicipals,
instructorsandlecturersfor thePublicServiceInstitute.

The actof May 26, 1949 (P.L.l844,No.547), entitled “An actestab-
lishing thePennsylvaniaState Firemen’sTrainingSchoolin or adjacent
to the boroughof Lewistown;providingfor its operationandmainte-
nanceby the Departmentof Public instruction;authorizingthe acquisi-
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tion of asiteeitherby gift or purchaseby the Commonwealthor by The
GeneralStateAuthority, or theuseof land nowownedby theCommon-
wealth;providingfor theerectionor constructionandthefurnishingand
equippingof thebuildingsandstructuresby TheGeneralStateAuthor-
ity, and the leasirLg thereof by the Commonwealth;and conferring
powersandimposingdutiesuponthe Departmentof Public Instruction
andthePublicServiceInstituteBoard.”
