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AN ACT

HB 1632

Amending the act of April 6, 1956 (1955 P.L.1414, No.465), entitled, as
amended,“An act to promotethe welfareof the peopleof this Common-
wealth;creatingPortAuthoritiesto functionin countiesof thesecondclassas
bodiescorporateandpolitic, withpowertoplan,acquire,construct,maintain
andoperatefacilities andprojectsfor the improvementanddevelopmentof
theport district and to borrowmoneyandissuebondstherefor;providingfor
the paymentof suchbondsandprescribingthe rights of the holdersthereof;
conferringthe right of eminent domainon the authorities;authorizingthe
authoritiesto enterinto contractswith andto acceptgrantsfrom theFederal
governmentor anyagencythereof; and conferringexclusivejurisdiction on
certaincourtsoverratesandservices;andauthorizingtheauthoritiesto collect
tolls, fares, fees, rentalsandchargesfor the use of facilities; defining the
authorities’powersandduties,anddefiningthe port districts; grantingPort
Authoritiesthe exclusiveright to engagein thebusinessof owning,operating,
andmaintaininga transportationsystemfor the transportationof personsin
countiesof thesecondclass,providing,whennecessary,forextensionof trans-
portationsystemsinto adjoiningcountiesandoutsideof saidcountiesaspro-
videdin theact; limiting thejurisdictionof thePublicUtility Commissionover
Port Authorities; authorizingmunicipalitiesto makeloansandgrantsandto
transferexistingfacilities; authorizingPortAuthorities to enterinto contracts
with and to acceptgrants from State and local governmentsor agencies
thereof;exemptingthe propertyand facilities of suchPortAuthorities from
taxationand limiting thetime to commencecivil action againstsaid Authori-
ties,” further providing for the awarding of contractsand making of pur-
chases.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsasfollows:

Section 1. Subsection(a) of section9.1, act of April 6, 1956 (1955
P.L.1414,No.465),knownas the“SecondClassCountyPortAuthority
Act,” amendedOctober4, 1978(P.L.1020,No.225),is amendedto read:

Section9.1. (a) All contracts or purchasesin excess of [two
thousand five hundred dollars ($2,500)]four thousanddollars ($4,000)
shall bein writing and, exceptthosehereinaftermentioned,shallnot be
madeexceptwith andfromthelowestresponsiblebiddermeetingspecifi-
cations,afterduenoticein atleastonenewspaperof generalcirculation,
publishedor circulatingin thecountyatleastthree(3) times,atintervals
of not lessthan.three(3) dayswheredaily newspapersof generalcircula-
tionareemployedfor suchpublication, or in caseweeklynewspapersare
employed,thenthenoticeshall bepublishedonceaweek for two (2) suc-
cessiveweeks.Thefirst advertisementshallbepublishednot lessthanten
(10) daysprior to thedatefixed for theopeningof bids.

All contractsor purchasesunder (two thousand five hundred dollars
($2,500)] four thousand dollars ($4,000) may be negotiatedwith or
without competitivebidding under sound procurementproceduresas
promulgatedandestablishedby theboard.
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Section2. ThIsactshalltakeeffectIn60days.
