Amending the act of June 11, 1968 (P.L.149, No.84), entitled ‘‘An act relating to
volunteer firemen’s relief associations, clarifying their purposes and objec-
tives, establishing criteria and standards for the conduct of their affairs, pro-
viding for their formation, recognition, continuing operation, and for their
dissolution in appropriate circumstances and the distribution of their funds,”
providing for purchase of liability insurance for volunteer firemen by volun-
teer firemen relief associations.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania hereby
enacts as follows: :

Section 1. Subsection (e) of section 6, act of June 11, 1968 (P.L.149,
No.84), known as the ‘“Volunteer Firemen’s Relief Association Act,”’ is
amended by adding a paragraph to read:

Section 6. ***

(¢) The funds of any volunteer firemen’s relief association may be
spent:

* ¥ % .

(12) To secure insurance against the legal liability of the volunteer
firemen for loss and expense from claims arising out of the performance
of their official, authorized duties while going to, returning from or
attending fires or while performing their duties as special fire police.

Section 2. This act shall take effect immediately..
