Amendingtheactof April 9, 1929(P.L.177, No.175),entitled“An actproviding
for andreorganizingtheconductof theexecutiveandadministrativework of
theCommonwealthby theExecutiveDepartmentthereofandtheadministra-
tive departments,boards,commissions,andofficers thereof, including the
boardsof trusteesof StateNormal Schools,or TeachersColleges;abolishing,
creating,reorganizingor authorizingthereorganizationof certainadministra-
tive departments,boards,andcommissions;defining thepower&anddutiesof
the Governor and other executiveand administrativeofficers, and of the
severaladministrativedepartments,boards,commissions,andofficers; fixing
the salariesof theGovernor,LieutenantGovernor,andcertainotherexecutive
andadministrativeofficers;providingfor theappointmentof certainadminis-
trativeofficers,andof all deputiesandotherassistantsandemployesincertain
departments,boards,andcommissions;and prescribingthemannerin which
the numberand compensationof the deputiesand all otherassistantsand
employes of certain departments,boardsand commissionsshall be deter-
mined,” empoweringtheExecutiveBoardto setthe salariesof the chair-man
andmembersof theEnvironmentalHearingBoard,prohibiting conflicts of
interestby certainemployesof theDepartmentof EnvironmentalResources,
imposingapenaltyandmakingarepeal.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Section709, act of April 9, 1929 (P.L.177, No.175),
knownas “The AdministrativeCodeof 1929,” is amendedby addinga
clauseto read:

Section709. ExecutiveBoard.—Subjectto theprovisionsof thisact,
theExecutiveBoardshallhavethepower:

(m) In addition to thosepowersotherwiseprovidedby law, to deter-
minethesalariesofthechaIr~nanandtheothermembersoftheEnviron-
mentalHearing Board which salariesshall not exceed$37,500for the
chairmanand$35,000for theothermembers.

Section2. Section 1928-A of the act, added October 10, 1980
(P.L.805,No.153),is amendedtoread:

Section 1928-A. Conflict of Interestin Mining andOil andGasReg-
ulation.—(a) No employe of the Department of Environmental
Resourcesperformingany functionor dutywithin thescopeof activities
coveredby the SurfaceMining Control andReclamationAct of 1977,
PublicLaw 95-87(95th Congress)shallhaveadirector indirectfinancial
interestin anyundergroundor surfacecoal mining operationasdefined
by this act. Whoeverknowingly violatesthe provisionsof this Isectioni
subsectionshall, upon conviction, be punishedby a fine of not more
than two thousandfive hundreddollars($2,500)or by imprisonmentof
not morethanone(1) year,or both.Rulesandregulationsshall be pro-
mulgatedhereunderto establishmethodsby which theprovisionsof this
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[section]subsectionwill bemonitoredandenforcedby the Department
of EnvironmentalResources,including but not limited to appropriate
provisionsfor the filing by suchemployesandthe review of statements
andsupplementstheretoconcerninganyfinancialinterestwhichmaybe
affectedby this [section]subsection.

(b) No empioyeoftheDepartmentofEnvironmentalResourcesper-
formingthefunction or duty of an oil or gas inspectorshall act asa
manager,empkyeor agentofanyoil or gasdrilling operationorofany
mineor miningoperation,norshall heor shebeinterestedin anypecuni-
ary wayin suchoperationsin thisCommonwealth.Whoeverknowingly
violatestheprovisionsof thissubsectionshall, upon conviction,bepun-
ished by a fine of not more than two thousandfive hundreddollars
($2,500) or by imprisonmentof not morethan one (1) year, or both.
Rules and regulations shall be promulgatedhereunder to establish
methodsbywhichtheprovisionsofthissubsectionwill bemonitoredand
enforcedby theDepartmentof EnvfronmentalResources,includingbut
not limitedto appropriateprovisionsfor thefiling bysuchemployerand
thereviewofstatementsandsupplementsthereto concerninganyfinan-
cial interestwhkhmaybeaffectedbythissubsection.

Section3. (a) The following part of the following act is repealed
insofarasit isinconsistentherewith:

As muchas relatesto the EnvironmentalHearingBoardof section 1,
act of September2, 1961 (P.L.1177, No.525),entitled “An act fixing the
salariesand compensationof membersof certainboardsand commis-
sions,andrepealinginconsistentacts.”

(b) The actof December21, 1959 (P.L.1967,No.722),entitled “An
actproviding for creationof anOil andGasInspectorsExaminingBoard
in the Departmentof Mines andMineral Industries;conferringpowers
and imposingdutieson the boardandconferringpowersand imposing
duties in connectiontherewith upon the Governor; providing for the
qualifications,examination,appointment,term of office, removaland
salariesof Oil andGasInspectors;andprovidingpenalties,”is repealed.

Section4. This act shall take effect immediately, exceptsection2
shalltakeeffectin60 days.
