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Amending Title 24 (Education)of the PennsylvaniaConsolidatedStatutes,

addingprovisionstoallow earlyretirementundercertainconditions.
The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby

enactsas follows:

Section 1. Title 24, act of November25, 1970 (P.L.707, No.230),
knownas thePennsylvaniaConsolidatedStatutes,is amendedby adding
asectionto read:
§ 8311. Eligibility for early retirement.

Notwithstandinganyprovisionsof this title to the contrary,for the
periodonly of June1, 1982 through August3?, 1982, thefollowing
retfrementoptions shall be available to specifiedeligible membersas
follows:

W During theperiodJune1, 1982throughAugust3!, 1982,those
members55yearsor olderwithaminimum0125eligibility pointswho
chooseto retire, maydo sowithno reductionin thesumofhisor her
singlelife annuitiesbecauseofage.

(2) DuringtheperiodJune1, 1982throughAugust31, 1982,in the
caseof thosemembersage50 to 55havinga minimumof25 eligibility
points, the sumof singlelife annuitiesfor memberswho chooseto
retire shall bereducedby apercentagedeterminedbymultiplyingthe
numberofmonths,includingafractionofa monthasafull-month,by
which theeffectivedateprecedesage55byone-fourthpercent.
Section2. In this period of fiscal restraintand a reducedstudent

populationin thepublic schoolsystem,it is the intentof thislegislation
to aid school districtsby reducingthe needfor furloughingof teachers
andto providecost-savingopportunitiesto schooldistrictsthroughpro-
viding teachersaone-timeoptionforearlyretirement.

Section3. It is the intent of theGeneralAssemblythat it wouldnot
haveenactedanyof the provisionsof this amendatoryact without all
otherprovisionsof this amendatoryactandthatall of theprovisionsare
essentiallyand inseparablyconnectedwith eachother.Accordingly, the
provisionsof thisamendatory’actshallbe nonseverable.

Section 4. This actshalltakeeffect immediatelyandshallberetroac-
tiveto June1, 1982.
