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AN ACT

HB 2066

Amendingthe actof May 1, 1933 (P.L.2l6,No.76), entitled “An act relatingto
dentistry;defining and providing for the licensingand registration~fdentists
anddentalhygienists,andfor the revocationand suspensionof such licenses
andregistrations,subjectto appeal,and for their reinstatement;definingthe
powersand dutiesof the StateDentalCouncilandExaminingBoardandthe
Departmentof PublicInstruction; providing penalties;and repealingexisting
laws,” prohibiting thelicensingof certaindentalstudentsasdental-hygienists.

TheGeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsasfollows:

Section 1. Clause (d) of section3, act of May 1, 1933 (P.L.216,
No.76), knownas “The DentalLaw,” amendedJuly 7, 1972 (P.L.759,
No.178),isamendedto read:

Section3. GeneralPowersof the StateDentalCouncilandExamin-
ing Board.—TheState Dental Council and Examining Board (herein-
aftercalledthe board),created,appointed,andorganizedin accordance
with the provisionsof the Administrative Code, and its amendments,
shallhavepower:

(d) To providefor andto regulatethe licensing,andto licenseas a
dentalhygienist, afterexamination,any duly qualified person,not less
thaneighteenyearsof age,of good moral character,not addictedto the
use of intoxicating liquor or narcotic drugs, who has obtained the
required education, togetherwith a certificateor diploma from an
approvedinstitution or college for the training of dental hygienists,or
who in lieu of such educationand certificateor diploma from an
approvedinstitutionor collegefor the training of dentalhygienists,has
had fifteen (15) or more years experiencein the practiceof dental
hygiene, and who complies with all other requirementsof law and
submits an application for a license to practicedental hygieneon or
before the thirty-first day of December,one thousandnine hundred
forty-sevenbr who is a full-time dentalstudent having successfullycom-
pleted at least four full semestersin an approved institution or college
conferring establisheddental degreesi.

Section2. This act shall takeeffect immediatelyandshall apply to
all applicantsonor aftertheeffectivedate.
