Amendingtheactof July9, 1981 (P.1.208,No.66),entitled “An act creatingthe
PublicEmployeeRetirementStudyCommissiontomakeacontinuingstudyof
all publicemployeeretirementandpensionsystems;andmakingariappropri-
ation,” addingto the membershipof the Municipal PensionAdvisory.Com-
mittee;creatingamunicipalemployeepensionadvisorycommitteeandextend-
ing theapprOpriation.

TheGeneralAssemblyof theCommonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsasfollows:

Section 1. Sections8 and 10, actof July 9, 1981 (P.L.208,No.66),
known as the “Public EmployeeRetirementStudyCommissionAct,”
areamendedto read:
Section8. Municipal PensionAdvisory lCommhteel Committees.

(a) Municipal PensionAdvisoryCommittee.—Thecommissionshall
appoint a Municipal PensionAdvisory Committeecomposedof one
municipal official or employeenominatedby each of the following
municipal associations:the PennsylvaniaLeagueof Cities; the Pennsyl-
vaniaStateAssociationof Boroughs;thePennsylvania-StateAssociation
of TownshipSupervisors;the PennsylvaniaStateAssociationof Town-
ship Commissioners;the PennsylvaniaState Association of County
Commissionersand the PennsylvaniaMunicipal Authorities Associa-
tion.

(b) Municipal EmployeePensionAdvisoryCommittee.—Thecom-
mission shall appoint an advisorycommitteerepresentingmunicipal
employeesnominatedbyeachof thefollowingassociations:the Pennsyl-
vania Chiefs of PoliceAssociation;the PennsylvaniaStateFirefighters
Association;the PennsylvaniaStateEducation Association;the Ameri-
can Federation of State, County and Municipal Employees;and the
PennsylvaniaFraternal OrderofPolice.

(c) Organizationofcommittees.—Membersof theadvisory[commit-
teejcommitteesmaynot be membersof the commission.The [commit-
teejcommitteesshall organizeby electinglitsi their ownofficers andby
establishingrules of procedure.The advisory(committeel committees
shall meetwith the commissionat statedtimesfixed by the commission,
but not lessthanonceayear,at whichtime theactivitiesof thecommis-
sionwill be discussedandthe[committeelcommitteesmaypresentinfor-
mationandmakerecommendations.The advisory(committeelcommit-
teesmaymeet at suchother timesas [ill theymaydetermineandmay
forwardinformationandrecommendationsto thecommis~ioi~. Corn-mit-
tee membersshall be reimbursedonly for actual expensesincurred in
connectionwith theirofficial duties.
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Section 10. Appropriati~on.
The sumof $200,000is herebyappropriatedfor the fiscal year1981-

1982 to thecommissionfor the paymentof its expenses.This appropri-
ation shall be a continuing appropriation and shall lapseon June 30,
1983.

Section2. Exceptfor the provisionof section 1 which relatesto the
appropriationwhichshall takeeffect immediately,theremainderof this
actshalltakeeffect in 60(lays. -
