Amendingtheactof August9, 1955 (P.L.323,No.130),entitled“An actrelating
to countiesof thethird, fourth, fifth, sixth,seventhandeighthclasses;amend-
ing, revising,consolidatingandchangingthe laws relatingthereto,”authoriz-
ingthebilling andcollectionof taxesin homerule municipalities.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Subsections(a) and(b) of section1701.1,act of August9,
1955(P.L.323, No.130),known as “The CountyCode,” amendedJune
25, 1968 (P.L.257, No.121), are amendedandsubsectionsareaddedto
read:

Section 1701.1. Billing andCollectionof Third, Fourth,Fifth, [andJ
Sixth, SeventhandEighth ClassCountyTaxes.—(a) Thecountycom-
missionersof eachcountyof thethird, fourth, fifth, landi sixth, seventh
andeighthclassmay,by resolution,providefor thebilling andcollecting
of all county andcounty institution district taxeslevied within a third
classcity by theauthoritiesempoweredto levy suchtaxes.

(a.1) The countycommissionersofeachcountyofthefourth, fifth,
sixth,seventhandeighthclassmay,by resolution,providefor thebilling
andcollectionofall countytaxesin municipalitiesexistingor organized
undertheactofApril 13, 1972(P.L.184, No.62), knownasthe “Home
RuleCharterandOptionalPlansLaw, “that haveeliminatedtheelective
officeoftax collector, bytheauthoritiesempoweredto levysuchtaxes.

(b) In countiesof the third, fourth, fifth, [and] sixth, seventhand
eighth classin which the county commissionersprovide, by resolution,
for the billing andcollectionof all countyandcounty institutiondistrict
taxeslevied in third classcities,the countycommissionersshallhavethe
power and authority by resolution, to vest in the countytreasurerthe
dutiesand responsibilitiesof billing and collecting county and county
institutiondistrict taxes.

(b.1) In countiesofthefourth,fifth, sixth, seventhandeighth class
in whichthecountycommissionersprovide, by resolution,for thebilling
and collection of all county taxesleviedin municipalitiesexisting and
organizedunder the “Home Rule Charter and OptionalPlans Law,”
thathaveeliminatedthe electiveofficeoftax collector, thecountycom-
missionersshall havethepowerandauthority, by resolution, to vestin
the countytreasurerthedutiesandresponsibilitiesofbilling andcollect-
ingcountytaxes.
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Section2. Thisactshalltakeeffectimmediately.
