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Designatingthe Lick Run as acomponentof the PennsylvaniaWild andScenic
RiversSystemin accordancewith thePennsylvaniaScenicRiversAct; andpro-
viding for cooperationandcoordinationin its protectionanduseandfor the
responsibilitiesof itsmanagement.

The GeneralAssemblyof theCommonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Short title.
This actshall be knownandmaybe citedas the “Lick Run Wild and

ScenicRiverAct.”
Section2. Legislative findings and purpose.

The Departmentof EnvironmentalResourceshas,in accordancewith
the actof December5, 1972 (P.L.1277,No.283),knownas the “Penn-
sylvaniaScenicRiversAct,” fulfilled its obligationsandresponsibilities
prerequisiteto the designationof the Lick Run as acomponentof the
PennsylvaniaScenicRiversSystem.Thedesignationof theLick Run by
this act is with the view of conservingandenhancingits scenicquality
andof promotingpublic recreationalenjoyment,in accordancewith the
policyandprovisionsof the“PennsylvaniaScenicRiversAct.”
Section3. Designationand classification.

(a) The 15-mile mainstem of Lick Run, including five tributary
streamsandrelatedadjacentlandareas,from theheadwatersin Clinton
County to the PennsylvaniaGameCommissiongate at Farrandsville,
Clinton County, is designatedas a wild componentof the Pennsylvania
ScenicRivers Systemunderthe “PennsylvaniaScenicRiversAct.” The
boundariesof thecomponentcorridorhavebeendefinedby the Depart-
ment of EnvironmentalResourcesandare shownon the map entitled,
“LICK RUN STUDY,” which is on file andavailablefor public inspec-
tion in theBureauof Land Records,Departmentof CommunityAffairs
of theCommonwealthof Pennsylvania.

(b) Segmentsof thecomponentareclassifiedas follows:
(1) Lick Run - headwatersto Game Commission gate at

Farrandsville- 15 miles- wild.
(2) WestBranchLick Run - headwatersto Lick Run - 1.9 miles -

wild.
(3) RobbinsRun - headwatersto Lick Run - 2.5miles- scenic.
(4) CampbellRun - GameCommissionboundaryto Lick Run -

0.5 mile - wild.
(5) StayerRun - HazardRoadCrossingto Lick Run - 1.45 miles -

wild.
(6) Craig Fork - HazardRoadCrossingto Lick Run - 1.6miles -

wild.
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Section4. Managementresponsibilities.
The PennsylvaniaGameCommissionandtheDepartmentof Enviran-

mentalResourcesshall exerciseadministrativeresponsibilitiesin imple-
mentingthe “ManagementGuidelinesfor Lick RunCorridor” on Com-
monwealthlands within the designatedcomponent,as outlined within
the “Discussionof ManagementGuidelines”in the text of thestudyof
Lick Run conductedby the Departmentof EnvironmentalResources
under the “PennsylvaniaScenicRiversAct” and knownas the “Lick
RunStudy.”
Section5. Cooperationand coordination.

All Stateagenciesareauthorizedto seek the help of and enterinto
agreementswith the FederalGovernmentandits agenciesandcommis-
sions,local governmentsandconcernedprivateindividualsandorgani-
zations with the view of fostering cooperationand coordination to
further thepurposeof thisact. Tothisend,theDepartmentof Environ-
mentalResourcesshall also seek the cooperationof the Susquehanna
RiverBasinCommission.
Section6. Effectivedate.

Thisactshalltakeeffectimmediately.
