(1) Any personwho shall wilfully, maliciously, or carelesslydestroy,
mutilate,removeor defaceany gravemarkertori, headstoneorflag holder,
placedor erectedunderthe provisionsof this section,shall be guilty of [a
misdemeanor,and, upon conviction thereof, shall be sentencedto payaIine.
not to exceed five hundred dollars ($500), or suffer imprisonment not to
exceedtwo years, or bothj the grade of offense in relation to the dollar
amount of the theft or damagedone in accordancewith JR Pa.C.S. § 3903
(relating tograding of theft offenses).

Section2. Thisact shalltakeeffectin 60days.
