A SUPPLEMENT

SB 879

To the act of (P.L. , No. ), entitled “An act providing for the
capitalbudgetfor the fiscal year 1983-1984,”itemizing furnitureandequip-
mentprojectsto be acquiredby the Departmentof GeneralServices,together
with their estimatedfinancial cost;authorizingthe incurring of debt without
the approvalof the electorsfor the purposeof financingthe projectsto be
acquiredby the Departmentof GeneralServices;statingthe estimateduseful
life of theprojects;andmakinganappropriation.

The GeneralAssembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsasfollows:

Section 1. Total authorization.
The totalauthorizationfor theadditionalcapitalprojectsconsistingof the

acquisitionof movablefurnitureandequipmentto completepublic improve-
ment projectsitemizedin section2, purchasedby theDepartmentof General
Servicesandto befinancedby theincurringof debt,shallbe$2,119,000.
Section2. Itemization of furniture and equipmentprojects.

The additional capital projectsin the categoryof public improvements,
consistingof theacquisitionof original movablefurnitureandequipmentto
completepublic improvementprojects,to be financedby the incurring of
debt andto bepurchasedby theDepartmentof GeneralServices,arehereby
itemizedtogetherwith their estimatedfinancialcosts:

Section3. Debt authorization.

TheGovernor,Auditor GeneralandStateTreasurerareherebyauthorized
anddirectedto borrdw, from time to time, in additionto anyauthorization
heretoforeor hereafterenacted,onthecredit of the Commonwealth,subject
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to the limitations providedin the currentcapitalbudget,moneynot exceed-
ing, in the aggregate,the sumof $2,119,000as may be found necessaryto
carry out the acquisitionof original furnitureand equipmentprojectsspe-
cifically itemizedin a capitalbudget.
Section4. Issueof bonds.

The indebtednesshereinauthorizedshall be incurred from time to time
andshall be evidencedby oneor moreseriesof generalobligationbondsof
theCommonwealthin suchaggregateprincipalamountfor eachseriesasthe
Governor,Auditor Generaland StateTreasurershall determine,but the
latest statedmaturitydateshall not exceedthe estimateduseful life of the
projectsbeingfinancedasstatedin section5.
Section5. Estimateduseful life of projects.

TheGeneralAssemblystatesthat theestimatedusefullife of thefurniture
andequipmentprojectsheretoforeitemizedis tenyears.Themaximumterm
of thedebtauthorizedto beincurredhereunderistenyears.
Section6. Appropriation.

The net proceedsof the sale of the obligationsherein authorizedare
herebyappropriatedfrom the CapitalFacilitiesFund to the Departmentof
GeneralServicesin the maximum amount of $2,119,000to be usedby it
exclusivelyto defray the financial costof the furnitureandequipmentpro-
jects specifically itemizedin a capitalbudget.After reservingor paying the
expensesof the saleof the obligation, the StateTreasurershall pay to the
Departmentof GeneralServicesthemoneysasrequiredandcertified-by -it to
belegallydueandpayable.
Section7. Federalfunds.

In additionto thosefunds appropriatedin section6, all moneysreceived
fromtheFederalGovernmentfor theprojectsspecificallyitemizedhereinare
alsoherebyappropriatedfor theseprojects.
Section8. Effective date.

This actshalltakeeffect July 1, 1983 or, if enactedsubsequently,immedi-
ately.
