HB 1357

Amendingtheactof June3, 1937 (P.L.1333,No.320),entitled“An actconcern-
ing elections,including general,municipal, specialandprimary elections,the
nominationof candidates,primaryandelectionexpensesandelectioncontests;
creatinganddefining membershipof county boardsof elections; imposing
dutiesupon the Secretaryof the Commonwealth,courts,county boardsof
elections,county commissioners;imposingpenaltiesfor violation of theact,
andcodifying, revisingandconsolidatingthe lawsrelatingthereto;andrepeal-
ing certainactsandpartsof actsrelating to elections,”changingthedatefor
theGeneralprimaryin 1984.

The GeneralAssembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsasfollows:

Section1. Section603 of the act of June3, 1937 (P.L.1333,No.320),
known as the PennsylvaniaElection Code, amendedDecember22, 1971
(P.L.613,No.165),is amendedto read:

Section603. GeneralPrimary; Candidatesto Be Nominatedand Party
Officers to Be Elected.—(a) There shall be a Generalprimary preceding
eachgeneralelectionwhich shall beheld on thethird Tuesdayof May in all
even-numberedyears,exceptin theyear of thenominationof a Presidentof
the United States,in which year the Generalprimary shall be held on the
fourthTuesdayof April. Candidatesfor all offices to befilled at theensuing
generalelectionshallbenominatedat theGeneralprimary. Thevotefor can-
didatesfor the office of Presidentof the UnitedStates,asprovided for by
this act, shallbecastat theGeneralprimary.

(b) Notwithstandingsubsection(a), the Generalprimaryfor 1984 shall
beheldon April10, 1984.

Section2. ThisactshalltakeeffectJanuary1, 1984.
