The Motor LicenseFundbudgetI recommendedfor fiscal year1983-84
was not muchhigher thanlastyear’sbudget.However,dueto reductionsin
motor fuel consumption,petroleumprices,and commercialvehicle travel,
revenuesin 1982-1983were below original estimates.This trend is expected
to continue in 1983-1984, necessitatingthe revenuemeasuresI recom-
mended.The GeneralAssemblyhasnot enactedthenecessaryrevenuemea-
suresto fund thisbudget.Therefore,I must reducethe aboveitems, includ-
ing highwaymaintenancefunds, to fit within the existingrevenuesof the
Motor LicenseFund.

SPECIAL PROVISIONS FOR FEDERAL FUNDS

Section 1001. GeneralFundrepositoryfor Federalfunds.—All moneys
receivedfrom the FederalGovernmentas contributionsor supplementsto
the departmentsor agenciesof the Commonwealthor the programsherein
providedshall be paid into the GeneralFundand areherebyappropriated
out of theGeneralFundfor thepurposeof therespectiveappropriations.

Section 1002. Limitation on encumberingor spendingFederalfunds.—
Federalfundsshallbeencumberedor spentonly totheextentthatsuchfunds
areestimatedasbeingavailableduringthefiscal yearof theCommonwealth.

Section 1003. Appropriation for prior unspent Federal funds.—Any
Federalmoneywhich has been previously appropriatedby the General
Assembly and authorizedor allocated by the Federal Governmentbut
remainsunspentfrom prior fiscal years,andwill not be renewedfor fiscal
year1983-1984,is herebyappropriated.

Section 1004. SubgrantsbetweenFederalfund appropriations.—With
the exceptionof Federalmoney received under the social servicesblock
grant, subgrantsmay be made betweenappropriationswithout further
approvalof the GeneralAssembly.The BudgetSecretaryshall submita list
of subgrantsto theChairmenof theHouseandSenateAppropriationsCom-
mitteesquarterly. No subgrantto a State agency,however,may be made
from a restrictedreceipt without a specific appropriationby the General
Assembly.

Section 1005. - Utilization of emergencyFederal funds.—(a) Federal
funds availablefor costsand damagesresulting from naturaldisastersor
civil disobediencemay beaddedto an appropriationcontainedhereinor to
funds appropriatedor may be used for the purposesprescribedby the
FederalGovernment.

(b) In addition to the moneys appropriatedby this act, all moneys
receivedfrom theFederalGovernmentfor the purposeof disasterassistance
or relief shallbepaidinto theGeneralFundandareherebyappropriatedout
of the GeneralFundto the departments,boards,commissionsor agencies
designatedby theGovernor.

(c) In the eventof any emergencysituationin which theGeneralAssem-
bly cannotact in sufficienttime, the Governoris authorizedthroughexecu-
tive authorizationto provideup to $5,000,000in Federalfundsto alleviate
the emergencysituation.For the purposesof this section “emergency” is
definedasany situationin which thereis a chanceof, or may resultin, sub-
stantialhumansuffering.
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PART XI
MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS

Section1101. Prior law unaffected.—Thisact is not intendedto be

Section 1104. Minority businessset asides.—(a) Eachdepartmentor
other instrumentalityof the Commonwealthlisted in Part II, SubpartB,
authorizedto contract for buildings, highways,commodities,equipment,
suppliesor servicesshall reportto theGeneralAssemblyall informationper-
tinent to anticipatedprocurementneedsatthe beginningof eachfiscalyear
andeachfiscalquarterthereafter.

(b) As usedin this sectiontheterm “minority business”meansa minor-
ity businessenterpriseas definedin the act of July 22, 1974 (P.L.598,
No.206), known as the PennsylvaniaMinority Business Development
AuthorityAct.

Section 1105. Appropriation of funds from miscellaneoussources.—
(a) In additionto theamountsappropriatedby thisact,moneysreceivedin
paymentfor food andhouseholdsuppliesfurnishedto employeesand other
persons,except inmates,by an institution, and moneysreceivedfrom the
proceedsfrom thesaleof any productsof thesoil, meats,livestock,timber,
or othermaterialssoldby thedepartmentshallbepaidinto theGeneralFund
andare herebyappropriatedout of the GeneralFundto theseveralrespec-
tiveinstitutionsfor theoperationandmaintenanceof saidinstitution-s.

(b) In addition to the amountsappropriatedby this act, all moneys
receivedfrom anyothersource,excepttheFederalGovernment,ascontribu-

Section2. Paymentsto PennsylvaniaStateUniversity on accountof the

appropriationsprovided in section 1 shall be madeon the basis of costs
duringthefiscalyear.

Section3. If necessary,PennsylvaniaState University may transfer
funds amongthe appropriationslisted in section1(1), (2), (3), (5) and(6).
The aggregateamounttransferredinto or outof eachappropriationduring
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the fiscal yearshall not exceed5 Wo of the amountspecifically appropriated
for thatpurpose.

Section4. (a) Paymentsto PennsylvaniaStateUniversityof theappro-
priationsprovidedin section 1 shallbemademonthlyduring thefiscalyear.

(b) Themonthlypaymentsshallbemadein accordancewith section 2 on
the basisof estimatedcosts.The estimateof costsshallbe submittedby the
PennsylvaniaState University to the Secretaryof Education,the General
Assemblyandthe StateTreasurernot laterthan30 daysprior to the dateon
which thepaymentis to bemade.

Section7. A reportshall be submittedto the Governorand the Appro-
priationsandEducationCommitteesof theSenateandHouseof Representa-
tives andshall includedatafor all programsexcepttheDoctor of Medicine
program.The report,to besubmittedpriorto September1, 1984,shallcover
the 12-monthperiodbeginningwith thesummerterm 1983andshallinclude:

(iii) The numberof differentcoursesscheduledby level of instruction
andthe numberof sectionsof individual Instructionateachlevel of instruc-
tion.

(iv) Thenumberof termsscheduledandthedatesthereof.
(2) Forthesummertermandthefollowing academicyearin totalandfor

eachtwo-digit Hegiscategoryof instructionalprogramsin higher education
as definedby the National Center for EducationStatistics,United States
Departmentof Education,aclassificationof faculty membersor otherpro-
fessionalemployeesby title including: professor,associateprofessor,assis-
tant professor,instructor, lecturer, researchassociate,librarian and aca-
demic administrator; faculty membersor other professional employees
undereachtitle to be subdividedby type of assignment:teachingand non-
teaching,with eachset of faculty membersor otherprofessionalemployees
to be furthersubdividedby typeof employment:full-time or part-timeand
thefollowing aggregatesforeachsubdividedclassification:
