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AN ACT

Amendingtheactof May 29, 1945 (P.L.l108,No.402),entitled “An act autho-
rizingtheestablishment,constructionandmaintenanceof limited accesshigh-
ways andlocal servicehighways;andprovidingfor closingcertainhighways;
providingfor thetaking of privatepropertyand for the paymentof damages
therefor;providingfor sharingthecostsinvolved and for the controlof traffic
thereover;providingpenalties,andmaking anappropriation,”furtherprovid-
ingfor commercialenterprisesonlimited accesshighways.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsasfollows:

Section 1. Section3 of the act of May 29, 1945 (P.L.1108, No.402),
referredto astheLimited AccessHighwayLaw, is amendedtoread:

Section 3. The Secretary of IHighwaysl Transportation, with the
approvalof the Governor,or local authoritiesin connectionwith the desig-
nationor constructionof a limited accesshighwaymaylay out or construct
local servicehighways.Such local servicehighwaysshallbe so locatedasto
permit the establishmentby privateownersor their lesseesof adequatefuel
andotherservicefacilities for theusersof limited accesshighways.The loca-
tion of suchfacilitiesmay be indicatedto theusersof thelimited accesshigh-
ways by appropriatesigns,thesizeandlocationof whichshallbedetermined
by the authoritieshavingjurisdiction.No commercialenterpriseor activity
shall be locatedor authorizedby the Stateor by any political subdivision
thereof,within or on any public propertywhich is partof theright of way of
any limited access highway, except that communication facilities and
vendingmachinesmaybelocatedat roadsiderests.

Section 2. Thisactshalltakeeffectin 60 days.
