Amendingtheact of June3, 1937(P.L.1225,No.316), entitled “An actconcern-
ing gameandotherwild birds andwild animals;andamending,revising,con-
solidating,andchangingthe law relating thereto,”prohibitingthe releaseof
themailing list for thePennsylvaniaGameNews.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsasfollows:

Section 1. Section309.1 of theact of June3, 1937(P.L.1225,No.316),
knownasTheGameLaw, addedApril 8, 1982(P.L.308,No.86),is amended
to read:

Section309.1. Limitation on Disclosureof HuntingLicenseRecords.—
(a) It is unlawful for any gameprotector,deputygameprotector,hunting
license issuing agent,or any officer, employeor agentof any Common-
wealth agency,or any other private businessor agencywhich makes or
receivesrecordsof huntingandtrappinglicenses,or applicationsfor obtain-
ing huntingandtrappinglicensesof anytypereceivedpursuan~tothisact,to
sell, publish, or disclosein any mannerwhatsoeverthoserecordsor affilia-
tions to any personexceptasnecessaryto carry out the functionsand busi-
nessof thePennsylvaniaGameCommission,or for anypersonto purchase,
secure,procure,or discloseanyrecordsor affiliationsasdescribe~lherein.

Theprovisionsof thissectionshallnot applyto recordsandreports:
(1) Requiredfor prosecutionsof anyviolationsof thegamelaws.
(2) Requiredfor administrativeproceedingsheld pursuantto thelaws of

theCommonwealthof Pennsylvania.
(3) Requiredfor theprosecutionof anyviolation of any Federallaws or

thelawsof anystateof theUnitedStates.
(4) Requiredto bepublishedto enforcethe suspensionor revocationof

huntingandtrappingprivilegesby thecommission.
(5) Authorizedby actionof thecommissionfor the solepurposeof exer-

cising legitimategovernmentalfunctionor duty.
(b) Whensuchrecordsandreportsaremadeavailableby thecommission

for thelimited purposesset forth in clauses(1) through (5) ofsubsection(a),
they shallnot be published,circulated,or disclosedby the receivingagency
for anypurposes.

(c) Any personviolating anyprovision of [this sectionisubsection(a) or
(b) is guilty of a summaryoffenseandshall, upon conviction,be sentenced
to payafine of onehundreddollars($100)andcostsof prosecutionfor each
offenseandtherecordor report of eachindividualpersonshallconstitutea
separateoffense.

(d) (1) The commissionshall not releasethe mailing list ofsubscribers
tothePennsylvaniaGameNewsmagazine.
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(2) Anyperson who violatesthis subsectioncommitsa summary—offense
andshall be sentencedtopay a fine of one hundred dollars ($100)for each
~iameandaddressunlawfully released.

Section2. Thisactshalltakeeffect immediately.
