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AN ACT

HB 922

Amendingthe act of December17, 1981 (P.L.435,No.135), entitled “An act
providing for the regulationof pari-mutuelthoroughbredhorseracing and
harnesshorseracingactivities; imposingcertain taxes andproviding for the
dispositionof funds from pari-mutueltickets,” providingfor monitoringof
wageringon videoscreensandfor experimentalsimulcasting.

The GeneralAssembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsasfollows:

Section1. The act of December17, 1981 (P.L.435, No.135), known as
theRaceHorseIndustryReformAct, is amendedby addingsectionsto read:
Section233. Monitoring of wagering on video screens.

Everycorporationlicensedto conductpari-mutuelbettingshalldisplayon
videoscreenstheapproximateoddsor approximatewill-payson eachhorse
for eachraceas wellas anycombinationofracesincluding, but notlimited
to, quinellas,exactas,perfectasandany othercombinationorpoolofraces.
No displayofapproximateoddsor approximatewill-pays shall berequired
wherethe wagerison horsesin four ormoreraces,suchas“Pick 4, Pick5or
Pick 6.” In addition to displaying the amountof moneywagered, the
approximateoddsorapproximatewill-paysoneachhorseor combinationof
horsesshall be shown on video screensin each wagering division. For
trifectas, in lieu of oddsor approximatewill-pays, the amountofmoney
beingwageredon eachhorseto win in thetrifectapoolshall-be-displayed-on
videoscreensseparatelyfrom any other information. The aboverequfred
informationshall bedisplayedfrom theopeningofbetsor wageringandbe
continuallydisplayeduntil the wagering is closed.At leastonevideoscreen
in each wageringdivision shall display the amountof moneywageredon
eachhorseinvolvedin anytrifectapool.
Section234. Experimentalsimulcasting.

TheStateHarnessRacingCommissionmay, uponrequestfromalicensed
corporation,grantpermissiontoonecorporation,on an experimentalbasis,
to simulcastintrastateharnessracingata facility at which lessthan 80 days
of racing was conductedin the calendaryear 1983. Theperiodofexperi-
mentalsimulcastingshall be through November1984. Neither the racing
facility or licensedcorporationat suchfacility shalltransmitanysimulcast
signal to any other racing facility. Simulcastsare to be operatedby the
licensedcorporationattheracetrackenclosurewhereaharnessracemeeting
is being conductedduring, between,beforeor afterpostedracesfor that
racingday.All formsofpari-mutuelwageringdescribedin section221 shall
be allowedon racesto be televisedbysimulcastingunder thissection. The
StateHarnessRacingCommissionmaypromulgateregulationson wagering
and the operationof theseraces. All moneywageredby patronson these
racesshallbecomputedin theamountofmoneywageredeachracirrgday-for
purposesoftaxationundersection222.
