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AN ACT

Amendingtheactof April 9, 1929 (P.L.177,No.175),entitled “An actproviding
for andreorganizingthe conductof the executiveandadministrativework of
the Commonwealthby the ExecutiveDepartmentthereofandtheadministra-
tive departments,boards,commissions,and officers thereof, including the
boardsof trusteesof StateNormalSchools,or TeachersColleges;abolishing,
creating,reorganizingor authorizingthe reorganizationof certainadministra-
tivedepartments,boards,andcommissions;definingthe powersanddutiesof
the Governor and other executiveand administrativeofficers, and of the
severaladministrativedepartments,boards,commissions,andofficers; fixing
thesalariesof theGovernor,LieutenantGovernor,andcertainotherexecutive
andadministrativeofficers; providing for theappointmentof certainadminis-
trativeofficers,andof all deputiesandotherassistantsandemployesin certain
departments,boards,andcommissions;andprescribingthe mannerin which
the numberandcompensationof the deputiesandall other assistantsand
employesof certain departments,boardsand commissionsshall be deter-
mined,” furtherproviding for after-the-factpayrolls.

The GeneralAssembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Section223 of the act of April 9, 1929 (P.L.177, No.175),
known as The Administrative Code of 1929, addedApril 4, 1956 (1955
P.L.1387,No.446),is amendedto read:

Section 223. Payday.—(a) Eachemployeof an administrativedepart-
ment, of an independentadministrativeboard or commissionand of a
departmentaladministrativeboardor commission,shall be paid his regular
salaryeveryotherweek.

(b) Effectivewithin six monthssubsequentto July1, 1984,all employes
oftheExecutiveBranchshallbepaidon an after-the-factpaybasis.

(c) An after-the-factpay is definedas a methodofpaymentin which
compensationdue/ora givenpayperiodispaidto theemployernoJater-than
two weeksaftertheendofthepayperiod.

(d) Anyemployeon a before-the-/actpaybasison thedateofconversion
wouldreceivea conversionpaymentequalto hisbiweeklysalary in order to
avoidanyemployemissinga paydayin theprocessof conversion.Suchcon-
versionpaymentshall berecoverableby theCommonwealthupon severance
ofthe employefrom Stateservice.After the dateof conversion,employes
shallcontinueto bepaideveryotherweek.

Section 2. This actshall takeeffect immediately.
