Amendingthe actof September27, 1961 (P.L.1700,No.699),entitled “An act
relatingto the regulationof thepracticeof pharmacy,includingthesales,use
anddistributionof drugsanddevicesat retail; andamending,revising,consol-
idating and repealingcertain laws relating thereto,” further providing for
qualificationsfor licenseandfor suspension.

The GeneralAssembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsasfollows:

Section 1. Section3(a) of the act of September27, 1961 (P.L.1700,
No.699), known as the PharmacyAct, is amendedby adding a clauseto
read:

Section3. Licensing of Pharmacists.—(a)The State Board of Phar-
macy may licenseas a pharmacistanypersonwho hasfiled anapplication
therefor, subscribedby the personunderoathor affirmation, containing
suchinformation astheboardmayby regulationrequire,andwho—

(6) Has not beenconvictedof afeloniousact prohibitedby the act of
April 14, 1972 (P.L.233, No.64), known as “The ControlledSubstance,
Drug, DeviceandCosmeticAct,“or convictedofafelonyrelatingto acon-
trolledsubstancein acourtoflawofthe UnitedStatesoranyotherstate,ter-
ritory or country.An applicant’sstatementon theapplication declaringthe
absenceofaconvictionshallbe deemedsatisfactoryevidence-of-theabsence
ofa conviction,unlesstheboardhassomeevidenceto thecontrary.

Section2. Theactis amendedby addingasectionto read:
Section5.1. AutomaticSuspension.—A license issuedunder this act

shall automaticallybesuspendedupon thelegal commitmentto an institu-
tion ofalicenseebecauseofmentalincompetencyfromanycauseuponfiling
with the boarda certifiedcopyofsuchcommitment,convictionofafelony
undertheactofApril 14, 1972(P.L.233,No.64),knownas “The Controlled
Substance,Drug, Deviceand CosmeticAct,” or convictionofan offense
underthelawsofanotherjurisdiction, which, ifcommittedin Pennsylvania,
wouldbeafelonyunder“The ControlledSubstance,Drug,DeviceandCos-
meticAct.” As usedin this sectionthe term “conviction” shall includea
judgment,anadmissionofguilt orapleaofnob contendere.Automaticsus-
pensionunderthissectionshallnotbestayedpendinganyappeaLofa~c.mzi~~
tion.Restorationofsuchlicenseshall bemadeasin thecaseofrevocationor
suspensionofsuchlicense.
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Section 3. Thisact shalltakeeffectimmediately.
