AN ACT

SB 400

Amendingtheactof February1, 1966 (1965P.L.1656,No.581),entitled “An act
concerningboroughs,and revising,amendingandconsolidatingthe law relat-
ing to boroughs,”increasingtheperdiem specialmeetingallowanceof certain
officials.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsasfollows:

Section 1. Section701 of the act of February1, 1966 (1965 P.L.1656,
No.581), known as The BoroughCode,amendedMarch 24, 1980 (P.L.48,
No.16), isamendedtoread:

Section701. State Association of Boroughs.—Theboroughs of the
Commonwealthare authorizedto organizea StateAssociationof Boroughs
for the purposeof advancingthe interestsof the boroughs.Any borough
may join the said associationby motion of council and payment of the
annualdues.Councilmay designateoneor moredelegatesfrom the elected
or appointedofficials of the boroughto attendthe annualmeetingof the
association,which shall be held in the Commonwealthin accordancewith
the procedureadoptedby the association.In additionto anycompensation
allowedby law eachdelegatemay be allowed for his expensesincurredin
attendingthe meetingan amountnot exceeding[seventy-fivedollars ($75)]
ninety dollars ($90) per day,togetherwith mileagegoing to andreturning
fromthe meeting.Thetimespentin attendingsaidmeetingshallnotbemore
than four days,including the timeemployedin travelingtheretoand there-
from. Eachborough,becominga memberof the association,shall paysuch
reasonableduesasmaybefixed by theassociation.

The duesand otherrevenuesreceivedby the associationshallbe usedto
pay for services,publicationsand otherexpensesauthorizedor ratified by
the association,or incurredin behalfof the association,by its officers and
committees.

Section2. Section704 of theact, amendedNovember5, 1981 (P.L.327,
No.117),is amendedto read:

Section704. AssociationsandOrganizationsfor Mayors.—Anymayor
mayjoin a mayors’ associationand boroughcouncil shall pay reasonable
dues,notto exceedtwenty-fivedollars ($25), as maybefixed by theassocia-
tion foreachmayorbelongingtothatassociation.Themayormayattendthe
annualmeetingof theassociation,which shallbeheld in theCommonwealth
in accordancewith the procedureadoptedby the association.Eachmayor
shall be allowedfor expensesincurredin attendingthe meetingan amount
not exceeding(seventy-five dollars ($75)] ninety dollars ($90) per day,
togetherwith mileage,at therateotherwiseprovidedby law, in goingto and
returningfrom the meeting.The time spentin attendingsaidmeetingshall
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not be more than four days, including time in traveling to and from the
meeting.

Section 3. Thisactshalltakeeffectimmediately.
