AmendingTitle 42 (JudiciaryandJudicial Procedure)of thePennsylvaniaCon-
solidatedStatutes,further providing for facilities for appellatejudges;and
extendingthelimitation periodsincriminal caseswherethevictim isa child.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsasfollows:

Section 1. Sections3703 and5554 of Title 42 of the PennsylvaniaCon-
solidatedStatutesareamendedto read:
§ 3703. Localchamberfacilities.

1(a) General rule.—Each county shall furnish for each judge of the
appellatecourtsof this Commonwealthwho residesthereinchamberfacili-
tiesinconformitywith generalrulesfor suchjudgeandhispersonalstaff-~

(1) in thecountyjudicial centerof suchcounty;or
(2) if no suchaccommodationsare available in the county judicial

center,like accommodationsin suchbuilding as may be selectedby the
countywith theapprovalof thejudgeconcerned.
(b) Exception.—Subsection(a) shall not apply to any county in which

thePennsylvaniaJudicialCentermaybelocated.J
TheAdministrativeOffice ofPennsylvaniaCourtsshallfurnishfor each

judgeoftheappellatecourtsofthis Commonwealthchamberfacilitiesin the
countyin whichsuchjudgeresidesin conformitywithgeneralrulesfor such
judgeandthepersonalstaffofsuchjudgefromfundsannuallyappropriated
bytheGeneralAssembly.
§ 5554. Tolling of statute.

Exceptas providedby section5553(e)(relatingto dispositionof proceed-
ingswithin two years),the periodof limitationdoesnotrun duringanytime
when:

(1) the accusedis continuouslyabsentfrom this Commonwealthor
hasno reasonablyascertainableplaceof abodeor work within this Com-
monwealth;tori

(2) a prosecutionagainsttheaccusedfor the sameconductis pending
in this Commonwealthl.];or

(3) a child is under18yearsofage,wherethecrimeinvolvesinjuriesto
thepersonofthechild causedby thewrongfulact,or neglect,or unlawful
violence,ornegligenceofthechild’sparentsorbya personresponsiblefor
the child’s welfare, or any individual residing in the samehomeas the
child, or a paramourofthechild’sparent.
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Section2. Thisactshalltakeeffectin 60days.
