The General Assembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsasfollows:

PART I
GENERAL PROVISIONS

Section 101. Shorttitle.—This act shall be known andmay be cited as
theGeneralAppropriationAct of 1985.

Section 102. Definitions.—Thefollowing wordsandphraseswhenused
in this actshall havethe meaningsgiven to them in this sectionunlessthe
contextclearly indicatesotherwise:

“Employees.” Includesall directors, superintendents,bureau or divi-
sion chiefs, assistantdirectors, assistantsuperintendents,assistantchiefs,
experts,scientists,engineers,surveyors,draftsmen,accountants,secretaries,
auditors,inspectors,examiners,analysts,statisticians,marshals,clerks,ste-
nographers,bookkeepers,messengersand other assistantsin any depart-
ment,boardor commission.

“Expenses”and“maintenance.” Includesall printing, bindingand sta-
tionery, food andforage, materialsandsupplies,travelingexpenses,train-
ing, motorvehiclesuppliesandrepairs,freight, expressandcartage,postage,
telephonesandtelegraphrentalsand toll charges,newspaperadvertisingand
notices, public advertisingby or through any medium, fuel, light, heat,
powerandwater,minor constructionandrenovation,repairsor reconstruc-
tion of equipment,buildingsand facilities,rent of realestateandequipment,
premiumson workmen’scompensation,insurancepremiumson policies of
liability insurance,insurancepremiumson medicalpaymentinsuranceand
suretybondsforvolunteerworkers,premiumson employeegrouplife insur-
anceand employeeand retired employeegroup hospitaland medicalinsur-
ance,paymentof Commonwealthshareof SocialSecuritytaxesandunem-
ploymentcompensationcostsfor Stateemployees,the purchaseof replace-
mentor additionalequipmentandmachineryandall other incidentalcosts
andexpenses,includingpaymentto theDepartmentof GeneralServicesof
mileageand otherchargesfor the useof automobilesand rentalpayments
for permanentlyassignedautomobilesandof expensesor costsof services
incurred through the PurchasingFund. The term “expenses”also shall
include the medicalcosts for the treatmentof inmatesof Stateinstitutions
whenthe inmatemustbetransferredto an outsidehospital:Provided,That
in no caseshalltheStateinstitution paymorefor patientcare-thanthatpro-
videdundertheStatemedicalassistanceprogram.

Section 104. Stateappropriations.—(a) GeneralFund.—Thefollowing

sumsset forth in this act, or asmuchthereofasmaybenecessary,arehereby
specifically appropriatedfrom the GeneralFundto the severalhereinafter
namedagenciesof the Executive,Legislativeand Judicial Departmentsof
the Commonwealthfor the paymentof salaries,wagesor othercompensa-
tion and travel expensesof the duly elected or appointedofficers and
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employeesof the Commonwealth,for paymentof feesof contractualser-
vicesrendered,for thepurchaseor rentalof goods,services,printing, public
advertisingby or throughany medium, equipment,land andbuildings and
forpaymentof anyotherexpenses,asprovidedby law or by this act, neces-
saryfor theproperconductof the duties,functionsandactivitiesandfor the
purposeshereinaftersetforth for the fiscal year beginningJuly 1, 1985,and
for the paymentof bills incurred andremainingunpaidat the closeof the
fiscalyearendingJune30, 1985.

(b) Lottery Fund.—Thefollowing sumsset forth in this act, or asmuch
thereofas may be necessary,are herebyspecifically appropriatedfrom the
Lottery Fund to the severalhereinafternamedagenciesof the Executive
Departmentof the Commonwealthfor the paymentof feesof contractual
servicesrendered,for the purchaseor rentalof goodsand servicesandfor
paymentof anyotherexpenses,asprovidedby law or by this act, necessary
for theproperconductof the duties,functionsandactivitiesandfor thepur-
poseshereinafterset forth for thefiscal yearbeginningJuly 1, 1985,and for
thepaymentof bills incurred andremainingunpaidat thecloseof the fiscal
yearendingJune30, 1985.

Section105. Federal augmentation appropriations.—The following
Federalaugmentationappropriationssetforthin this act, or as muchthereof
as maybe necessary,areherebyspecifically appropriatedfrom the Federal
augmentationfundsto theseveralhereinafternamedagenciesof the Execu-
tive andJudicialDepartmentsof the Commonwealthfor thepaymentof the
expensesof implementingandcarryingoutthe programsstatedhereinfor
the fiscal year beginningJuly 1, 1985,and for the paymentof bills incurred
andremainingunpaidat the closeof the fiscal yearendingJune30, 1985.
Unlessotherwisestated,theappropriationsincludeanycarryoversfrom the
priorfiscalyear.

Section 106. Job Training PartnershipAct appropriations.—Thefol-
lowing sumsasset forth in this act, or asmuch thereofasmay benecessary,
are hereby appropriatedfrom the Job Training PartnershipAct (JTPA)
fundsto theseveralhereinafternamedagenciesof theExecutiveDepartment
of theCommonwealthfor thepaymentof theexpensesof implementingand
carryingout the programstatedhereinfor thefiscal yearbeginningJuly 1,
1985.

Section 107. JobsStimulusBill appropriations.—.Thefollowing sumsset
forth in this act, or as much thereofas may be necessary,are herebyspe-
cifically appropriatedfrom funds availablefrom the FederalJobsStimulus
Bill (PublicLaw 98-8)to theseveralhereinafternamedagenciesof theExec-
utive Departmentof the Commonwealthfor the purposes,and underthe
restrictions,for which the funds areprovided for the fiscal year beginning
July 1, 1985.

Section108. Block grants.—(a) Appropriation.—Thefollowing sums
set forth in this act, or asmuchthereofasmay benecessary,areherebyspe-
cifically appropriatedfrom theblock grant(BG) fundsto theseveralherein-
afternamedagenciesof theExecutiveDepartmentof theCommonwealthfor
the purposes,and underthe restrictions,for which the funds are provided
for thefiscal yearbeginningJuly1, 1985.
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(b) SmallCommuniUesDevelopmentBlock Grant.—TheSmallCommu--
nities DevelopmentBlock Grant(SCDBG) is to assistsmall cities andcom-
munitiesthat haveahigh concentrationof impoverishedcitizensandsub-
standardhousingto expandtheir low andmoderateincomehousingoppor-
tunitiesandto meetcommunitydevelopmentneeds.

(c) CommunityServicesBlock Grant.—TheCommunityServicesBlock
Grant(CSBG) is to providea rangeof servicesandactivities havinga men-
surableandpotentially-major impactonthecausesof povertyin thecommu-
nity or thoseareasof the community wherepoverty is a particularlyacute
problem.In addition,newfocusmaybeplacedon theunemployed,bothold
andnew. Localagenciesmay lower their eligibility requirementsfor recipi..
ents to threemonthsto allow greaterflexibility to assureproperconsider-
ationof eachrecipient.

(d) EducationConsolidationandImprovementBlock Grant.—TheEdu-
cationConsolidationandImprovementBlock Grant(ECIBG) will be used
for the administrationand provisionof educationprogramsin accordance
with therequirementsof theOmnibusBudgetReconciliationActof 1981.

(e) PreventiveHealthandHealthServicesBlock Grant.—ThePreventive
Healthand HealthServicesBlock Grant(PHHSBG)is for the provisionof
preventive health and other health servicesrelated to emergencymedical
comprehensivepublic health,hypertension,fluoridation, healtheducation,
risk reduction,homehealth,rapecrisisandrodentcontrol.

(0 MaternalandChild HealthServicesBlock Grant.—TheMaternaland
Child HealthServicesBlock Grant(MCHSBG)is to assuremothersandchil-
drenaccessto quality maternalandchild healthservices,to reduceinfant
mortality and the incidenceof preventablediseaseandhandicappingcondi-
tionsamongchildren, to provide rehabilitativeservicesfor blind anddisa-
bledindividualsunderthe ageof 16 receivingSupplementalSecurityIncome
benefitsandto providemedicalservicesfor children with crippling condi-
tions.

(g) Alcohol andDrugAbuseandMental HealthServicesBlock Grant.—
The Alcohol and Drug Abuse and Mental Health ServicesBlock Grant
(ADAMHSBG) will be usedfor the administrationand provisionof drug
andalcoholabuseservicesandcommunitymentalhealthservicesin accor-
dancewith the requirementsof the OmnibusBudgetReconciliationAct; of
1981.

(h) Low-Income Energy AssistanceBlock Grant—The Low-Income
EnergyAssistanceBlock Grant(LIEABG) is to helplessentheimpactof the
highcostof energyon low-incomefamiliesandindividuals.

(i) Social Services Block Grant.—The Social Services Block Grant
(SSBG)is for theprovisionof socialservicestoeligible persons.

Section 109. Oil OverchargeSettlementappropriations.—(a) Sourceof
funds.—Inaccordancewith settlementsof litigation broughtby the United
StatesDepartmentof Energyagainstoil companiesandrefineriesforalleged
violationsof the Federalpetroleumpriceallocationregulations,$3,500,000
will be availableto the Commonwealthfor specificenergyconservationpro-
gramsthroughthefiscalyearendingJune30, 1986.
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(b) Appropriations.—Thefollowing sumsset forth in this act, or as
muchthereofasmaybenecessary,areherebyspecificallyappropriatedfrom
the restrictedreceiptaccount,Oil OverchargeSettlements(OOS), to the
severalhereinafternamedagenciesof theExecutiveDepartmentof theCom-

Federalfundsshallbeencumberedor spentonlyto theextentthatsuchfunds
areestimatedas beingavailableduring thefiscal yearof theCommonwealth.

Section603. Appropriation of prior unspent Federal funds.—Any
Federalmoney which has been previously appropriatedby the General
Assembly and authorizedor allocated by the FederalGovernmentbut
remainsunspentfrom prior fiscal years,andwill not be renewedfor fiscal
year 1985-1986,is herebyappropriated.No funds from any Federalappro-
priation shall beusedto fund the activities of the HumanResourcesCom-
mitteeof theCabinet.

Section604. SubgrantsbetweenFederalfund appropriations.—Withthe
exceptionof FederalmoneyreceivedunderJTPAandSSBG,subgrantsmay
be madebetweenappropriationswithout further approvalof the General
Assembly.No subgrantsshallbemadeto theHumanResourcesCommittee
of theCabinet.TheSecretaryof theBudgetshallsubmitalist of subgrantsto
the Chairmenof the Houseand SenateAppropriationsCommitteesquar-
terly. No subgrantto a State agency, however, may be made from a
restrictedreceipt accountwithout a specific appropriationby the General
Assembly.

Section605. Utilization of emergency Federal funds.—(a) Federal
funds available for costs and damagesresulting from naturaldisastersor
civil disobediencemay beaddedto anappropriationcontainedin this act or
to funds appropriatedor may be used for the purposesprescribedby the
FederalGovernment.

(b) In addition to the moneys appropriatedby this act, all moneys
receivedfrom the FederalGovernmentfor thepurposeof disasterassistance
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or relief shallbepaid into theGeneralFundandareherebyappropriatedout
of the GeneralFundto the departments,boards,commissionsor agencies
designatedby theGovernor.

(c) In theeventof anyemergencysituationin which theGeneralAssem-
bly cannotact in sufficient time, the Governoris authorizedthroughexecu-
tive authorizationto provideup to $5,000,000in Federalfundsto alleviate
the emergencysituation. For the purposesof this section “emergency”is
definedasanysituationin whichthereis a chanceof, or whichmay resultin,
substantialhumansuffering.

PART VII
MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS

Section701. Prior laws unaffected.—Thisact is not intendedto be
inconsistentwith or to repealanyprovisionof anyact enactedat this or any
prior sessionof the GeneralAssemblyregulatingthe purchaseof supplies,
the orderingof printing andbinding, the purchase,maintenanceanduseof
automobiles,themethod of making paymentsfrom the StateTreasuryfor
any purposeor the functioning of any administrativedepartment,boardor
commission.

Section 702. Compliancewith other law before funds available.—No
appropriationmadeby this act to any department,board, commissionor
agencyof the ExecutiveDepartmentshall be availableunlessanduntil the
department,board, commissionor agencyhas complied with sections615
and616 of theactof April 9, 1929(P.L.l77,No.175),knownasTheAdmin-
istrativeCodeof 1929.

Section703. Contracts prerequisite to encumbering or committing
funds.—Fundsfor the purchaseof supplies,materialsandequipmentshall
notbe deemedto be committedor encumbereduntil contractscoveringthe
purchasehavebeenenteredintowith thevendors.

Section704. Minority business set-asides.—(a)Each departmentor
other instrumentalityof the Commonwealthlistedin SubpartA of Part 11,
authorizedto contract for buildings, highways,commodities,equipment,
suppliesor services,shall reportto the GeneralAssemblyall information
pertinentto anticipatedprocurementneedsat the beginningof eachfiscal
yearandeachfiscalquarterthereafter.

(b) As usedin this sectiontheterm “minority business”meansaminor-
ity businessenterpriseas defined in the act of July 22, 1974 (P.L.~98,
No.206), known as the PennsylvaniaMinority Business Development
AuthorityAct.

Section705. Appropriation of funds from miscellaneoussources.-—
(a) In additionto theamountsappropriatedby this act, moneysreceivedin
paymentfor food andhouseholdsuppliesfurnishedto employeesandother
persons,exceptinmates,by an institution, and moneysreceivedfrom the
proceedsfrom the saleof any productsof the soil, meats,livestock,timber
or othermaterialssoldby thedepartmentshallbepaid intotheGeneralFund
andare herebyappropriatedout of the GeneralFund to the severalrespec-
tive institutionsfor theoperationandmaintenanceof theinstitutions.
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(b) In addition to the amountsappropriatedby this act, all moneys
receivedfrom anyothersource,excepttheFederalGovernment,ascontribu-
tions for the programsprovidedhereinor aspaymentfor servicesor materi-
als furnishedby one institution to another,exceptthosecollectionsdesig-
natedas revenues,shallbepaid into theGeneralFundandareherebyappro-
priatedoutof theGeneralFundfor the purposesof the respectiveappropri-
ations.

(c) In addition to any funds specifically appropriatedby this act, all
moneysreceivedby a departmentor agencyof theCommonwealthfromany
othersources,exceptthe FederalGovernment,ascontributionsor supple-
mentsto thedepartmentor agencyfor a programor administrationof an act
includedin this act shall bepaid into theGeneralFundandcreditedto the
appropriationfor thatprogramoradministrationof theact.

Section 706. Lapsingof unusedfunds.—(a) Exceptas providedin sub-
sections(b), (c), (d), (e), (1), (g) and (h), that part of all appropriationsin
Part II unexpended,uncommittedor unencumberedasof June30, 1986,
shallautomaticallylapseasof thatdate.

(b) The appropriationin Part II to the Crime Victim’s Compensation
Boardforpaymentof awardsshallbea continuingappropriation.

(c) Theappropriationsin PartII totheDepartmentof Commercefor the
variousportsshallbecontinuingappropriations.

(d) The appropriationsin Part II to the Departmentof Community
Affairs for housingand redevelopmentassistanceand enterprisedevelop-
mentshallbe two-yearcontinuingappropriations.

(e) The appropriationsin Part II to the Departmentof Environmental
Resourcesfor the ChesapeakeBay PollutionAbatementProgram,the haz-
ardouswastecontrolprogramandutilities at theStateCorrectionalInstitu-
tion at Huntingdonshallbe continuingappropriations.

(f) The appropriationin Part II to the Departmentof GeneralServices
for tortclaimsshallbea continuingappropriation.

(g) Theappropriationin PartII to theDepartmentof Transportationfor
the High SpeedIntercity Rail PassengerCommissionshall be a continuing
appropriation.

(h) Theappropriationsin Part II to the LegislativeDepartmentshall be
continuingappropriations.

PART VIII
CONSTRUCTION AND EFFECTIVE DATE

Section801. Construction.—Theappropriationsin sections502, 503
and504 of this act shallbe in additionto anyothersumsappropriatedfor
suchpurposein fiscal year1984-1985.

Section802. Effective date.—(a) Sections501, 502, 503, 504 and 802
of thisactshalltakeeffectimmediately.
