In order to carry into effect the act of Congress, approved
July 2, 1862, granting public land to the several states for educational pur-
poses, and subsequent acts of Congress related thereto, and the act of the
General Assembly of Pennsylvania accepting the provisions and conditions
of said acts of Congress and pledging the faith of the State to carry the same
into effect, the following sums, or as much thereof as may be necessary, are
hereby appropriated to the Trustees of The Pennsylvania State University for
the fiscal year July 1, 1985, to June 30, 1986, for the purposes and in the
amounts as shown:

Section 2. Payments to The Pennsylvania State University on account of
the appropriations for all items as provided in section 1 shall be made on the
basis of costs during the fiscal year.

Section 3. If necessary, The Pennsylvania State University may transfer
funds among the appropriations listed in section 1(1), (2), (4) and (5): Pro-
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vided, That the aggregate amount transferred into or out of each appropri-
ation during the fiscal year shall not exceed 5% of the amount specifically
appropriated for that purpose.

Section 4. (a) Payments to The Pennsylvania State University of the
appropriations provided in section 1 shall be made monthly during the fiscal
year.

(b) Such monthly payments shall be made in accordance with the provi-
sions of section 2 on the basis of estimated costs. The estimate of costs shall
be submitted by The Pennsylvania State University to the Secretary of Edu-
cation, the General Assembly and the State Treasurer not later than 30 days
prior to the date on which such payment is to be made.

Section 5. Notwithstanding any provision of the General Appropriation
Act of 1985 relating to the payment of retirement expenses, the Trustees of
The Pennsylvania State University shall make all required payments to the
State Employees’ Retirement Fund from the funds appropriated pursuant to
this act.

Section 6. (a) The Pennsylvania State University shall apply the
moneys appropriated by this act only for such purposes as are permitted in
this act and shall at all times maintain proper records showing the applica-
tion of such moneys. Not later than 120 days after the close of the fiscal year
to which this act relates, The Pennsylvania State University shall file, with
the Secretary of Education, the General Assembly and the Auditor General
of the Commonwealth, a statement setting forth the amounts and purposes
of all expenditures made from moneys appropriated by this act and other
university accounts during said fiscal year, as provided in section 2, used as a
basis for receipt of any appropriation during said fiscal year.

(b) Such statement of expenditures and costs shall be reviewed by the
Auditor General of the Commonwealth, and he shall have the right, in
respect to the moneys appropriated by this act, to audit and disallow expend-
itures made for purposes not permitted by this act and to cause suclr sums{c
be recovered and paid by The Pennsylvania State University to the State
Treasurer. In respect to expenditures made by the university from moneys
other than those appropriated by this act, the Auditor General shall have the
right to review only, and he shall file annually with the General Assembly
such information concerning such expenditures as the General Assembly or
any of its committees may require.

Section 7. A report shall be submitted to the Governor and the Appro-
priations and Education Committees of the Senate and House of Representa-
tives and shall include data for all programs except the Doctor of Medicine
program. The report, to be submitted prior to September 1, 1986, shall cover
the 12-month period beginning with the summer term 1985 and shall include:

(ili) The number of different courses scheduled by level of instruction
and the number of sections of individual instruction scheduled by level of
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instruction, each further subdivided by two-digit Classification of Instruc-
tional Program (CIP) categories of instructional programs of higher educa-
tion as defined by the National Center for Education Statistics, United States
Department of Education.

(iv) The number of terms scheduled and the dates thereof.

(2) For the summer term and the following academic year in total and for
each two-digit CIP program category, a classification of faculty members or
other professional employees by title, including: professor, associate profes-
sor, assistant professor, instructor, lecturer, research associate, librarian and
academic administrator; faculty members or other professional employees
under each title to be subdivided by type of assignment: teaching and non-
teaching, and each such set of faculty members or other professional
employees to be further subdivided by type of employment: full-time or part-
time and the following aggregates for each such subdivided classification:

(i) The number of faculty and other professional employees and their
full-time equivalence in instructional and noninstructional functions.

(ii) The sum of credits assigned to undergraduate classroom courses and
the sum of credits assigned to graduate classroom courses taught, divided
into lower division, upper division, master’s, first professional and doctoral
course levels.

Making appropriations to the Governor for disaster relief.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania hereby
enacts as follows:

Section 1. Pursuant to section 17(b) of Article VIII of the Constitution
of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, the sum of $10,000,000, or as much
thereof as may be necessary, is hereby appropriated to the Governor in
accordance with 35 Pa.C.S. Ch. 73A (relating to the Governor and disaster
emergencies) to alleviate the hardships and repair the damage caused by the
storm of May 31, 1985.

Section 2. All moneys received from the Federal Government for the
purpose of disaster relief assistance or for damage caused by the storm of
May 31, 1985, are hereby appropriated to the departments, boards, commis-
sions or agencies designated by the Governor.

Section 3. This act shall take effect immediately,

Making appropriations to the Department of Community Affairs and the
Department of Public Welfare to establish low-cost shelter for the homeless.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania hereby
enacts as follows:

Section 1. Homeless assistance program.

(a) Bridge housing.—The sum of $2,000,000 is hereby appropriated to
the Department of Public Welfare for the fiscal year 1985-1986 for the crea-
tion and operation of bridge housing facilities for the homeless. Bridge
housing facilities shall provide short-term housing and access to appropriate
supportive services such as health care, social services, education and job
training to enable domestic violence victims, unemployed adults, substance
abusers or other low-income individuals to achieve self-sufficiency.

(b) Single-room occupancy housing.—The sum of $3,500,000 is hereby
appropriated to the Department of Community Affairs to establish low-cost
single-room occupancy housing facilities for homeless and other low-income
individuals through renovation of existing buildings. Single-room occupancy
housing facilities shall have cooperative arrangements with community
health and social service agencies to meet the needs of chronically mentatly ill
individuals and other populations with special needs. This appropriation
shall not lapse until June 30, 1987.

Section 2. Effective date.
This act shall take effect immediately.
