Amendingtheactof February17, 1906(Sp.Sess.,P.L.45,No.11),entitled “An
actto regulatethedepositsof Statefunds,to prescribethemethodof selecting
Statedepositories,to limit the amountof Statedeposits,to provide for the
securityof suchdeposits,to fix therateof interestthereon,to providefor the
publicationof monthlystatementsof moneysin thegeneralandsinking funds,
to declareit a misdemeanorto give or takeanything of value for obtainingthe
same,andprescribingpenaltiesfor violations of this act,” further providing
for thetimeof thequarterlyreports.

The GeneralAssembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsasfollows:

Section 1. Section 11 of the act of February17, 1906(Sp.Sess.,P.L.45,
No.11),entitled“An actto regulatethe depositsof Statefunds,to prescribe
the method of selectingState depositories,to limit the amount of State
deposits,to providefor thesecurityof suchdeposits,to fix therateof inter-
est thereon,to providefor thepublicationof monthly statementsof moneys
in the generalandsinkingfunds,to declareit a misdemeanorto give or take
anythingof valuefor obtainingthesame,andprescribingpenaltiesforviola-
tions of this act,” amendedJune28, 1951 (P.L.598,No.150),is amendedto
read:

Section11. The State Treasurer,on the last businessday of [May,
August, NovemberandFebruarylJune, September,DecemberandMarch,
shall rendera statementof account to the Auditor General,giving in detail
thedifferentsumswhich go to makeupthegrandtotalof theamountonthat
day in the State Treasury,including moneysappropriatedto the sinking
fund. Suchstatementshall includethe namesof banks,bankinginstitutions
or trust companieswith whom the public funds are deposited,with the
variousamountsof suchdeposits,and shallbe verified by oathor affirma-
tion of the StateTreasurer,andrecordedin a bookkeptfor thatpurposein
the Auditor General’soffice; andsuchrecordshall be openfor the inspec-
tion of theGovernor,headsof departments,membersof theLegislature,or
any citizen of the State desiringto inspectthe same;andshall be correctly
publishedin notmorethansix newspapersoneof which shallbepublishedat
Harrisburg,to beselectedby theAuditor General,for generalinformation;
payment of publication to be made from moneys in the State Treasury
appropriatedfor this purpose.

Section2. Thisact shalltakeeffectimmediately.
