AN ACT

HB 2200

Amending theact of November22, 1978 (P.L.1166,No.274),entitled “An act
establishingthe PennsylvaniaCommissionon CrimeandDelinquency,provid-
ing for its powersanddutiesestablishingseveraladvisorycommitteeswithin
the commissionand providing for their powersandduties,”adding a defini-
tion; further providingfor the membership,powersanddutiesofthePennsyi~
vaniaCommissionon CrimeandDelinquency;reestablishingthePennsylvania
Commissionon Crime andDelinquency;andmakinganeditorialchange.

The GeneralAssembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsasfollows:

Section1. Section1 of the act of November 22, 1978 (P.L.1166,
No.274),referredto as the PennsylvaniaCommissionon Crime andDelin-
quencyLaw, is amendedtoread:
Section 1. Definitions.

The following words andphraseswhenusedin this act shall have,unless
the contextclearly indicatesotherwise,the meaningsgiven to them in this
section:

“Commission.” The PennsylvaniaCommissionon Crime and Delin-
quency.

“Private citizen.” An individualwho is notan electedorappointedoffi-
cial in a branch ofgovernmentof theUnitedStates,theCommonwealthor a
politicalsubdivision.

Section2. Section2(b)and (e) of the act, amendedDecember17, 1981
(P.L.429,No.134),areamendedtoread:
Section2. PennsylvaniaCommissiononCrime andDelinquency.

(b) Composition.—The commission shall consist of the following
members:

(1) TheAttorneyGeneral.
(2) TheChief Justiceof Pennsylvania.
(3) TheCourt Administratorof Pennsylvania.
(4) A judgeof acourtof commonpleas.
(5) Commissionerof StatePolice.
(6) The chairmenof the Houseand SenateMajority Appropriations

Committees.
(7) Thechairmanof theJuvenileAdvisory Committee.
(8) Fourmembersof the GeneralAssembly,of whom oneshallbedes-

ignatedby, and serveat the pleasureof thePresidentpro temporeof the
Senate,oneby the Minority Leaderof theSenate,oneby the Speakerof
the Houseof Representativesand one by the Minority Leader of the
Houseof Representatives.
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(9) Fourmembersappointedby the Governor,one representativeof
local law enforcementagencies,one representativeof adult correctional
rehabilitativeagencies,onerepresentativeof local electedofficials andone
districtattorneyrepresentative.

(10) Sevenprivatecitizensappointedby the Governor,at leasttwo of
which serveon theJuvenileAdvisory Committee.

(11) [Commissionerof CorrectionJSecretaryofCorrections.
(12) Suchadditionalmembersappointedby the Governorasarenec-

essary[to comply with therequirementsofl to implementprogram& autho—
rizedbyStateandFederallaw.

(e) Vacancies.—Shouldany memberceaseto be an officer or employee
of the agencyhe isappointedto representorceaseto beaprivatecitizen, his
membershipon the commissionshall terminate immediately and a new
membershall be appointedin thesamemanneras hispredecessorto fill the
unexpiredportionof aterm.Other vacanciesoccurring,exceptthoseby the
expirationof a term,shall be filled for the balanceof the unexpiredterm in
thesamemannerastheoriginal appointment.

Section3. Section3(1) of theactis amendedto read:
Section3. Powersanddutiesof the commission.

Thecommissionshallhavethepoweranditsdutyshallbe:
(1) To prepareandperiodicallyupdatea comprehensivejuvenile land

criminal] justiceplanon behalfof the Commonwealthbasedon ananaly-
sisof the Commonwealth’s[criminal justicel needsandproblems,includ-
ingjuvenileIjusticeand]delinquencyprevention.

Section4. Section4(7) of the act, amended December 17, 1981
(P.L.429,No.134),is amendedtoread:
Section4. Dutiesof thecommissionrelativeto criminalstatistics.

Thecommissionshallhavethepowerandits dutyshallbe:

(7) To presentto the Governorand the membersof the General
Assemblyeachyeara report containingthe criminal statisticsof the pre-
cedingcalendaryearandto presentatsuchother timesasthecommission
deemsnecessaryreportsonthespecialaspectsof criminalandjuvenilesta-
tistics. This report neednot duplicateinformation containedin reportsof
otheradministrativeagenciesunlessaspecificpurposeexists.

Section5. This act, with respectto the PennsylvaniaCommissionon
Crime andDelinq1~ency,constitutesthelegislationrequiredto reestablishan
agencyunderthe actof December22, 1981 (P.L.508,No.142),knownasthe
SunsetAct.

Section6. Themembersof the PennsylvaniaCommissionon Crimeand
Delinquency,as of the effective dateof this act, shall continueto serveas
commissionmembersuntil their presenttermsof office expire,providedthat
any presentcommissionmemberwhosetermhas expiredon or beforethe
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effectivedateof this act shallserveuntil a successorhasbeenappointedand
qualified,but nolongerthansix monthsafter theeffectivedateof this act.

Section 7. Eachrule andregulationof the PennsylvaniaCommissionon
Crime andDelinquencyin effect on the effective dateof this act and not
inconsistentwith this actshallremainin effect aftersuchdateuntil repealed
or amendedby the commission,providedthat thecommissionshallimmedi-
ately initiate the repealor amendmentof any rule or regulationwhich is
inconsistentwith theprovisionsof thisact.

Section8. This act shalltakeeffectMay 1, 1986,or immediately,which-
everis later.
