The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania hereby
enacts as follows:

Section 1. The title of the act of December 18, 1984 (P.L.1068, No.213),
entitled ‘‘An act requiring physicians to obtain informed consent from
patients for treatment of breast cancer,”’ is amended to read:

AN ACT

Requiring physicians to obtain informed consent from patients-for treatment
of breast [cancer] disease.

Section 2. Section 1 of the act is amended to read:

Section 1. Before a physician operates on a patient for a tumor of the
breast, a consent form shall have been executed which includes the follow-
ing:

“CONSENT FOR TREATMENT OF BREAST [CANCER] DISEASE”
