Section 1. Shorttitle

ThisactshallbeknownandmaybecitedastheJewelryAppraisalAct.
Section2. Definitions.

The following words and phraseswhen usedin this act shall have the
meaningsgivento them in this sectionunlessthe contextclearly indicates
otherwise:

“Jewelry.” Includesanyitemmadeout of apreciousmetal,adiamond,
or apreciousor semipreciousstone.

“Jeweler.” A personwhois in thebusinessof buyingor selling itemsof
jewelry.
Section 3. Appraisalcosts.

Any jewelerwho conductsappraisalsof piecesof jewelry for afee shall
chargeaflat rate.No jewelermaymakean appraisalin whichhis appraisal
costor feeis baseduponthevalueor apparentvalueof theitem soughtto be
appraised.
Section4. Penalty.

A jeweler who violates the provisionsof this actcommitsa summary
offenseandshall,uponconviction,besentencedto payafineof $100 for the
first offenseand$200for thesecondor anysubsequentoffense.
Section 5. Effectivedate.
