Amendingtheactof April 9, 1929(P.L.177, No.175),entitled“An actproviding
for andreorganizingtheconductof theexecutiveandadministrativework of
theCommonwealthby theExecutiveDepartmentthereofandtheadministra-
tive departments,boards, commissions,and officers thereof, including the
boardsof trusteesof StateNormalSchools,or TeachersColleges;abolishing,
creating,reorganizingor authorizingthereorganizationof certainadministra-
tive departments,boards,andcommissions;definingthepowers-and-dutiesof
the Governor and other executiveand administrative officers, and of the
severaladministrativedepartments,boards,commissions,andofficers;-fixing
thesalariesof theGovernor,LieutenantGovernor,andcertainotherexecutive
andadministrativeofficers; providingfor theappointmentof certainadminis-
trativeofficers,andof all deputiesandotherassistantsandemployesin certain
departments,boards,andcommissions;and prescribingthemannerin which
the numberand compensationof the deputiesandall otherassistantsand
employes of certain departments,boardsand commissionsshall be deter-
mined,” further providing for thepowersandduties of the Departmentof
PublicWelfare;providing for the transferof control of the EasternPennsyl-
vaniaPsychiatric Instituteto The Medical College of Pennsylvania;further
providingfor compensationto nonresidentvictims; andprovidingfor thecon-
tinuationof theCrime Victim’s CompensationBoard.

The GeneralAssembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsasfollows:

Section1. The act of April 9, 1929 (P.L.177,No.175), known as The
AdministrativeCodeof 1929.is amendedby addingasection-to-read:

Section477.Ia. Expiration.—Theboard, together with its statutory
functions,shall terminate on the thirty-first dayof December1991, unless
reestablishedor continuedasprovidedby law. Theevaluationandreview,
termination,reestablishmentorcontinuation0/theboardshall beconduct.d
under the act of December22, 1981 (P.L.508, No.142), known as the
“SunsetAct.”

Section2. Section477.3(c)of theact, amendedJune30, 1984 (P.L.458,
No.96),is amendedto read:

Section477.3. PersonsEligiblefor Compensation._** *

(c) A personwho is not aresidentof Pennsylvaniaatthe timeof occur-
renceof the crime upon whichthe claim is based,shall beeligible for com-
pensationonly if the law of thestateof whichheis aresidentat thetime of
occurrenceof thecrimeuponwhichthe claim is basedprovidesfor compen-
sationto Pennsylvaniaresidentswho arevictims of crime in suchstateor

— enactssuchlegislation within thesamefiscalyearofthis Commonwealthin
which theinjury occurred.

Section 3. Theactisamendedby addingsectionsto read:
Section2313.4. Operation of Eastern PennsylvaniaPsychiatric Insti-

tute.—TheDepartmentofPublic Welfareis herebyauthorizedto relinquish
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the entiregovernment,management,operationandcontroloftheEastern
PennsylvaniaPsychiatric Institute to TheMedicalCollegeofPennsylvania
upontheeffectivedoteofa leaseenteredpursuanttosection2418.

(1) Upon the executionoftheleasepermittedpursuantto section2418,
the EasternPennsylvaniaPsychiatric Institute shall be operatedunderthe
managementof theBoardofCorporatorsof TheMedicalCollegeof Penn-
sylvania, which shall be responsiblefor the managementand operationof
theinstitute.

(2) TheMedicalCollegeofPennsylvaniashall conductresearchinto the
causes,prevention,treatmentandcure ofmental,neurologicalandrelated
disordersandshallprovideconsultation,education,training andtreatment
at theEasternPennsylvaniaPsychiatric Institute responsiveto the mental
health needsof thepublic. Provisionof theseservicesandthe conductof
researchshallbelimitedonlybyfundsavailablefor thesepurposes.In addi-
tion to requestingappropriationsfrom the GeneralAssemblytofundthese
functions,theBoardofCorporatorsofTheMedicalCollegeofPennsylvania
shallmakegoodfaitheffortstoobtainfundingfromthirdpai*ysaurees.

(3) TheMedical Collegeof Pennsylvaniashall utilize all spacein the
buildingsknownastheEasternPennsylvaniaPsychiatricInstituteconsistent
with thefunctionsdescribedin thissection.If TheMedicalCollegeofPenn-
sylvania usesspace in the Eastern PennsylvaniaPsychiatric Institute for
functionsother than those described,it shall provide the Departmentof
Public Welfare with written documentationthat an equivalentamountof
spaceis usedin otherfacilitiesof TheMedical CollegeofPennsylvaniafor
thosefunctions.

(4) TheMedical College of Pennsylvaniamay constructbuilding.y on
vacantlandoftheleasedpremisesi/thebuildingsareconsistentwith theaca-
demichealthmissionofTheMedicalCollege0/Pennsylvania.

Section2418. LeaseofEasternPennsylvaniaPsychiatricInstitute.—The
DepartmentofGeneralServices,with theapprovalofthe Governorandthe
DepartmentofPublic Welfare, is authorizedto leaseor sublease,for the
rental ofonedollar ($1)perannum,all ofthelandandbuildingsin thecity
andcountyofPhiladelphiakn4~WnastheEasternPennsylvaniaPsychiatric
Institute,andall improvements,fixtures,equipmentandfurnishingslacated
there, to TheMedicalCollegeofPennsylvaniauponsuchtermsandcondi-
tionsas TheMedicalCollegeofPennsylvaniaandtheDepartmentofPublic
Welfareshall agree.Theprovisionsof section2402(i) shall not apply to a
leaseenteredintopursuantto thissection.

Section4. As muchofthelast sentenceof section9 of theactof June30,
1984 (P.L.458, No.96),entitled “An act amendingthe act of April 9, 1929
(P.L.177, No.175), entitled ‘An act providing for and reorganizingthe
conductof the executiveandadministrativework of theConimonwealthby
the Executive Departmentthereof and the administrativedepartments,
boards,commissions,andofficers thereof,including the boardsof trustees
of StateNormal Schools,or TeachersColleges;abolishing,creating,reorga-
nizing or authorizing the reorganizationof certainadministrativedepart-
ments,boards,andcommissions;definingthepowersanddutiesof theGov-
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ernor and other executiveand administrativeofficers, and of the several
administrativedepartments,boards, commissions,andofficers; fixing the
salariesof the Governor,LieutenantGovernor,andcertainotherexecutive
andadministrativeofficers;providingfor theappointmentof certainadmin-
istrativeofficers, and of all deputiesandotherassistantsand employesin
certaindepartments,boards,andcommissions;andprescribingthemanner
in whichthe numberandcompensationof the deputiesand all otherassis-
tantsandemployesof certaindepartments,boardsandcommissionsshallbe
determined,’changingprovisionsrelatingto crime victim’s compensation;
reestablishingand continuing the Crime Victim’s CompensationBoard;
furtherprovidingfor theCrime Victim’s CompensationFund;changingpro-
visions relatingto therightsof victims of crime; makingan editorialchange;
andmakinganappropriation,”asreads,“andcontinueduntil December31,
1986,” is repealed.

Section5. Section2 (Section477.3(c)) shall be retroactive to July 1,
1985.

Section6. This actshalltakeeffect immediately.
