Defining andprovidingfor thelicensingandregulationof privateschools;estab-
lishing the StateBoardof PrivateLicensedSchools;imposingpenalties;and
makingrepeals.
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The General Assembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsasfollows:

Section 1. Shorttitle.
This actshall beknownandmay becitedasthePrivateLicensedSchools

Act.
Section2. Definitions.

The following words andphraseswhenused in this actshall have the
meaningsgiven to them in this sectionunlessthe context clearly indicates
otherwise:

“Adequatecorrectionservice.” The properreceiptand promptcorrec-
tion of all home-studytestsand materials,with appropriatewritten com-
mentsandsuggestionsforcorrectionof errorsandapparentweaknesses,and
thepromptreturnof thecorrectedmaterialstostudentsconcerned.

“Admissionsrepresentative.” A personacting for a private licensed
schoolwho, for a consideration,at locationsoff the premisesof the school
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solicits or procuresthroughan enrollmentagreementan individual in Penn-
sylvaniatoenrollinaprivatelicensedschool.

“Annual.” Twelvemonthsfromthedateof initial licensure.
“Biennial.” Twenty-fourmonthsfromthedateof renewallicensure.
“Board.” TheStaLteBoardof PrivateLicensedSchools.
“Department.” TheDepartmentof EducationoftheCommonwealth.
“Enrollment agreement.” A written contractbetweenthe studentand

theprivatelicensedschool.
“Multibranch training school.” A businesscorporationlicensed to do

businessin Pennsylvaniahavingmore than one branchfacility at which
instructionis offeredto thegeneralpublic for a fee. A branchfacility shall
meanafacility of alicensedschoolwhenall of thefollowing occur:

(1) The facility hasthe sameownership,managementor control as
thatof thelicensedschool.

(2) Thecurricu:Iumofferedatsuchfacility is substantiallythe sameas
thecurriculumofferedatthelicensedschool.

(3) Thenumberof tuition-paidstudentsenrolledat eachsuchfacility
doesnot exceed50perclass.

(4) The facility is locatedwithin the samecountyandis administra-
tively an integralpart of thelicensedschool.No additionallicensefeesor
bond shall be requiredof any such facility, provided that the physical
plantof eachsuchfacility is approvedby theboard.
“Private licensedschool.” A school or classesoperatedfor profit or

tuition thatprovidesresidentinstruction to preparean individual to pursue
an occupationin the skilled trades, industry or business,or systematic
instructionby correspondenceorby telecommunicationin afield of study.It
shall not includeaprivateacademicschoolasdefinedin theactof June25,
1947(P.L.951, No.401),entitled,asamended,“An actdefiningandprovid-
ing for thelicensingandregulationof privateacademicschools;conferring
powers and imposing duties on the State Board of Private Academic
Schools;andimposingpenalties”;aschoolmaintainedor aclassconducted
for trainingfor thevocationof homemakingor to givetraininginpublicand
otherserviceoccupations;abarberschool;aschoolof cosmetology;aflight
school;a privatetutorial school, including, but not limited to, aschoolof
musicor dance;aninstitutiongrantingadegreeotherthanthose-appro~ved-to
awardthedegreeof associatein specializedbusinessor associatein special-
izedtechnology;a schoolor classconductedby an employeror tradeunion
for employeesor unionmemberswhereno fee or tuition ischarged;aschool
ownedandoperatedby a bonafide religiousinstitution whoseonly purpose
is the providing of religious instruction;or a schoolconductedby the Corn-
monwealthorapolitical subdivisionthereof.

“Registeredschool.” Theofficial designationfor anout-of-Stateschool
whichhasmetall the requirementsof theboardfor approvalto enrollPenn-
sylvaniaresidentsin its residentschoolor home-studycourse.

“Secretary.” TheSecretaryof Educationof theCommonwealth.
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Section 3. The State Boardof PrivateLicensedSchools.
(a) Establishmentof the board.—Thereis herebycreatedwithin the

departmenta departmentaladministrativeboardto be known asthe State
Boardof PrivateLicensedSchools.The boardshall consistof 15 members,
14 of whomshall beappointedby thesecretary.Threemembersshallrepre-
sentprivate licensedschoolsprovidinginstruction in businessandcommer-
cial pursuits,threemembersshallrepresentprivate licensedschoolsprovid-
ing instruction in trades or technologies,three membersshall represent
privatelicensedschoolsprovidingcorrespondenceor home-studyinstruction
and five membersshall be representativeof the generalpublic havingno
currentaffiliation with privatelicensedschools.The Director of the Bureau
of Consumer Protection in the Office of Attorney General,or a designee,
shall serve ex officio and shall have voting rights. Of the initial appoint-
ments,sevenmembers,two fromthebusiness,oneeachfrom tradeandcor-
respondenceschool sectors and three from the public sector, shall be
appointedfor termsof two years.Sevenmembers,onefrom the business,
two eachfrom tradeandcorrespondenceschool sectorsandtwo from the
public sectors,shall be appointedfor termsof four years.After the initial
appointments,all terms shallbefor four yearsor until a successorhasbeen
appointed, but in no event shall a member hold office for longer thansix
monthsbeyondexpirationof the term.No boardmembershall servemore
thantwo consecutivefour-yearterms.An appointmentto fill avacancyshall
befor theunexpiredterm.

(b) Quorum.—Eightmembersof the board shall constitutea quorum.
Theboardshallselectannuallyachairpersonfrom amongits privatelicensed
schoolandpublicmembers.

(c) Administrativesupport.—Administrativesupportfor theboardshall
beprovidedby the departmentin accordancewith section 214of theact of
April 9, 1929 (P.L.177, No.175), known as The Administrative Codeof
1929.The departmentshouldperiodically consultwith theboard regarding
its administrativeneeds.

(d) Compensationand expenses.—Membersof the board,except the
Director of the Bureauof ConsumerProtectionor a designee,shall receive
$60 per diem for each day actually devotedto work of the board.The
membersshallbereimbursedfor reasonabletravel,hotelandothernecessary
expensesincurred in the performanceof their duties in accordancewith
Commonwealthregulations.

(e) Forfeitureof membership.—Amemberwhofails to attendthreecon-
secutiveboardmeetingsshallforfeit membershipontheboardunlessthesec-
retary,upon written requestfrom the member,determinesthatthemember
shouldbeexcusedfrom ameetingor meetingsfor reasonsof illnessor death
of afamilymember.

(f) Meetingsandrecords.—Theboardshallmeetatsuchtimesandplaces
asit shall determineis necessaryfor theproperconductof its work. Special
meetingsmaybecalled by the chairpersonor attherequestof amajority of
themembersof the boarddependentuponthe availability of fundsto cover
costs.Boardrecordsandadministrativerecordsfor privatelicensedschools
shallbemaintainedin Harrisburg.
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(g) Documents.—Certificates of licensure andotherofficial documents
approved by the board shall be issued by the department.
Section 4. Powersand duties of board.

(a) Licensure, policies, etc. —Theboard shall have the powerandits duty
shall be to approveor disapprovetheinitial andrenewallicensureor registry,
or both,of schools;to suspendor revokethelicensureor registry,or both,of
schools;to approveor disapprovethe licensingof in-Stateandout-of-State
admissionsrepresentatives;to establishqualificationsfor instructors,admin-
istrators and supervisors;to adopt broad policies and principles; and to
establishstandards,rulesandregulations.The regulationsshallprovidefora
methodof schoolclosure.

(b) Dispositionof studentrecords.—Theboardshallrequireeveryappli-
cantfor initial or renewallicensureto provideawritten statementdescribing
arrangementsfor dispositionof studentrecordsin the eventof closure.It
shallbethedutyof the boardandthedepartmentto assistin theexecution-~of
thearrangementswhennecessary.Priority shall begivento plansfor reten-
tion of the recordswith existing private licensedschoolsin the samegeo-
graphicalarea.

(c) Reportof complaints.—Theboardshallsubmitannuallyto theEdu-
cation Committeesof the Senateand House of Representativesa report
describingthe types of complaintsreceivedpertainingto private licensed
schools.Thereport shallinclude thesourceof the complaints,the statusof
the complaints,boardactioninitiatedandtheelapsedtimefromthe filing of
thecomplaintsuntil final resolution.

(d) Statisticalreport.—Theboardshallsubmitannuallyto theEducation
Committeesof the Senateand Houseof Representativesareportcontaining
statisticaldataon tuition rates,job placementof graduates,percentageof
studentscompletingprogramsof studyandthelevelof State’supportfor stu-
dents.Privatelicensedor registeredschoolsshall submitthis informationto
the departmentby September30 of eachyear for the precedingacademic
yearendingJune30.

(e) Enforcementby department.—Theregulationspromulgatedby the
boardshallbe enforcedby thedepartment.Thedepartmentmaysubmitto
individualexpertsfor review,programsandcoursesandfinancialstatements
proposedor offeredbyaschool.
Section5. Optionallicensingof privateschools.

A schoolwhich is not requiredto obtaina licensemayapply for a license
and,uponapprovalandissuanceof thelicense,shallbe subjectto theprovi-
sionsof thisact. It mayvoluntarily surrenderits licenseandreverttoits orig-
inal status.
Section6. Mandatorylicensingof privateschoolsandadmissionsrepresen-

tatives.
(a) Generalrule.--—A privateschoolrequiringlicensureshallnot operate

within thisCommonwealthunlesstheschoolhasobtainedfromthe boarda
licenseissuedin theprescribedmannerandform.

(b) Admissionsrepresentativesfor a new school in this Common-
wealth.—WithinthisCommonwealth,no personor personsshalladvertisein
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behalf of, or solicit prospective students to enroll in, a privateschoolto be
established within this Commonwealth prior to the establishment of the
schoolunlessthepersonor personsshallapplyto the boardfor alicensein
theprescribedmannerandformandshallreceivefrom the board--author-iza-
tion to conducttheactivities.

(c) Admissionsrepresentativesfor anew school outsidethis Common-
wealth.—Withinthis Commonwealth,no personor personsshallsolicit pro-
spectivestudentsto enroll in aschoolto beestablishedoutside-this-Common-
wealthprior to the establishmentof theschoolunlessthepersonor persons
shall apply for and obtain from the board an admissionsrepresentative’s
licensein themannerandform prescribed.

(d) Admissions representativesfor an existing school.—Nopersonor
personsshall solicit any prospectivestudentwithin this Commonwealthto
enroll in a schoollocatedwithin or without this Commonwealthunlessthe
schoolhasbeenlicensedor registeredby theboardandunlessthepersonor
personsshallapply for andobtainfrom theboardanadmissionsrepresenta-
tive’s licensein theprescribedmannerandform.

(e) Limitation on authority of admissionsrepresentatives.—Noperson
holding an admissionsrepresentative’slicense shall solicit prospectivestu-
dents to enroll in aprivate licensedschool or classesother than onehe is
licensedtorepresent.
Section7. Applicationfor license.

(a) Generalrule.—Beforeanylicenseis issuedto aprivateschool,averi-
fied applicationshall be made,in writing, to the boardon a form prepared
andfurnishedby the department.The applicationshall requirea statement
showing:

(1) The title or nameandaddressof theschoolor classestogetherwith
thenameof theownersandcontrollingofficers.

(2) Thegeneralandspecificfields of instruction whichwill beoffered
andthepurposesof suchinstruction.

(3) The placeor placeswhereinstruction will be given or correction
servicesprovidedby correspondenceschools.

(4) A specific listing of the equipmentandstaffavailablefor instruc-
tion in eachprogram, and for the proper administrationof correspon-
dencecoursesof studyandfor maintenanceof an adequatecorrection
service.

(5) The maximum enrollment to be accommodatedon equipment
availablein eachprogram.

(6) Thequalificationsof instructors,administratorsandsupervisorsin
eachprogram.

(7) Financial resourcesavailableto equip and maintain the school,
classesor service.

(8) An agreementto abideby reasonableserviceandbusinessethics
prescribedby theboard.

(9) For relicensure,statisticaldataon tuition rates,job placementof
graduates,percentageof studentscompletingprogramsof studyandthe
level of Statesupportfor students.
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(10) Any additional information the boardmay deemnecessaryto
enableit to determinethe adequacyof the programof instruction,the
businessintegrity andrelatedmatters.An applicationmust be complete
for boardconsideration.
(b) Financial responsibility.-.--Eachprivate licensedor registeredschool

shall demonstrateto the boardthatit hasadequateresourcesor formsof
suretyavailablefor the purposeof reimbursingunearnedtuition duestu-
dentswheneverthelicensedor registeredschoolceasesto operate.The form
of financialresponsibilityorsuretyestablishedby theprivatelicensed:irreg-
isteredschoolshallbe subjectto approvalby theboard.Theboardshallpro-
mulgateregulationsunder thisactestablishingth~levelsandformsof finan-
cial responsibilityor suretythat the private licensedor registeredschoolis
permittedto establish..Until suchregulationstakeeffect, the-surety-requfre~
ments in existenceon the effective date of ‘this act shall continueto be
enforced.

(c) Licensingrules.—Theboardshallprescriberulesandregulationsfor
thelicensingof admissionsrepresentatives.
Section8. Issuanceandrenewalof license.

(a) Issuance.—Thedepartmentshallissueanoriginal licenseto theappli-
cantif theboardfinds thattheapplicationandtheschoolor classor admis-
sionsrepresentativefor whichalicenseis soughtcomply with theprovisions
of this actandwith therulesandregulationspromulgatedunderthis act.

(b) Durationandrenewal.—
(1) Eachoriginal schoollicenseissuedshallbeeffective from thedate

of issueuntil the fir~tdayof themonthof original issuethefollowing year
andshall be renewedbiennially thereafteron a form preparedandfur-
nishedbythe department.

(2) Each original license of an admissionsrepresentativeshall be
renewe4annually.
(c) ‘Licensenot transferable.—Eachprivate licensedschool shall havea

separatelicensewhichshallnot betransferable.
Section9. Licensesrestricted.

Any licenseissuedto a private school shall restrict the private licensed
schoolto theprogram,coursesor classesspecificallyindicatedin theapplica-
tion for a license.A. privatelicensedschoolshall presentarequiredsupple-
mentaryapplicationfor approvalof additionalprograms,coursesor classes
in which it desiresto offer instruction during the effective period of its
license.
Section 10. Licensefees.

(a) Generalrule.—Thedepartmentshall collect a fee for licensinga
privatelicensedschoolandadmissionsrepresentativesinaccordance-with-the
actof April 9, 1929 (P.L.177, No.175),known asThe AdministrativeCode
of 1929. The fee for an original schoollicenseshall be $500.The biennial
schoollicenserenewalfee shall be $800. The licensefee for anadmissions
representativeshallbe$30and$30 for anannualrenewal.The feesimposed
by thisactshallremainin effectuntil revisedbyboardregulations.If therev-
enuesraisedby fees,finesandcivil penaltiesimposedunderthis act arenot
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sufficient to meet boardexpendituresover the two-yearperiod, the board
shall increasethosefeesby regulationso that the projectedrevenueswill
meetor exceedprojectedexpenditures.

(b) Multibranch training school fee.—A multibranch training school
shall paythe samefees set forth in subsection(a), exceptthat suchschool
shallberequiredto payonly onefee for anyandall branchtraining schools
locatedin onecounty.

(c) Disposition of fees.—Licensefees shall be placed in the General
Fund.

(d) Feenot refundable.—Ifalicenseis denied,suspendedor revoked,the
licensefeeshallnot berefunded.litheboarddeterminesthatalicenseis not
required,thelicensefeemayberefunded.
Section 11. Directoryof licensedschools.

Thedepartmentshallmaintainalist of privatelicensedschoolswhichshall
beavailableto thepublic.
Section 12. Requirementsfor licensureandoperation.

(a) Inspection.—Noprivateschoolmaybegrantedalicenseor permitted
to continueto operateunderagrantedlicenseunlessit permit-s-the-boardand
its representativesto inspecttheschoolor classesandmakesavailableto the
board, at any time when requested to do so, full information pertainingto
theoperationof theschool.

(b) Display of license.—Theschool shall prominently display on the
premisesthecurrentapprovedlicensewhereit maybe inspected by students,
visitorsanddesignatedofficials of theboard.

(c) Advertising.—The advertisingand representations made by any
personrepresentingthe schoolor classesshallneithermisrepresentanyfact
relating to the school nor mislead prospective students.

(d) Advertisementsandrepresentations.—
(1) A school shall not use any name, other than its licensed name, for

advertising or publicity purposes. A school shall not advertise or imply
that it is “supervised,” “recommended,” “endorsed,” “accredited” or
“approved”by thesecretary,thedepartmentor theboard.

(2) A schoolshall not claim or imply that it is endorsedby colleges,
universities or other institutions of higher learning.

(3) A school shall not claim or imply that it will guaranteeadmission
to any educationalinstitution or. employmentupon completion of its
courseor program.

(4) A schoolshallnot, by meansof blind advertisements or advertise-
mentsin thehelpwantedor otheremploymentcolumnsof newspapersand
otherpublications,solicit prospectivestudentstoenroll in theschool.
(e) Conditionof prerpises.—Thepremises,equipmentandconditionsof

the school or classes shall be adequate, safe and sanitary in accordance with
standardsof the Commonwealthor any of its political subdivisionsthatare
applicabletothepremisesandequipment.
Section 13. Enforcement,refusal,suspensionor revocationof license.

(a) General rule.—The board shall have the power to take appropriate
necessaryaction for theenforcementof itspolicies,rulesandregulations-
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(b) Suspensionand revocationof licen~e.—Theboard shall have the
power to refuse to issue, suspend or revoke a license if it finds that:

(1) The licenseehasviolatedanyof theprovisionsof thisact or anyof
therulesandregulationsof theboard.

(2) The applicant or licensee has knowingly presented to the board
false,incompleteormisleadinginformationrelatingtolicensure.

(3) Theapplicantor licenseehaspleaded guilty, entered a plea of nob
contendereor hasbeenfoundguilty of acrimeconstitutingamisdemeanor
or felony by a judge or jury in any state or Federal court.

~4) The applicant or licensee has failed or refused to permit the board
or its representatives to inspect the school or classes or has failed or
refused to make available to the board, at any time when requested to do
so, full information pertainingto any or all items of information con-
tainedin an applicationfor licenseor pertainingto the operationof the
privatelicensedschool.

(5) Theapplicanthasfailed or refusedtosubmitto theboardanappli-
cationfor licenseor renewalin themannerandformprescribed.

(6) A private licensedschool hasfailed or refusedto display on the
school’s premises the current approved license where it may be inspected
by students, visitors or designated officials of the board.

(7) A licensed admissionsrepresentativehas failed or refused to
displayor producehisor her licensewhenrequestedto do soby prospec-
tivestudentsor designatedofficials of theboard.

(8) Theapplicantor licenseehasfailed to provideor maintainprem-
ises, equipmentor conditionswhich are adequate,safe and sanitaryin
accordancewith suchstandardsof theCommonwealthor anyof its politi-
cal subdivisions that areapplicabletothepremisesandequipment.

(9) The licensee has perpetratedfraud or deceit in written or oral
advertisingof the schoolor classesor in presentingto prospectivestudents
written or oral informationrelatingto the schoolor classes,employment
opportunitiesor opportunitiesfor enrollment in institutionsof higher
learning.

(10~ The licensee is employing admissions representatives who have
not been licensed by the board.

(11) The licenseehasfailed to provide andmaintainadequateprem-
ises, equipment, materials or supplies or has exceededthe maximum
enrollment for which the school was licensed or program or course
approved.

(12) The licenseehas failed to provideand maintain adequatestan-
dardsof instructionor an adequateandqualified administrative,supervi-
soryor instructionalstaff.

(13) The applicant or licensee is unable to provide and maintain finan-
cial resourcesin sufficient amountto equipandmaintainadequatelyand
effectivelytheschoolor classes.

(14) The licenseehasmovedtheschoolintonew premisesor facilities
withoutnotifyingtheboardandbeforereceivingapprovalfromtheboard.
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(15) The licenseehas offered training or instructionin programsor
courses which have not been approved andauthorizedby theboard.

(16) A licensedadmissionsrepresentativehassolicitedprospectivestu-
dentsto enroll ina schoolwhichhasnot beenregisteredor licensedby the
boardor whichisnot listedon hisor herlicense.

(17) Therewasachangein theownershipof theschoolwithoutnotifi-
cationtoandapprovalfrom theboard.

(18) The school was operatedor conductedunder an ownership
arrangementnot approvedby theboard.

(19) Thelicenseehashadthelicenseof aschoolsuspendedor revoked
in another state.
(c) Adjudicatory procedure.—Theprocedureto be followed in the

refusal,suspensionandrevocationof licensesand in appealstakenfrom
thoseactionsshallbeinaccordancewith Title 2 of thePennsylvaniaConsoli-
datedStatutes(relatingtoadministrativelaw andprocedure).

(d) Reinstatementof bicense.—Unlessdirectedto do so by courtorder,
theboardshall not,for aperiodof five yearsfollowing revocation,reinstate
the licenseof a private licensedschool or admissionsrepresentativewhich
hasbeenrevoked.The schoolor representativeshall be requiredto reapply
asanewlicenseeinaccordancewith theprovisionsof thisact.
Section 14. Promulgationof rules.

The boardshall promulgaterules andregulationsnecessaryto carry out
the purposesof this act. The rules and regulationsof the StateBoard of
Private Business Schools, the State Board of Private Correspondence
Schoolsandthe StateBoardof PrivateTradeSchoolsin forceon the effec-
tive date of this act, and not countermandedby this act, shall remain in
effectuntil repealedor amendedby theboard,but not for aperiod of more
thanoneyear.
Section 15. Penalties.

(a) Summaryoffense.—A personwho violates or fails to comply with
this act or a rule, regulation or standard promulgatedunderthisact commits
a summary offense andshall, upon conviction,besentencedto payafine of
not lessthan$300.

(b) Civil penalty.—Inadditionto anyotherpenaltyprovidedin this act,
the boardmay,by amajority voteof its statutorilyauthorizedmembership,
levyacivil penaltyof upto $1,000on anylicenseewhoviolatesanyprovision
of thisactoranypersonwhooperates a private licensed school without being
properly licensedunder this act. Prior to thecollectionof the penalty,the
licenseeor personshallhaveaccesstothehearingprocedureprovidedin Title
2 of the Pes~tnsylvaniaConsolidatedStatutes(relating to administrativelaw
andprocedure).
Section 16. Existinglicensesto remainin force.

Licenses issued by the StateBoardof PrivateBusinessSchools,the State
Boardof PrivateTradeSchoolsandthe StateBoardof PrivateCorrespon-
denceSchoolsshallremainin forcefor theperiodof the license.At thetime
of renewalof the license,the StateBoardof PrivateLicensedSchoolsmay
establish a staggered schedule for renewal.
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Section 17. Transferof personnel,etc.
Personnel,allocations,appropriations,equipment, files, records, con-

tracts,agreements,obligationsandothermaterialswhichareused,employed
or expendedby theboardsherebyabolishedin connectionwith the powers,
duties or functionsexercisedunder this act by the StateBoard of Private
LicensedSchoolsare herebytransferredto the State Board of Private
LicensedSchoolswith thesameforceandeffectasif theappropriationshad
beenmadeto, as if saiditemshadbeenthe property of and asif the con-
tracts,agreementsandobligationshadbeenincurredor enteredinto by said
StateBoardof PrivateLicensedSchools.
Section18. Repeals.

Section19. Effectivedate.

This actshall takeeffect January1, 1987.
