Amendingtheact of June24, 1931 (P.L.1206,No.331), entitled “An act con-
cerningtownshipsof the first class; amending,revising, consolidating,and
changingthelaw relatingthereto,” furtherprovidingfor advertisementsrelat-
ing to contracts.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsasfollows:

Section 1. Section 1802(a) of the act of June 24, 1931 (P.L.1206,
No.331),known as TheFirst ClassTownshipCode,reenactedandamended
May 27, 1949 (P.L.1955, No.569) and amendedDecember22, 1981
(P.L.535,No.154),isamendedtoread:

Section 1802. General Regulations Concerning Contracts.—(a) All
contractsor purchasesmadeby any township, involving the expenditureof
over four thousanddollars,exceptthosehereinaftermentioned,shallnot be
madeexceptwith andfrom thelowestresponsiblebidder,shallbein writing,
andshallbemadeonly afternoticeby the secretary,published,in onenews-
paperof generalcirculation,publishedor circulatingin thecountyin which
thetownshipis situated,atleast[three] two timesatintervalsof not lessthan
threedayswheredaily newspapersof generalcirculation areemployedfor
suchpublication,or in caseweeklynewspapersareemployedthenthenotice
shall bepublishedonceaweekfor two successiveweeks.Thefirst advertise-
ment shallbepublishednotmorethanforty-fivedaysand thesecondadver-
tisementnot lessthanten daysprior to thedatefixed for theopeningof bids.
Advertisementsforcontractsorpurchasesshall alsobepostedinaconspicu-
ousplacewithin thetownship.All plansandspecificationsshallbeon file at
leasttendaysin advanceof openingbids.Theamountof thecontractshallin
all cases,whetherof straightsale price,conditional sale,bailmentlease,or
otherwise,be the entire amountwhich the townshippaysto the successful
bidder or hisassignsin order to obtaintheservicesor property,or both, and
shallnotbeconstruedto meanonly theamountwhich is paidto acquiretitle
or toreceiveanyotherparticularbenefitor benefitsof thewholebargain.

Section2. This actshalltakeeffectin60days.
