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AuthorizinganddirectingtheDepartmentof GeneralServices,with theapproval
of theGovernorandtheDepartmentof EnvironmentalResources,to conveya
tractof landanda right-of-wayinNoyesTownship,Clinton County,Pennsyl-
vania.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsasfollows:

Section 1. TheDepartmentof GeneralServices,with the approvalof the
Governorand theDepartmentof EnvironmentalResources,isherebyautho-
rized and directed, on behalfof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvania,to
grant and convey to Ellis E. Rhodes and Thomas E. Rhodes, both of
Altoona, Pennsylvania,for a considerationof $100, the following tractof
land situate in Noyes Township, Clinton County, Pennsylvania,together
with a right-of-way for accessthereto,which tract and right-of-way are
boundedanddescribedasfollows:

All thatcertainparcelof landsituatein NoyesTownship,ClintonCounty,
Pennsylvania,boundedanddescribedasfollows:

That portion of theabandonedBeechCreekExtensionRailroadright-of-
way, said right-of-way being 100 feet in width and extendingin a general
northwesterlydirection, moreor less,parallelto theSusquehannaRiver and
approximately15 rods southof thenorth line of a parcelpreviouslycon-
veyedto Ellis E. Rhodes,et ux.,by theCommonwealthby deeddatedMarch
13, 1959,and recordedin Clinton CountyDeedBook 189, Page411. Said
parcelcontainsoneacre88 perchesandistheexceptionin thedeed-outof the
14 acres136 perchestract conveyedby the Commonwealthto Ellis Rhodes,
et ux., in theabovereferredtodeed.

The purposeof this conveyanceis to convey any interest the Common-
wealthmayhaveinsaidparcelto Ellis E. RhodesandThomasE. Rhodes.

The Commonwealthfurther grantsand conveysto Ellis E. Rhodesand
ThomasE. Rhodes,their heirs andassigns,the right of ingress,egressand
regressto the abovedescribedparcelover the landsof the Commonwealth.
Saidright-of-way is of vehicularsize running approximatelyparallelto the
SusquehannaRiver. This right-of-way shall traverselands owned by the
Commonwealthand describedin deedsrecordedin Clinton CountyDeed
Book72,Page39,andDeedBook242,Page267.

Section2. The conveyanceshall bemadeunderandsubjectto all ease-
ments, servitudesand rights of others, including, but not confined to,
streets, roadwaysand rights of any telephone,telegraph,water, electric,
sewer,gasor pipelinecompanies,aswellasunderandsubjectto anyinterest,
estatesor tenanciesvestedin third persons,whetheror not appearingof
record,for anyportionof the landor improvementserectedthereon.
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Section 3. Thedeedof conveyanceshallbe approvedasprovided by law
andshall beexecutedby theSecretaryof GeneralServicesin thenameof the
Commonwealthof Pennsylvania.

Section4. Costsandfeesincidentalto thisconveyanceshallbeborneby
thegrantee.

Section5. This actshalltakeeffectimmediately.
