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AN ACT

HB 217

Amending the act of October 5, 1978 (P.L.1109, No.261), entitled “An act
requiring the licensingof practitionersof osteopathicmedicineandsurgery;
regulatingtheir practice; providingfor certain funds andpenaltiesfor viola-
tionsandrepeals,”furtherproviding for the performanceof radiologicproce-
duresby auxiliary personnel.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsasfollows:

Section 1. Section 16.4 of the act of October 5, 1978 (P.L.1109,
No.261),known as the OsteopathicMedical PracticeAct, addedDecember
20,1985(P.L.398,No.108),is amendedtoread:
Section 16.4. Radiologicprocedures.

(a) On and after January 1, 11987] 1988, no auxiliary personnelshall
performradiologicprocedureson the premisesof an osteopathicphysician
unlesssuchpersonisunderthedirectsupervisionof anosteopathicphysician
Iwhois onthepremisesat the time theX-ray is taken]andunlesssuchperson
haspassedanexaminationapprovedby theboardandadministere~in~acco~r~
dancewith section812.1 of the act of April 9, 1929 (P.L.l77, No.175),
known as “The Administrative Codeof 19291.”],“provided that no such
auxiliary personnelshallperform radiologicproceduresfor therapeuticpur-
posesunless the osteopathicphysician under whosedirect supervisionsuch
auxiliary personnelisacting ison thepremisesatthetimethe-radiotogkprri-
ceduresareperformed.

(b) The boardshall~,by regulation,providefor the exclusion of] have
the authority, after notice and hearing, to prohibit an auxiliary personnel
from performingradiologic proceduresif the continuedperformanceof
radiologicproceduresby l.he auxiliarypersonnelis determinedby the board
to poseathreattothehealth,safetyor welfareof thepublic.

(c) It shallbeunlawfulunderthis actto knowinglypermitradiologicpro-
ceduresto beperformedinviolationof this sectionor in violationof thereg-
ulationspromulgatedor ordersissuedinaccordancewith this~sectinn.

(d) No auxiliary personnelwho hasor obtainsa license,a certificateor
registrationissuedby, or on behalfof, a boardwithin the Bureauof Profes-
sionalandOccupationalAffairs or a comparableboardof anotherstate, or
who has obtainedcertification as the result ofsatisfactorycompletionofa
testandan educationalcourseaccreditedbyan accrediting body-recognized
by the board, shall be required to undergoany additional educationor
testingpursuantto this sectionif radiologicprocedureswere includedin the
educationor theexaminationwhich he or shewas requiredto completesuc-
cessfullyin order to be eligible for such license, certificatebr], registration
orcertification.
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(e) Definition.—As used in this section, the term “radiologic proce-
dures” meanstheuseofionizing radiationfor diagnosticor therapeuticpur-
poses.

Section2. This act shalltakeeffect immediatelyandshallberetroactive
to January1, 1987.
