Amending theact of July 20, 1917 (P.L.1158,No.401),entitled “An act to fix,
regulate,andestablishthe feesto be chargedandreceivedby constablesin:this
Commonwealth,”furtherprovidingformileageof constables.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsasfollows:

Section 1. Section 1 of the act of July 20, 1917 (P.L.1158, No.401),
referred to as the ConstableFee Law, amendedMay 9, 1974 (P.L.275,
No.78)andOctober10, 1974(P.L.710,No.237),isamendedto read:

Section 1. Be it enacted.&c., That, from and afterthe passageof this
act, thefeesto bechargedandreceivedby constablesin this Commonwealth
shallbeasfollows:

For executinga warrant on behalfof the Commonwealthor a political
subdivisionthereof, for eachdefendant,five dollars plus fifteen centsfor
eachmile.

For conveyingdefendants,exceptvagrants,to jail, on mittimus or war-
rants,for eachdefendant,five dollars plus fifteen cents per mile. Where
morethanonedefendantis conveyedsimultaneously,theconstableshall be
reimbursedonlyfor themilesactuallytraveled.In no caseshalltheconstable
bereimbursedfor themileageasif eachdefendantwereconveyedseparately.

For arrestingpersonsguilty of a breachof the peace,riotousor disorderly
conduct,drunkenness,or who may be engagedin the commissionof any
unlawful act tendingto imperil the personalsecurityor endangertheprop-
erty of the citizens,or violatinganyordinanceof anyborough,townshipor
political subdivision,for theviolation of which a fine or penaltyis imposed,
or offendingor suspectedof offending againstthe laws of this Common-
wealth, protecting timberlands,or the violation of any other law of this
Commonwealthauthorizingarrestby constablewithout process,andbring-
ing such offenderbefore a justice of the peace,for each defendant,five
dollars; andfor everyact in or aboutthe arrestor commitmentof vagrants,
five dollars for eachvagrantso arrested,or arrestedand committed, and
mileageashereinafterprovided.

Forlevying a fine or forfeitureon awarrant,fifty cents.
For taking the bodyof a defendantinto custodyon a warrant, wherebail

isafterwardsenteredbeforedeliveryof bodyto thejailer, five dollars.
Forexecutingdischargetojailer, five dollars.
Forexecutingbail-piece,two dollarsfifty cents.
Forexecutingasearch-warrant,andmakingreturnthereon,onedollar.
For making returnsto the court of commonpleas, two dollars and fifty

cents.
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For servingsummons,complaints,noticeson suitoror tenant,either per-
sonallyor by leavingcopy, five dollarsplus onedollar fifty centsfor each
additionaldefendant.

For servingsubpoena,in all cases,five dollarsfor the first witness,plus
fifteencentsforeachmile, plustwo dollarsfor eachadditional-witness.

Forexecutinglandlord’swarrant,threedollars.
Fortakinginventoryof goods,eachitem, twocents.
For levying or distrai:tiing goods, including scheduleof propertylevied

uponandset aside,fifteendollars.
For advertisingpersonalpropertyto public sale, two dollars and fifty

cents.
For appraisementonlandlord’sdistraint,five dollars.
For postingnotice of executionsale or sale on landlord’sdistraint and

advertisement,plusactualcostof advertising,five dollars.
For sellinggoodsleviedor distrained,tendollars.
For clerkhire atsaidsales,whennecessary,tendollarsperday.
For watchmantaking chargeof propertylevied on, when necessary,ten

dollarsper day, alsoreasonableexpensesof insurance,arranginggoodsfor
sale,heat,light, storage,rent, transportation,feedinglivestock,andsimilar
expensesincurredin caringfor andkeepinggoodsandchattelslevied upon,
when the sameis necessaryandadvantageous,or when requestedby the
plaintiff or defendantto incursuchexpense.

For receivingandpayingover moneypaid aftera levy, without sale,one
dollarandfifty cents.

For bill of sale,whendemanded,eachitemtwo cents.
For puttingup noticeof distressonthepremises,fifty cents.
For makingreturnof no levy or notfoundon anyprocess,onedollar fifty

cents.
For executingorderfor possession,sevendollars.
For forcible ejectmentC)fl orderforpossession,twenty-fivedollars.
For servingcomplaintin landlordandtenantproceedings,five dollars.
For takinginventoryof goodson anexecution,eachitem, two cents.
For appraisingpropertywhereexemptionis claimedby defendant,one

dollar.
For travelingexpensesin theperformanceof anydutyor servicehereinbe-

foreset forth, or in theperformanceof anyotherdutyor servicerequiredby
law, eachmile goingandreturning,fifteencentsto becomputedby theroute
usually traveledin going from pointsand placeswheresaidconstablesmay
reside,or wherehereceivesanypaperto beexecuted,to the pointsor places
requiredto be traveled:Provided, That in no caseshall moremileagebe
demandedor receivedthanfor the miles actually traveledexceptthat in all
political subdivisionsothe:rthancitiesof thefirst classaminimumfee of one
dollarfifty centsshallbeallowedasmileage.

For servicesnot hereinspeciallyprovidedfor thesamefeemay-becharged
andreceivedasforsimilar services.
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Section2. Thisactshalltakeeffect immediately.
