AmendingTitles 24 (Education)and71 (StateGovernment)of thePennsylvania
ConsolidatedStatutes,further providing for special early retirement;and
furtherprovidingfor paymentson accountsof Social Securitydeductionsfrom
appropriations.

The GeneralAssembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsasfollows:

Section 1. The introductory paragraph and paragraph (3) of
section8312 of Title 24 cf the PennsylvaniaConsolidatedStatutesare
amendedto read:
§ 8312. Eligibility for specialearlyretirement.

Notwithstandinganyprovisionsof this title to thecontrary,for the period
only of July 1, 1985 to June30, [19871 1989, the following specialearly
retirement provisionsshall be applicableto specified eligible membersas
follows:

(3) During the period of July 1, (1986] 1987to June30, (198711989,
[any] amemberwho hascredit forat least30eligibility pointsshallbeenti-
tled, upon terminationof service and filing of a properapplication,to
receivea maximumsinglelife annuitycalculatedpursuantto-section8342
without anyreductionby virtueof an effectivedateof retirementwhich is
underthesuperannuationage.
Section 2. Section8329of Title 24isamendedtoread:

§ 8329. Paymentson accountof socialsecuritydeductionsfrom appropri-
ations.

(a) Paymentsby Comrnonwealth.—Wherethe Secretaryof Education
entersinto an agreementwith theCommonwealthto placeundertheFederal
SocialSecurityAct memberswho haveelectedcoverage,theCommonwealth
shallpay [into the contribution fund created under the provisions of the act
of January 5, 1952(1951 P.L.1833,No.491),relating to socialsecuritycover-
age for government employees,such amounts and at such times as are
required to be paid by the employersand the covered employeeson account
of such coverage.] to the employersone-halfof the contributionspayable
undertheemployer’stax eswblishedbytheSocialSecurityAct (PublicLaw
74-271, 42 U.S.C. § 301etseq.)on all coveredwageswhicharenotfederally
funded.

1(b) Reimbursement by employers.—TheCommonwealthshall be reim-
bursed by the employers to the extent of the total amounts contributable by
covered employeesand by one-half of the contributions payable under the
employer’s tax establishedby the Federal SocialSecurity Act on all covered
wageswhich are not Federally funded. For the purpose of this part, the tax
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contributionspayableshall be the first obligation againstany Statefunds
received by the employer for their useor authorized under the act of March
10, 1949(P.L.30, No.14),known asthe “Public School Codeof 1949,” and
shall first bepaid therefrom.

(c)] (b) Deductionfrom appropriations.—The Secretaryof Education
and the StateTreasurerareherebyauthorized to causeto be deductedand
paid into or retainedin the StateTreasuryfrom any moneysdue to any
employeron accountof appropriationsfor schoolsor other purposesthe
amountspayableundertheprovisionsof this section.

Section3. Section5308.1of Title 71 is amendedtoread:
§ 5308.1. Eligibility for specialearlyretirement.

Notwithstandinganyprovisionsof this title tothecontrary,for theperiod
only of July 1, 1985 to June30, [1987] 1989, the following specialearly
retirementprovisionsshall be applicableto specified eligible membersas
follows:

(1) During theperiodof July 1, 1985to June30, 11987]1989, [any] an
active memberwho has attainedthe ageof at least 53 years and has
accruedat least 30 eligibility pointsshallbeentitled,upon terminationof
Stateservice and compliancewith section5907(f) (relatingto rights and
dutiesof Stateemployeesandmembers),to receivea maximumsinglelife
annuitycalculated(pursuant to] undersection5702(relatingto maximum
singlelife annuity)without [any] a reductionby virtue of aneffectivedate
of retirementwhichis underthesuperannuationage.

(2) During the periodof July 1, 1985 to June30, (1987] 1989,[any] an
activememberwho hasattainedtheageof at least50 yearsbut notgreater
than 53 yearsandhasaccruedat least30 eligibility pointsshallbeentitled,
upon terminationof Stateserviceandcompliancewith section5907(f), to
receive a maximum single life annuity calculated[pursuantto] under
section 5702 with a reductionby virtue of an effectivedateof retirement
which is underthe superannuationageof a percentagefactorwhich shall
be determinedby multiplying thenumberof months,includinga fraction
of amonthasa full month, by which theeffectivedateof retirementpre-
cedestheattainmentof age53 by 0.25%.
Section4. The provisions of section7 of the act of July 9, 1981

(P.L.208,No.66), known as the Public EmployeeRetirementStudy Com-
missionAct, shallnotapplyto this act.

Section5. Thisactshallberetroactiveto July 1, 1987.
Section6. Thisactshalltakeeffectimmediately.
