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AN ACT

HB 392

Amending the act of June 3, 1937 (P.L.1333, No.320), entitled ‘‘An act concern-
ing elections, including general, municipal, special and primary elections, the
nomination of candidates, primary and ¢lection expenses and election contests;
creating and defining membership of county boards of elections; imposing
duties upon the Secretary of the Commonwealth, courts, county boards of
elections, county commissioners; imposing penalties for violation of the act,
and codifying, revising and consolidating the laws relating thereto; and repeal-
ing certain acts and parts of acts relating to elections,’” further providing pen-
alties for certain candidates who file false affidavits.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania hereby
enacts as follows:

Section 1. The act of June 3, 1937 (P.L.1333, No.320), known as the
Pennsylvania Election Code, is amended by adding a section to.read:

Section 1802.1. False Affidavits of Candidates.—Any candidate for
State, county, city, borough, incorporated town, township or school district
office or for the office of United States Senator or Representative in Con-
gress or any other elective public office who knowingly makes a false state-
ment regarding his eligibility or qualifications for such office in his candi-
date’s affidavit shall, in litigation which results in the removal of the candi-
date from the ballot, be liable for court costs, including filing fees, attorney
fees, investigation fees and similar costs, in an amount up to ten thousand
($10,000) dollars.

Section 2. This act shall take effect January 1, 1988.
