Amendingtheactof April 22, 1929 (P.L.620,No.258),entitled“An actdirecting
the recorderof (leeds of each county of the Commonwealthto refusefor
recordall deedsor othertransfersof realestate,or interestin realestate,unless
acertificateis attachedto said instrumentsgiving thepreciseresidenceof the
granteeor granteesnamedtherein;andrequiringalist thereoftnbedelivered
to theproperboardof revisionof taxes,or other officials chargedwith the
assessmentof real estate,” requiring the uniform parcel identifier to be
includedor endorsedon suchdeedsorothertransfersof realestate,or interest
in realestatein ce:rtaincounties.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsasfollows:

Section 1. The title of the actof April 22, 1929 (P.L.620,No.258),enti-
tled “An actdirectingthe recorderof deedsof eachcountyof the Common-
wealthto refusefor recordall deedsor othertransfersof realestate,or inter-
estin realestate,unlessa certificateis attachedto saidinstrumentsgivingthe
preciseresidenceof thegranteeor granteesnamedtherein; and requiringa
list thereofto bedeliveredto theproperboardof revision of taxes,or other
officials chargedwith theassessmentof realestate,”is amendedtoread:

AN ACT

Directingtherecorderof deedsorcommissionerofrecordsof eachcountyof
the Commonwealthto refusefor recordall deedsor othertransfersof real
estate,or interest in real estate,unless a certificate is attachedto said
instrumentsgiving the preciseresidenceof the granteeor granteesnamed
therein;[andi requiringalist thereofto bedeliveredtotheproperboardof
revision of taxes,or otherofficials chargedwith the assessmentof real
estate; and requiring the uniform parcel identifier to be included or
endorsedon eachdeedor other transferofreal estateor interest in real
estatein certaincounties.
Section2. Theactis amendedby addinga sectiontoread:
Section1.1. A countywith the written recommendationof its recorder

of deedsor commissionerof records may, by ordinanceof its governing
body, requirethat therecorderofdeedsor commissionerofrecordsofsaid
countymaynot recordor acceptfor record any conveyanceofreal estate,
mortgageof realestateor any other instrumentaffectingreal estatein said
countyunlesstheuniformparcelidentifieron thetaxmapmaintained-fortax
assessmentpurposes,asotherwiseprovidedbylaw andmaintainedpursuant
to theact ofJanuary15, 1988(P.L.1, No.1), knownasthe “Uniform Parcel
IdentifierLaw, “shall becontainedin thebodythereof,orshallbeendorsed
thereonto berecordedtherewith.
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Section3. Thisactshalltakeeffectin 60days.
