The General Assembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsasfollows:

Section 1. Shorttitle.
This act shall be known andmaybe cited as the CapitalBudgetProject

ItemizationAct for 1987-1988.
Section2. Total authorizations.

(d) Reportsto the GeneralAssembly.—TheDepartmentof GeneralSer-

vices shallreport to the HouseandSenateAppropriationsCommitteesthe
basis for any determinationthat a heatingsystemor heatingunit shall be
exemptfromtherequirementof subsection(a).

(e) Section not applicable.—Tbissectionshall not apply to any public
improvementprojectitemizedin thisactif the fuel to be used-i-n-thatproject
isspecifiedin thisact.

(I’) Mixture with naturalgas.—Forthe purposesof this section,the
phrase“mixturederived,in wholeor in part, from coal” includes,butis not
limited to, both theintermittentandthesimultaneousburning-of-natural-gas
with coal or a coalderivativeif the intermittentor simultaneousburningof
naturalgaswould:

(1) lower the costof using coal or a coal derivativeproducedfrom
minesin Pennsylvania;or

(2) enablecoal or a coalderivativeproducedfrom minesin Pennsyl-
vaniato beburnedin compliancewith presentandreasonablyanticipated
environmentallawsandregulations.

(b) Furniture and equipment.—TheGovernor, Auditor Generaland
StateTreasurerareherebyauthorizedanddirectedto borrow, from time to
time, in additionto anyauthorizationheretoforeor hereafter-enacted-,on the
credit of the Commonwealth,subject to the limitations provided in the
current capital budget, moneynot exceedingin the aggregatethe sum of
$22,677,000as maybe foundnecessaryto carryout thepublic improvement
projects consistingof the acquisition of original movablefurniture and
equipmentspecificallyitemizedin acapitalbudget.

(c) Transportationassistance.—TheGovernor, Auditor General and
State Treasurer are herebyauthorizedanddirectedto borrow, from time to
time, in additionto anyauthorizationheretoforeor hereafterenacted,on the
credit of the Commonwealth,subject to the limitations provided in the
current capital budget, moneynot exceedingin the aggregatethe sum of
$226,583,000asmaybefoundnecessarytocarryouttheacquisition-and-con-
structionof the transportationassistanceprojectsspecifically itemizedin a
capitalbudget.
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(d) Redevelopment assistance.—Subject to the limitation in
section1616.1-B(b) of theactof April 9, 1929(P.L.343,No.176),known as
The Fiscal Code,the Governor,Auditor Generaland StateTreasurerare
herebyauthorizedanddirectedto borrow, from time to time, in additionto
any authorizationheretoforeor hereafterenacted,on thecredit of theCom-
monwealth,subjectto thelimitations providedin thecurrentcapitalbudget,
moneynot exceedingin the aggregatethe sum of $563,598,000as may be
found necessaryto carry out the redevelopmentassistanceprojects spe-
cifically itemizedin acapitalbudget.
Section 11. Issueof bonds.

The indebtednessauthorizedin this act shall be incurred, from time to
time, andshall be evidencedby one or more seriesof generalobligation
bondsof the Commonwealthin suchaggregateprincipal amountfor each
seriesastheGovernor,AuditorGeneralandStateTreasurershalldetermine,
but thelateststatedmaturitydateshallnot exceedtheestimatedusefullife of
theprojectsbeingfinancedasstatedin section 12.
Section 12. Estimatedusefullife andtermof debt.

(a) Estimateduseful life.—The GeneralAssembly statesthat the esti-
mateduseful life of thepublic improvementprojectsitemizedin this~actJsas
follows:

(1) Publicimprovementprojects,30years.
(2) Furnitureandequipmentprojects,10years.
(3) Transportation assistance projects:

(i) Rolling stock, 15 years.
(ii) Passenger buses, 12 years.
(iii) Furnitureandequipment,10 years.
(iv) All others,30 years.

(b) Termof debt.—Themaximum term of the debt authorizedto be
incurredunderthisact is 30years.
Section 13. Appropriations.

(a) Public improvements.—Thenet proceedsof the saleof the obliga-
tions authorizedin this act areherebyappropriated~from the CapitalFacili-
tiesFundto theDepartmentof GeneralServicesin themaximumamountof
$1,604,230,000to beusedby it exclusively to defraythe financialcostof the
public improvementprojectsspecifically itemizedin acapital budget.After
reservingor payingtheexpensesof thesaleof theobligation,theStateTreas-
urer shall payto theDepartmentof GeneralServicesthemoneysasrequired
andcertifiedby it tobelegallydueandpayable.

(b) Furnitureand equipment.—The net proceeds of the saleof the obli-
gationsauthorizedin thisactareherebyappropriatedfrom theCapitalFacil-
ities Fundto theDepartmentof GeneralServicesin the maximum-amountO
$22,677,000to be usedby it exclusivelyto defray the financial costof the
public improvement projects consisting of the acquisition of original
movablefurniture andequipmentspecificallyitemizedin a capital budget.
After reservingor payingtheexpensesof thesale of the obligation, theState
Treasurershall pay to the Departmentof GeneralServicesthe moneysas
requiredandcertifiedby it to belegallydueandpayable.

(c) Transportationassistance.—Thenet proceedsof thesaleof the obli-
gationsauthorizedin thisactareherebyappropriatedfromthe:Capital-Facil-
ities Fundto theDepartmentof Transportationin the maximumamountof
$226,583,000to be usedby it exclusivelyto defray the financialcost of the
transportationassistanceprojectsspecifically itemizedin a capital budget.
After reservingor payingtheexpensesof the saleof the obligation,the State
Treasurershall pay to the Departmentof Transportationthe moneys as
requiredandcertifiedby it to belegallydueandpayable.

(d) Redevelopmentassistance.—Thenetproceedsof the saleof theobli-
gationsauthorizedin thisactareherebyappropriatedfromtheCapitalFacil-
ities Fund to the Departmentof Community Affairs in the maximum
amountof $563,598,000to be usedby it exclusively to defraythe financial
costof theredevelopmentassistanceprojectsspecificallyitemizedin acapital
budget.After reservingor payingtheexpensesof the saleof the obligation,
the StateTreasurershall pay to the Departmentof CommunityAffairs the
moneysasrequiredandcertifiedby it tobelegallydueandpayable.
Section 14. Federalfunds.

In additionto thosefundsappropriatedin section 13, all moneysreceived
fromtheFederalGovernmentfor theprojectsspecificallyitemizedin thisact
arealsoherebyappropriatedfor thoseprojects.
Section 15. Repeals.

Sections3(3)(xii)(A) and 8(2)(iii), (iv), (vii)(B), (xi)(B) and(xii)(C), (E),
(G) and (0)and (15)(ii)(A) of theactof July 10, 1986 (P.L.1285,No.118),
known as the Capital Budget Project Itemization Act for 1984-1985,are
repealed.
Section 16. Editorialchanges.

In editing andpreparingthis act for printing following the final enact-
ment, the Legislative ReferenceBureau shall insert or revise letters or
numbersforprojectswherethelettersor numbersaremissingor requirerevi-
sion. The bureaushall alsorevisethetotal monetaryamountsfor the total
authorization,debtauthorization,appropriationsanddepartmentaltotalsas
necessaryto agreewith thetotalmonetaryamountsof theprojects.
Section 17. Effective date.
