Providing for capital projectsfor theDepartmentof Corrections;providing for
theissuanceof bonds;andmakinganappropriation.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsasfollows:

Section1. Totalauthorization.
The total authorizationfor the additionalcapital projectsin thecategory

of public improvementprojectsitemizedin section2 andto be acquiredor
constructedby theDepartmentof GeneralServices,its successorsor assigns,
andto be financedby the incurring of debt, shallbe $23,900,000.The total
authorizationfor the additionalcapital projectsin the categoryof public
improvementprojectsitemizedin section2 andtobeacquired-orconstructed
by theDepartmentof GeneralServices,its successorsandassigns,andto be
financedfrom insuranceproceedsshallbe $15,000,000.The total authoriza-
tion for theadditionalcapitalprojectsin thecategoryof public improvement
projectsitemized in section 2 and to be acquiredor constructedby the
Departmentof GeneralServices,its successorsor assigns,andto befinanced
from currentrevenuesappropriatedby the act of July 1, 1989 (P.L.801,
No.3A), knownastheGeneralAppropriationAct of 1989,is $726,000.
Section2. Itemizationof public improvementprojects.

Additional capitalprojectsin thecategoryof public improvementprojects
to beacquiredor constructedby theDepartmentof GeneralServices,its suc-
cessorsor assigns,andto befinancedby theincurring of debt,from current
revenuesor from insuranceproceeds,includingthe StateInsuranceFund,
areherebyitemized,togetherwith their respectiveestimatedfinancialcosts,
asfollows:

Section3. Specialprovisions.
(a) Purchaseof units.—TheDepartmentof GeneralServicesmaypur-

chasethe modularunits authorizedin section2 from either onemanufac-
tureror from severalmanufacturers.Thepurchasepriceis to includethecost
of deliveryto aspecified,preparedsite.

(b) Site preparation.—TheDepartmentof GeneralServicesisauthorized
to prepare,or contractfor the preparationof, sitesat variouscorrectional
institutionsselectedby the Departmentof Corrections.Site preparation
includesall work to preparetheactualsiteof installationandinstallationas
necessary.Provisions of the first paragraphof the act of May 1, 1913
(P.L.155, No.104), entitled “An act regulatingthe letting of certaincon-
tracts for the erection,construction,andalterationof public buildings,”
shall not apply to the awardingof the contractfor site preparationfor the
units.

(c) Constructionof act.—Nothingin thisactshallbeconstruedaschang-
ing the intendedpurposeof the State Regional CorrectionalFacility at
Mercer.
Section4. Debtauthorization.

TheGovernor,Auditor GeneralandStateTreasurerareherebyauthorized
anddirectedto borrow, from time to time, in addition to any authorization
heretoforeorhereafterenacted,on thecreditof the Commonwealth,subject
to the limitations providedin the currentcapitalbudget,moneynot exceed-
ing in theaggregatethesumof $23,900,000asmaybenecessaryto carryout
the acquisitipnand constructionof the public improvementprojectsspe-
cifically itemizedin acapitalbudget.
Section 5. Issueof bonds.

The indebtednessauthorizedin this act shall be incurred, from time to
time, andshall be evidencedby one or more series of generalobligation
bondsof the Commonwealthin suchaggregateprincipal amountfor each
seriesastheGovernor,AuditorGeneralandStateTreasurershalldetermine,
but thelateststatedmaturitydateshallnot exceedtheestimateduseful-life of
theprojectsbeingfinancedasstatedin section6.
Section 6. Estimatedusefullife andtermof debt.

(a) Estimated useful life.—The GeneralAssemblystatesthat the esti-
matedusefullife of thepublic improvementprojectsitemizedin thisact is 15
yearswith theexceptionof thepublic improvementprojectsitemizedin sec-
tions 2(I)(i)(B), 2(I)(i)(C), 2(1)(ii)(B) and2(l)(v)(B) of this act, forwhichthe
estimatedusefullife is 30years.

(b) Term of debt.—The maximum term of debt authorized to be
incurredunderthisactis 15 years.
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Section7. Appropriation.
The net proceedsof the sale of the obligationsauthorizedin this actare

herebyappropriatedfrom the CapitalFacilitiesFundto the Departmentof
GeneralServicesin the maximumamountof $23,900,000,to be usedby it
exclusively to defray the financialcost of the public improvementprojects
specifically itemized in a capital budget. After reservingor paying the
expensesof the saleof the obligation, the StateTreasurershall pay to the
Departmentof GeneralServicesthe moneysasrequiredandcertifiedbyitto
belegallydueandpayable.
Section 8. Federalfunds.

In additionto those fundsappropriatedin section7, all moneysreceived
from theFederalGovernmentfor theprojectsspecificallyitemizedin this act
arealsoherebyappropriatedfor thoseprojects.
Section9. Insuranceproceeds.

In addition to thosefundsappropriatedin section7, all moneysreceived
from theStateInsuranceFundor from insurancecarriersfor fire damageto
be repaired,restoredor reconstructedfor projectsspecifically itemizedin
thisactarealsoherebyappropriatedfor thoseprojects.
Section 10. Currentrevenues.

The funding for the public improvementprojects authorized in sec-
tions2(1)(i)(C), 2(1)(ii)(B) and2(1)(v)(B) was previouslyappropriatedto the
Departmentof Correctionsby the act of July 1, 1989 (P.L.801, No.3A),
knownastheGeneralAppropriationAct of 1989.
Section11. Effectivedate.

This actshalltakeeffect immediately.
