SB 454

Requiring school directorsto prohibit the useof steroidsby pupils involved in
athletics;requiringeducationregardingtheuseof anabolicsteroids~=requiring
penaltiesfor unauthorizeduseof anabolicsteroids;andproviding-fordispens-
ing anabolicsteroidsandfor prescriptionsfor anabolicsteroids.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsasfollows:

Section 1. Schooldirectorsto prohibitsteroids.
The boardof schooldirectorsin every school district in this Common-

wealthshall prescribe,adopt andenforcerulesandregulationsto prohibit
theuseof anabolicsteroids,exceptfor avalid medicalpurpose,by anypupil
involved in school-relatedathletics.Body building, muscle enhancement,
increasingmusclebulk or strengthor the enhancementof athleticability is
not a valid medicalpurpose.HumanGrowth Hormone(HGH) shall not be
includedasananabolicsteroidundertheprovisionsof this act.
Section2. Educationregardingsteroiduse.

The boardof schooldirectorsin every schooldistrict shall includeeduca-
tion regardingthe dangersof anabolicsteroidswith any other drug and
alcoholprogramrequiredby law.
Section3. Penalties.

(a) Violationsof rulesandregulations.—Theboardof schooldirectors
shallprescribethefollowing minimumpenaltiesforanypupil foundin viola-
tionof therulesandregulationsrequiredundersection1:

(1) For a first violation, suspensionfrom school athletics for the
remainderof theseason.

(2) For asecondviolation, suspensionfrom school athleticsfor the
remainderof theseasonandfor thefollowing season.

(3) For athirdviolation,permanentsuspensionfromschoolathletics.
(b) Eligibility for participationin schoolathleticslimited.—No student

shall be eligible to resumeparticipationin schoolathleticsunlesstherehas
beenamedicaldeterminationthatno residualevidenceof steroidsexists.The
board may require participation in any drug counseling, rehabilitation,
testingor otherprogramasa condil:ion of reinstatementinto a schoolath-
letic program.
Section4. Violations.

No physician,or otherpersonregulatedby the act of December20, 1985
(P.L.457, No.112), known as the Medical PracticeAct of 1985, shall dis-
pense,inject or prescribean anabolicsteroidfor thepurposeof hormonal
manipulationintendedto increasemusclemass,strength,weight without a
medicalnecessityto do so, or for the intendedpurposeof improving per-
formancein anyform of exercise,sport or game.The StateBoardof Medi-
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cineshallpromulgateguidelinesproviding specificperiodsof licensesuspen-
sion or revocationfor dispensing,injecting or prescribinganabolicsteroids
inviolation of thissection.
Section5. Prescriptions.

Any prescriptionfor an anabolicsteroidwritten in this Commonwealth
shallstatethepurposefor whichthedrug is prescribed.
Section6. Effectivedate.

This actshalltakeeffectin 60days.
