Amendingtheactof August11, 1967(P.L.205,No.69),entitled“An acttovali-
dateconveyancesandotherinstrumentswhich havebeendefective1yacknawl~
edged,”extendingtheeffectivenessof theact.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsasfollows:

Section 1. Section 1 of the act of August 11, 1967 (P.L.205, No.69),
entitled “An act to validateconveyancesandother instrumentswhichhave
beendefectivelyacknowledged,”amendedJune22, 1978 (P.L.496,No.75),
isamendedto read:

Section 1. No grant,bargainandsale, feoffment, deedof conveyance,
release,assignment,mortgageor other assuranceof lands,tenementsand
hereditaments,whatsoever,bearingdateprior to theyear[onethousandnine
hundredseventy-eightlone thousandnine hundredeighty-eight,made,exe-
cutedand deliveredby husbandandwife, or by any personor trusteeor
attorneyin fact for any otherpersonor persons,to abonafide purchaseror
purchasersfor a valuable consideration,and acknowledgedbefore any
officer duly authorizedby law to take such acknowledgment,shall be
deemed,heldor adjudgedinvalid or defectiveor insufficientin lawby reason
of any informality or defect in suchacknowledgmentas not being made
accordingto law, or becausethe dateof the acknowledgmentpredatesthe
dateof the instrument,or by reasonof theacknowledgmenttheretohaving
beenmadeby anytrusteeor attorneyin fact in hisindividualcapacityinstead
of as suchtrusteeor attorneyin fact; but all and every suchgrant,bargain
andsale, feoffment, deedof conveyance,release,assignment,mortgageor
otherassurance,so made,executedandacknowledged,asaforesaid,shallbe
asgood,valid and effectualin law for transferring,passingandconveying
theestate,right, title andinterestof suchhusbandandwife of, in andto the
lands,tenementsandhereditamentsmentionedin the same,asif all the req-
uisitesandparticularsof suchacknowledgmenthadbeenmadeaccordingto
law, andasif suchtrusteeor attorneyin facthadmadetheacknowledgment
theretoin suchcapacity;andtherecordof the sameduly madein theproper
office for recordingof deedsin this ‘Commonwealth,andexemplificatiansof
thesameduly certified, shallbelegalevidencein all casesin whichtheorigi-
nal wouldbecompetentevidence.

Section2. Thisactshalltakeeffect immediately.
