AmendingTitle 18 (CrimesandOffenses)of thePennsylvaniaConsolidatedStat-
utes,providing for the offenseof assaulton sportsofficial andfor penalties
for theoffense;andfurtherprovidingfor thesaleof tobacco.

The GeneralAssembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsasfollows:

Section 1. Title 18 of thePennsylvaniaConsolidatedStatutesis amended
by addinga sectionto read:
§ 2712. Assaulton sportsofficial.

(a) Offensedefined.—Apersonwho violatessection2701 (relating to
simpleassault),wherethevictim is asportsofficial who wasassaultedduring
a sportseventor wasassaultedasa resultofhisor herofficial actsasasports
official, isguilty ofassaulton asportsofficial.

(b) Grading.—Assaulton a sportsofficial is a misdemeanorof thefirst
degree.

(c) Definitions.—As used in this section, the following words and
phrasesshallhavethemeaningsgiventothemin thissubsection:

“Sports event.” Any interscholasticathletic activity in a junior high
school,highschool,collegeoruniversityin thisCommonwealthoranyother
organizedathletic activity in this Commonwealth,includinga professional
orsemiprofessionalevent.

“Sports official.” A personat a sportseventwho enforcestherules of
the event,suchasan unipfre or referee,or apersonwhosupervisesthepar-
ticipants,suchasacoach. The termincludesa trainer, teamattendant,game
manager,athletic director, assistantathletic director, president,dean,head-
master,principalandassistantprincipal 0/aschool,collegeor universi~y..

Section2. Section6305of Title 18 is amendedto read:
§ 6305. Saleof tobacco.

(a,) Offensedefined.—Apersonis guilty of a summaryoffenseif he:
~l) sellstobacco,in any form, to anyminorundertheageof [16 years,

on 18years;
(2~) by purchase,gift or othermeans,furnishestobacco,in any form,

to aminorundertheageof [16 years.118years;or
(3) knowinglyandfalselyrepresentshimselfto be 18 yearsof ageor

older to anotherfor thepurposeofprocuringorhavingfurnishedto him
tobaccoin anyform.
(b) Penalty.—Apersonwho violates thissectionshall, uponconviction,

besentencedtopayafineofnotlessthan$25forafirstoffenseandnot less
than$100/orasubsequentoffense.
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Section 3. Thisactshalltakeeffectimmediately.
