Amendingtheactof July1, 1989 (P.L.136, No.28), entitled“An actreestablish-
ing theStateAthletic Commission;providingfor anExecutiveDirectoranda
MedicalAdvisory Board;permittingandregulatingboxing contestsandexhi-
bitions; requiringlicensesandpermits;providing for thegranting,suspension
and revocationof licensesandpermits issuedby the StateAthletic Commis-
sion;preservingtherightsof existinglicenseesandpermittees;prescribingpen-
alties, fines, forfeitures andmisdemeanors;requiringbondsand insurance;
providingfor rulesandregulations;imposinga tax on certainreceipts;estab-
lishing a restrictedrevenueaccount for receipts;andmaking an appropri-
ation,” furtherprovidingfor theStateAthleticCommissionandits duties;and
furtherprovidingfor theMedicalAdvisoryBoard.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsasfollows:

Section 1. Sections301(a) and 305 of the act of July 1, 1989 (P.L.136,
No.28),knownastheAthletic Code,areamendedtoread:
Section301. StateAthletic Commission.

(a) Composition.—The commission shall be comprised of three
membersappointedby theGovernorwith theadviceandconsentof amajor-
ity of the memberselectedto the SenateL,oneof whom shall bea medical
doctoror doctorof osteopathylicensedto practicein this Commonwealth,
with experiencein sportsmedicinej.The Governorshalldesignateoneof the
membersasachairmanfora term of two years.Thesecretary[shall bean ex
officio memberof the commissionjand Chairman of theMedicalAdvisory
Boardshall beexofficio membersofthecommission.

Section 305. MedicalAdvisoryBoard.
Within 60 days of the effective dateof this act, the commissionshall

appoint five physiciansto serveon a MedicalAdvisory Board for a termof
two years.The Governorshall appointa medicaldoctorordoctorofosteop-
athylicensedin this Commonwealth,with experiencein sportsmedicine,to
be Chairman of theMedicalAdvisory Board. Eachmembershall bepaid a
per diemrateto beestablishedby thesecretary,but not in excessof $150per
day. The MedicalAdvisory Boardshall issuean annualreportto the com-
missionwhich shall includea review of thehealthstatusof eachboxerwho
actuallycompetedduring the prior fiscal year to identify thosewho may be
at risk of seriousphysical impairmentanda reviewof the healthandsafety
regulationspromulgatedby thecommissionto recommendchangesor addi-
tionsthereto.
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Section2. Thisactshalltakeeffectimmediately.
