Amendingtheactof July25,1961 (P.L.857,No.372),entitled,asamended,“An
actregulatingthemanufactu:reof stuffedtoysintendedfor sale,gift, orusein
Pennsylvania;providingfor registrationof suchmanufacturers,thepayingof
a fee for suchregistration,theissuanceof acertificateof registrationto such
manufacturers;providingthatmaterialusedin suchtoysshallbenewandfree
from dangerousor harmful substances;providing for disinfection of such
material containingproducts of animal origin; and prescribingpenalties,”
furtherregulatingfees.

The GeneralAssembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsasfollows:

Section1. Section3 of the act of July 25, 1961 (P.L.857, No.372),
referredto asthe StuffedToy ManufacturingAct, amendedApril 18, 1978
(P.L.62,No.31), isamendedto read:

Section3. (a) Manufacturersof all stuffed toys manufacturedin this
Commonwealthor intendedfor sale,gift or usein thisConunonwealthshall
registerwith the departmenton forms as provided by the department.The
formsshallset forth, amongotheritems,thenameandaddressof the manu-
facturer, the type of stuffed toys manufactured,the compositionof the
stuffing andsuchotherinformationasthedepartmentmayrequire.A fee[of
twenty-five dollars($25.00)] shall accompanyeachregistration.This regis-
tration shallbevalid for aperiodof one(1) yearandmayberenewed,annu-
ally, by filling out of suchforms as shallbe prescribedby the department,
which form shall be accompaniedby paymentof a fee [of twenty-five
($23.00) dollars]. The departmentshall set the feesrequiredunder this
sectionbyregulation.

~b) Any manufacturerwhichdemonstratesto the satisfactionof thesec-
retarythatit is a charitableor nonprofitorganizationor anypersonwho is
notregularlyengagedin thebusinessofmanufacturing,making,wholesaling
or Importingstuffedtoys,but whomanufacturesormakesstuffedtoysasa
leisurepursuitand whosegrossincomefrom the saleoftheseproductsis-less
than one thousanddollars (~1000.00)peryear, is exemptedfrom payment
of theregistrationfeeauthorizedin thissection.

Section2. Section 9of theactisamendedto read:
Section9. Prosecutionsforviolationsof thisactor theregulationsthere-

undershall be in the form of summaryproceedingsbefore [an alderman,
magistrateor justiceof thepeace.]adistrict justice.Any personwhoviolates
anyof theprovisionsof thisactshall,in asummaryproceeding,besentenced
to payafine of not lessthan[onehundred dollars ($100.00)nor more than
three hundred dollars ($300.00)] threehundreddollars ($300.00) nor more
than five hundreddollars ($500.00) for eachoffense, and in default of
paymentthereof,undergoimprisonmentof not lessthan thirty daysnor
morethansixty days.
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Section3. The feesestablishedby the act of July 25, 1961,(P.L.857,
No.372), referredto as the Stuffed Toy ManufacturingAct, as amended,
shall remainin effectuntil the Departmentof LaborandIndustrypromul-
gatesregulationsestablishingfeesto bechargedunderthisact.

Section4. This actshalltakeeffectin 60days.
