Amendingtheactof April 14, 1972(P.L.233,No.64),entitled “An actrelating
tothemanufacture,saleand possessionof controlledsubstances,otherdrugs,
devicesandcosmetics;conferringpowerson thecourtsandthesecretaryand
Departmentof Health, anda newlycreatedPennsylvaniaDrug, Device and
CosmeticBoard; establishingschedulesof controlledsubstances;providing
penalties;requiringregistrationof personsengagedin thedrug tradeand for
therevocationor suspensionof certainlicensesandregistrations;andrepealing
anact,” furtherprovidingfor penalties.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsasfollows:

Section 1. Section13(m) of the actof April 14, 1972 (P.L.233,No.64),
knownasTheControlledSubstance,Drug,DeviceandCosmeticAct, added
December22, 1989(P.L.701,No.92),is amendedto read:

Section 13. ProhibitedActs; PenaLties._** *

(m) Notwithstandingany otherprovision in this act, any person,not a
registrant,who possesses,sells, delivers, offers for sale,holds for sale or
givesaway anycontrolledsubstance,in addition to any otherpenaltypro-
videdin thisor anyact,uponconvictionfor aviolationof thisact,shallhave
hisor heroperatingprivilegesuspended.IA copy of thecourt order shall be
transmittedto the Department of Transportation.J The clerkof anycourtof
this Commonwealth, within ten daysafter final judgmentofconvictionfor
violationsofthisactrequiringsuspensionunder this section,shallsendtothe
Departmentof Transportationarecordofthe conviction onaformprovided
by the Departmentof Transportation. When the IdepartmenhlDepartment
of Transportationsuspendsthe operatingprivilege of a personunder this
subsection,thedurationof thesuspensionshallbeasfollows:

(1) For afirst offense,aperiodof 90daysfromthedateof suspension.
(2) For a secondoffense,a periodof oneyearfrom the dateof suspen-

sion.
(3) For athird offense,andanyoffensethereafter,aperiodof twoyears

from the dateof suspension.Any multiple (sentencesjsuspensionsimposed
shallbeservedconsecutively.

Section2. This actshalltakeeffectin 60 days.
