HB 2556

To the actof July9, 1990(P.L.350,No.80),entitled “An act providingfor the
capitalbudgetfor the fiscal year 1990-1991,”itemizing public improvement
projects,furnitureandequipmentprojects,transportationassistanceprojects,
flood controlprojectsandredevelopmentassistanceprojectstobe-constructed
oracquiredor assistedby theDepartmentof GeneralServices,theDepartment
of Transportation,theDepartmentof EnvironmentalResourcesor theDepart-
ment of CommunityAffairs, togetherwith their estimatedfinancial costs;
authorizingthe incurringof debtwithout the approvalof theelectorsfor the
purposeof financingtheprojectsto beconstructedor acquiredor assistedby
the Departmentof GeneralServices,the Departmentof Transportation,the
Departmentof EnvironmentalResourcesor the Departmentof Community
Affairs; stating the estimateduseful life of the projects; making appropri-
ations;andmakingrepeals.

The GeneralAssembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsasfollows:

Section1. Shorttitle.
Thisactshall be knownandmay be cited asthe CapitalBudget Project

ItemizationAct for 1990-1991.
Section2. Totalauthorizations.

(a) Public improvements.—Thetotal authorizationfor the additional
capital projectsin the categoryof public improvementprojectsitemizedin
section3 andto be acquiredor constructedby the Departmentof General
Services,its successorsor assigns,and to be financedby the incurring of
debt,shallbe$1,178,183,000.

(b) Furnitureand equipment.—Thetotal authorization for the addi-
tional capital projectsin the categoryof public improvementprojectscon-
sisting of the acquisitionof original movablefurniture and equipmentto
complete public improvementprojjects itemized in section4 and to be
acquiredor constructedby the Departmentof GeneralServices,its succes-
sors or assigns,and to be financed by the incurring of debt, shall be
$47,487,100.

(c) Transportationassistance.—Thetotal authorizationfor the capital
projectsin the categoryof transportationassistanceprojectsitemized in
section5 with respectto whichaninterestis to beacquiredin or constructed
by the Departmentof Transportation,its successorsor assigns,andto be
financedby theincurringof debt,shallbe$279,009,000.

(d) Flood control.—Thetotal authorizationfor the capital projectsin
the categoryof flood control projectsitemizedin section 6 andto becon-
structedby the Departmentof EnvironmentalResources,its successorsor
assigns,andtobefinancedby theincurringof debt,shallbe$137,555,000.

(e) Redevelopmentassistance.—-Thetotal authorization for the addi-
tional capital projectsin the categoryof redevelopmentassistanceprojects
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itemized in section7 for capitalgrantsby the Departmentof Community
Affairs, its successorsor assigns,andto befinancedbytheincurringof debt,
shallbe$519,504,000.

This actshalltakeeffectimmediately.

This itemis approvedin thesumof $6,100,000.
I have withheld my approval from parts of the aboveappropriations

becauseprojectshavebeenincludedin this bill which arenot legal or are
duplicatesof projectsapprovedin othercapital budgetactsor within House
Bill 2556.In addition,aportionof the amountshavebeenreducedbecause
the Commonwealthcannotafford a capitalprogramto the extentproposed
inHouseBill 2556.

HouseBill 2556,aspassedby theGeneralAssembly,containeda totalof
$2,161,738,100in projectsin all categories.This amountis in addition tothe
over$2.4billion in projectsauthorizedtwoyearsagoin Act 1988-113andthe
over$1.5 billion authorizedfour yearsagoin Act 1986-118.The financial
resourcesof the Commonwealthwill not supporta capital programof this
magnitudewithoutsubstantialshifts in priorities for Commonwealthspend-
ing awayfrom serviceprogramsto citizensin orderto constructfacilities,or
asubstantialincreasein taxes.

The currentbacklogof capital projectsalreadyauthorized is large. In
orderto maintainour bond rating andfiscal integrity, I havebeenlimiting
the amountof newconstructionandothercapital projectswhich areunder-
takeneachyear.With this restraint,andthe pressingneedfor newprisons
whichhavealreadybeenauthorized,it isnot reasonableto raiseexpectations
thatmanyof theprojectscontainedin HouseBill 2556will beundertakenin
the near future. Theseprojects will only add to the backlog of projects
alreadyexisting.

I havedecidedto reducetheappropriationscontainedin thisbill formuch
of the samereasonsdetailedin my signingmessagefor 1988-113.The basic
problemswith thatact arecontinuedin thisbill; projectsarecontainedin the
bill which do not meetthe definitions of acapital project in the categoryof
projectwheretheyarelisted, andwhich theCommonwealthmaynot, there-
fore, legally fund under the CapitalFacilities Debt EnablingAct; andthe
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scopeof the capitalprogramentailedin thisbill is beyondthefinancialabili-
tiesof theCommonwealthto afford.

Thefollowing projectswill not beimplementedbecausetheyfall into one
of thefollowing areas:

(1) Theprojectdoesnot meettherequirementsof acapitalprojectin
thecategoryinwhichit is listed.

(2) Theprojectis aduplicateof aprojectwithin HouseBill 2556,or of
aprojectwhichhasbeenauthorizedinanothercapitalbudgetact.
