Making appropriationsfrom theProfessionalLicensureAugmentationAccount
and from restrictedrevenueaccountswithin the GeneralFundto the Depart-
mentof Statefor useby the Bureauof ProfessionalandOccupationalAffairs
in supportof theprofessionallicensureboardsassignedthereto.

The GeneralAssembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsasfollows:

Section 1. Thesum of $11,858,000,or asmuchthereofasmaybeneces-
sary, is herebyappropriatedfrom theProfessionalLicensureAugmentation
Accountwithin the GeneralFundto theDepartmentof Statefor theopera-
tion of the Bureauof ProfessionalandOccupationalAffairs, includingthe
StateBoard of AuctioneerExaminers,for the fiscal yearJuly 1, 1990, to
June30,1991.

Section 2. (a) The sum of $1,600,000,or as muchthereofas may be
necessary,is herebyappropriatedfrom therestrictedreceiptsaccountof the
State Board of Medicine, as authorizedby section 907(a) of the act of
October15, 1975 (P.L.390, No.111), known as the Health CareServices
MalpracticeAct, for the operationof saidboardfor the fiscalyearJuly 1,
1990,to June30, 1991.

(b) The sum of $417,000,or as muchthereofas may be necessary,is
herebyappropriatedfrom therestrictedreceiptsaccountof the StateBoard
of OsteopathicMedicine,asauthorizedby section907(b)of theHealthCare
ServicesMalpracticeAct, for the operationof saidboardfor the fiscalyear
July 1, 1990,to June30,1991.

(c) The sum of $120,000, or as muchthereofas may be necessary,is
herebyappropriatedfrom the restrictedreceiptsaccountof theStateBoard
of Podiatry,asauthorizedby section907(c)of the HealthCareServices-Mal-
practiceAct, for theoperationof saidboardfor thefiscalyearJuly 1, 1990,
toJune30, 1991.

(d) The sum of $292,000,or as muchthereof asmay be necessary,is
herebyappropriatedfrom the Athletic CommissionAugmentationAccount
for the StateAthletic Commission,asauthorizedby section3106of the act
of July 1, 1989 (P.L.136, No.28), known as the Athletic Code,for the
supportandoperationof saidcommissionfor thefiscalyearJuly 1, 1990,to
June30,1991.

(e) Eachappropriationlistedin subsections(a), (b), (c) and(d) shallnot
be treatedas an augmentationto the Departmentof State,generalgovern-
ment appropriation,or any otherappropriation,but shall be treatedand
accountedfor asseparateappropriationsrespectively.
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Section3. This actshalltakeeffect July 1, 1990,or immediately,which-
everis later.

Making appropriationsfrom a restrictedrevenueaccountwithin the General
FundandfromFederalaugmentationfundstothePennsylvaniaPublicUtility
Commission.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsasfollows:

Section 1. The following sums,or asmuchthereofasmaybenecessary,
arespecificallyappropriatedfrom the restrictedrevenueaccountwithin the
GeneralFund and from Federalaugmentationfundsto the Pennsylvania
Public Utility Commissionto providefor theoperationof the commission
for thefiscalyearJuly 1, 1990,to June30, 1991,for thepurposesandin the
amountsshown:

(1) For the salaries,wagesandall nec-

essaryexpensesfor the proper operation
and administration of the Pennsylvania
Public Utility Commission,excluding the
chairman and commissioners and the
Bureauof SafetyandEnforcement.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsasfollows:

Section1. Thesumof $19,789,000,or asmuchthereofasmaybeneces-
sary, is herebyappropriatedfrom the Workmen’s CompensationAdminis-
trationFundto theDepartmentof Laborand Industryfor thepaymentof all
salaries,wagesandothercompensat:ionand travelexpenses,for contractual
servicesand otherexpensesnecessaryfor the administrationof the act of
June2, 1915 (P.L.736, No.338), known as The PennsylvaniaWorkmen’s
CompensationAct, and theact of June21, 1939(P.L.566, No.284),known
asThePennsylvaniaOccupationalDiseaseAct, for thefiscalyearbeginning
July 1, 1990,andfor the paymentof bills incurredandremainingunpaidat
thecloseof thefiscalyearendingJune30, 1990.

Section2. Thisact shalltakeeffect July 1, 1990,or immediately,which-
everislater.

Appropriatingmoney from the SunnyDay Fundto theDepartmentof Com-
mercefor various projects throughoutthis Commonwealthfor fiscal year
1990-1991.

The GeneralAssembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsasfollows:

Section 1. The sumsset forth in thisact, or as muchthereofasmaybe
necessary,areherebyspecificallyappropriatedfrom theSunnyDay Fundto
the Departmentof Commercefor the fiscal yearJuly 1, 1990, to June30,
1991, for projectslistedto enhanceeconomicdevelopmentandthecreation
of jobsin this Commonwealthin accordancewith the provisionsof Chapter
I of the actof July 1, 1985(P.L.120, No.32),known astheSunnyDay Fund
Act.

Section2. The following amountsareappropriatedto the Department
of Commerceto inducecompaniesto locatelargeindustrial,manufacturing
or researchanddevelopmententerpriseswithin thisCommonwealth:

(1) For thepurposeof makingaloanto Centocor,Inc.,
to renovateandexpandits pharmaceuticalmanufacturing
facility in Malvern,ChesterCounty. It is estimatedthatthis
project will create 1,000new jobs within threeyears of
operation. $8,500,000

(2) For thepurposeof makingaloanto Children’sHos-
pital of Philadelphia,to establisha researchand develop-
ment center focusing on pediatric medicine, molecular
biology, cell biology, cancer,neurology, immunobiology
andhematology,amongothers,andstate-of-the-arthealth
carespecialtiesin children’shealth.It is estimatedthatthis
projectwill create600newjobswithin threeyearsof opera-
tion. 9,000,000

(3) For the purposeof making a loanto Enzymatics,
Inc., to purchasemachineryand equipmentfor its manu-
facturingfacility locatedin MontgomeryCounty.It is esti-
matedthatthisprojectwill create332newjobswithin three
yearsof operation. 3,000,000

(4) For the purposeof making a loan to Ambridge
Marine, Inc., to establish a manufacturing facility in
AmbridgeBorough,BeaverCounty.It is estimatedthat this
projectwill create350newjobs within threeyearsof opera-
tion. 2,500,000

(5) For the purposeof makinga loanto SonyCorpora-
tion of America, to establisha manufacturingfacility in
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WestmorelandCounty. It is estimatedthat theprojectwill
create1,000newjobswithin threeyearsof operation. 10,000,000

(6) For the purposeof making a loan to the May
DepartmentStoresCompany,to establisharegionaldistri-
bution facility in Wilkes-Barre,LuzerneCounty. It is esti-
matedthattheprojectwill create350newjobswithin three
yearsof operation. 5,000,000

Section 3. It is the intent of the GeneralAssembly that the appropri-
ationsin section2 shall be loanedat an annualinterestrate thatin no case
shallbe less thanthe PennsylvaniaIndustrialDevelopmentAuthority’s rate
for the areain whichthe project is locatedandfor a term that shall be no
greaterthanthe termfor anequivalentPennsylvaniaIndustrialDevelopment
Authority project.Privatecompanieswhich receiveSunnyDay Fundassis-
tancebut fail to maketheinvestmentin the enterprisedevelopmentasspeci-
fied in section2 shall be liable for l.he repaymentof all Sunny Day Fund
moneys,includinganyaccruedinterestthereonandanypenaltiesasprovided
in the loan documentsor as may be set by the Secretaryof Commerce.
Private companieswhich receiveSunny Day Fund assistancebut fail to
createthenumberof jobsspecifiedin theapprovedloanor otheragreements
with the Commonwealthshallbe liable for a penaltyequalto an increasein
theinterestchargedto 2%greaterthanthecurrentprimeinterestrate for the
remainderof theloan,unlessthepenaltyis waivedby theSecretaryof Com-
mercebecausethe failure is dueto c:ircumstancesoutsidethe control of the
privatecompany.The prime interestrateshallbethe highestrateknown or
declaredto beprime by thosebankinginstitutionslocatedwithin this Com-
monwealthwith assetsin excessof $3,000,000,000as of thedatethepenalty
is assessed.The Secretaryof Commerceshall consult with the chairmenof
theAppropriationsCommitteesof the SenateandtheHouseof Representa-
tivesprior to theestablishmentof waiverof penalties.

Section4. For a period equalto the term of assistanceprovidedeach
projectapprovedunderthis act, theDepartmentof Commerceshallprovide
a written reporton the statusof eachprojectto theSecretaryof the Senate
andtheChiefClerkof theHouseof Representativesby June30 of eachyear.
This reportshall contain,at a minimum, informationpertainingto the spe-
cific useof the SunnyDay Fundmoney, the interest rateand term of the
SunnyDay Fundloan,the amountof principaloutstandingandinterestdue
on theloan and thenumberof jobs createdby theproject. All recipientsof
fundsunder this act shall be requiredto provideany andall information
requiredby theDepartmentof Commercefor thepurposeof thisact.

Section 5. No funds underthis act shallbe awardedby the Department
of Commerceafter June30, 1991. Any funds from this appropriation
remainingunexpendedor unencumberedon June30, 1992,shall automat-
ically lapseinto theSunnyDay Fund.
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Section6. Thisactshalltakeeffect immediately.

To the act of April 1, 1863 (P.L.213, No.227),entitled “An act to acceptthe
grant of Public Lands,by the United States,to the several states, for the
endowmentof Agricultural Colleges”makingappropriationsfor carryingthe
sameinto effect; providingfor a basisfor paymentsof suchappropriations;
andprovidingamethodof accountingfor thefundsappropriated.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsasfollows:

Section 1. In order to carry into effect the act of Congress,approved
July 2, 1862, grantingpublic land to the severalstatesfor educationalpur-
poses,andsubsequentacts of Congressrelatedthereto,andthe act of the
GeneralAssemblyof Pennsylvaniaacceptingthe provisionsandconditions
of saidactsof Congressandpledgingthefaith of the Stateto carrythesame
into effect, thefollowing sums,or asmuchthereofas maybenecessary,are
herebyappropriatedto theTrusteescfThePennsylvaniaStateUniversityfor
the fiscalyear July 1, 1990, to June30, 1991, for the purposesandin the
amountsasshown:

(1) For educationalandgeneralexpenses $183,129,000
(2) For medicaleducation 9,413,000
(3) For theCentralPennsylvaniaPsychiatricInstitute... 1,625,000
(4) For the costof agriculturalresearch 19,268,000
(5) For costof agriculturalextensionservices 19,729,000
(6) To enhancethe recruitmentand retention of disad-

vantagedstudents 300,000
(7) For thePennsylvaniaCollegeof Technology 9,287,000
(8) For debtservicerelatedto the former Williamsport

AreaCommunityCollege 884,000
Section2. Paymentsto ThePennsylvaniaStateUniversityon accountof

the appropriationsfor all itemsas providedin section1 shall bemadeon the
basisof costsduringthe fiscalyear.

Section 3. If necessary,ThePennsylvaniaStateUniversity may transfer
fundsamongthe appropriationslisted in section1(1), (3) and(4): Provided,
That the aggregateamounttransferredinto or out of each appropriation
duringthe fiscalyearshallnot exceed5% of the amountspecificallyappro-
priatedfor thatpurpose.

Section4. (a) Paymentsto The PennsylvaniaStateUniversity of the
appropriationsprovidedin section 1 shall bemademonthly duringthefiscal
year.

(b) Suchmonthlypaymentsshallbe madein accordancewith the provi-
sionsof section2 on thebasisof estimatedcosts.Theestimateof costsshall
besubmittedby The PennsylvaniaStateUniversity to the Secretaryof Edu-
cation,the GeneralAssemblyandthe StateTreasurernot laterthan30 days
prior to thedateon whichsuchpaymentis to bemade.
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Section 5. Notwithstanding any provision of theGeneralAppropriation
Act of 1990 relating to the paymentof retirementexpenses,the Trusteesof
The Pennsylvania State University shall make all required payments to the
State Employees’ Retirement Fund from thefundsappropriatedpursuantto
thisact.

Section 6. (a) The Pennsylvania State University shall apply the
moneysappropriatedby this act only for suchpurposesas arepermittedin
this act andshall at all timesmaintainproperrecordsshowingthe applica-
tion of suchmoneys.Not laterthan120daysafterthecloseof thefiscalyear
to which this act relates,The PennsylvaniaStateUniversity shall file, with
the Secretaryof Education,the GeneralAssemblyandtheAuditor General
of the Commonwealth,astatementsettingforth the amountsandpurposes
of all expenditures made from moneys appropriated by this act and other
university accounts during said fiscal year, as provided in section 2, used as a
basisfor receiptof anyappropriationduringsaidfiscalyear.

(b) Such statementof expendituresand costs shall be reviewedby the
Auditor Generalof the Commonwealth,and he shall have the right, in
respectto themoneysappropriatedby thisact,to auditanddisallowexpend—
ituresmadefor purposesnot permittedby thisactandto causesuchsumsto
be recovered and paid by The Pennsylvania State University to the State
Treasurer.In respectto expendituresmadeby the university from moneys
other than those appropriated by thisact, theAuditor Generalshall havethe
right to review only, and he shall file annually with the General Assembly
suchinformationconcerningsuchexpendituresas theGeneralAssemblyor
anyof its committeesmayrequire.

Section7. A report shallbe submittedto theGovernorandthe Appro-
priationsandEducationCommitteesof theSenateandHouseof Representa-
tives andshall includedatafor all programsexceptthe Doctor of Medicine
program.Thereport, tobesubmittedprior toSeptember1, 1991,shall cover
the 12-monthperiodbeginningwith the summerterm 1990andshallinclude:

(1) The following counts and distributions for each term during the
period:

(i) Thedefinitions andnumbersof faculty membersemployedfull time,
of faculty membersemployedpart time, of full-time studentsenrolled in
graduate courses, of full-time students enrolled in undergraduate courses, of
part-time students enrolled in graduate courses and of part-time students
enrolled in undergraduate courses.

(ii) The total numbers of undergraduate student credit hours, divided
into lower division and upper division course levels, and of graduate student
credit hours, divided into threecourselevels—master’s,first professional
anddoctoral.

(iii) The number of different courses scheduled by level of instruction
andthe numberof sectionsof individual instructionscheduledby level of
instruction,eachfurther subdividedby two-digit Classificationof Instruc-
tional Program(CIP) categories of instructional programs of higher educa-
tion asdefinedby theNationalCenterfor EducationStatistics,UnitedStates
Department of Education.
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(iv) Thenumberof termsscheduledandthedatesthereof.
(2) Forthesummertermandthe following academicyearin totalandfor

eachtwo-digit CIP programcategory,aclassificationof facultymembersor
otherprofessionalemployeesby title, including: professor,associateprofes-
sor,assistantprofessor,instructor,lecturer,researchassociate,librarianand
academicadministrator;faculty membersor otherprofessionalemployees
undereach title to be subdividedby type of assignment:teachingandnon-
teaching; and each such set of faculty membersor other professional
employeesto befurthersubdividedby typeof employment:full-time or part-
time;andthefollowingaggregatesforeachsuchsubdividedclassification:

(i) The numberof faculty andother professionalemployeesandtheir
full-time equivalence in instructional andnoninstructionalfunctions.

(ii) The sumof creditsassignedto undergraduate classroom courses and
the sum of creditsassignedto graduateclassroomcoursestaught,divided
into lower division, upperdivision, master’s,first professionalanddoctoral
courselevels.

(iii) The sum of creditsassignedto undergraduateindividual instruction
coursesand the sum of creditsassignedto graduateindividual instruction
coursestaught, divided into lower division, upperdivision, master’s,first
professionalanddoctoralcourselevels.

(iv) Thesum of undergraduateclassroomstudentcredit hours andthe
sum of graduateclassroomstudentcredit hours generated,divided into
lower division, upper division, master’s, first professional and doctoral
courselevels.

(v) Thesumof undergraduateindividual instructionstudentcredit hours
andthe sum of graduateindividual instructionstudentcredit hoursgener-
ated,divided into lower division, upperdivision, master’s,first professional
anddoctoralcourselevels.

(vi) The total salarypaid for instructionalfunctionsandfor noninstruc-
tional functionsandthe amountof this salary paid for eachof thesefunc-
tionsfromuniversityfunds,Federalfundsandotherfunds.

(3) For each term of the period covered for each faculty member
employedfull time identified by two-digit CIP programcategoryandtitle,
the report shall containan analysisof the averagehoursper week spentin
university-related activities, stating specifically hours spent in undergraduate
classroomcontactand graduateclassroomcontact,hoursspentin prepara-
tion,hoursspentin researchandhoursspentin public service.

Section 8. In addition to the requirementsin section 7 relative to this
appropriation,the report coveringthe 12-monthperiod beginning with the
summerterm1990shallincludeforall programsof theuniversity:

(1) Minimum numberof creditsrequiredfor abaccalaureatedegreeand
for amaster’sdegree.

(2) Number of bachelor’sdegrees,master’sdegrees,first professional
degreesand doctoral degreesawardedin 1988, 1989, 1990 andestimated
1991.

Section9. The PennsylvaniaStateUniversity shall providesuchinfor-
mationasmaybenecessaryto carryouttheprovisionsof this actandin such
form andmannerastheDepartmentof Educationshallprescribe.
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Section10. The PennsylvaniaStateUniversity shall report its revenues
andexpendituresandpresentits financialstatementsrequiredunderthepro-
visions of this act in accordancewith generallyacceptedaccountingprinci-
plesandproceduresfor educationalinstitutionsas set forth in the “Higher
EducationFinanceManual,UnitedStatesDepartmentof Health, Education
and Welfare (1975)” and the “Commonwealthof PennsylvaniaBudget
Instructionsfor theStateSystemof HigherEducation,State-RelatedUniver-
sitiesandNon-State-RelatedCollegesandUniversities.”

Section 11. This act shall take effect July 1, 1990, or immediately,
whicheveris later.

makean annualreportof the operationsof the University of Pittsburgh,”
makingappropriationsfor carryingthesameinto effect; providingSotabasis
for paymentsof suchappropriations;andprovidinga methodof accounting
for thefundsappropriated.

The GeneralAssembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsasfollows:

Section 1. The following sums,or asmuchthereofasmay benecessary,
areherebyappropriatedto the Trusteesof the University of Pittsburghfor
the fiscalyear July 1, 1990, to June30, 1991, for the purposesandin the
amountsasshown:

(1) For educationalandgeneralexpenses $115,411,000
(2) For instruction - Doctorof Medicineonly 6,465,000
(3) For operationof dentalclinics in the schoolof den-

tistry 1,067,000
(4) Foroperationsof theTitusvillc Campus 887,000
(5) To enhancetherecruitmentandretentionof disad-

vantagedstudents 300,000
(6) For operationof theBradfordCampus 1,205,000
(7) For general maintenanceand operation of the

WesternPsychiatricInstituteandClinic 7,972,000
(8) For the teensuicidecenterat theWesternPsychiat-

ric InstituteandClinic 515,000
Section2. Paymentsto the University of Pittsburghon accountof the

appropriationsfor all itemsas provided in section 1 shall be madeon the
basisof costsduringthefiscalyear.

Section 3. If necessary,theUniversity of Pittsburghmaytransferfunds
betweentheappropriationslistedin section 1(1) and (2): Provided,That the
aggregateamounttransferredinto or out of eachappropriationduring the
fiscalyear shall not exceed5% of the amountspecifically appropriatedfor
thatpurpose.

Section4. (a) Paymentsto the University of Pittsburghof the appro-
priationsprovidedinsection1 shallbemademonthlyduringthefiscalyear.
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(b) Suchmonthly paymentsshallbemadein accordancewith theprovi-
sionsof section2 on thebasisof estimatedcosts.Theestimateof costsshall
be submittedby theUniversity of Pittsburghto theSecretaryof Education,
theGeneralAssemblyandtheStateTreasurernot laterthan30 daysprior to
thedateonwhichsuchpaymentis to bemade.

Section 5. (a) The University of Pittsburghshall apply the moneys
appropriatedby this act only for suchpurposesas arepermittedin this act
and shall at all times maintain properrecordsshowingthe applicationof
suchmoneys.Not later than 120 daysafter the close of the fiscal yearto
which thisact relates,the Universityof Pittsburghshall file, with theSecre-
tary of Education,the GeneralAssembly,the Auditor Generalof the Com-
monwealthandthechiefadministratorof eachbranchcampus,a statement
setting forth the amountsand purposesof all expendituresmadefrom
moneysappropriatedby this actand otheruniversity accountsduring said
fiscalyear,asprovidedin section2, usedasabasisfor receiptof anyappro-
priationduringsaidfiscalyear.

(b) Such statementof expendituresandcosts shall be reviewedby the
Auditor Generalof the Commonwealth,and he shall have the right, in
respectto themoneysappropriatedby thisact,to audit anddisallowexpend-
ituresmadefor purposesnot permittedby thisact andto causesuchsumsto
berecoveredandpaidby theUniversityof PittsburghtotheStateTreasurer.
