AmendingTitle75 (Vehicles)of thePennsylvaniaConsolidatedStatutes,further
providingfor definitions, for reducedcombustionvehicles,for inspectioncer-
tificatesandformovementof constructionequipment.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsasfollows:

Section 1. Section 102of Title75 of thePennsylvaniaConsolidatedStat-
utesis amendedby addingdefinitionsto read:
§ 102. Definitions.

Subject to additionaldefinitions containedin subsequentprovisionsof
this title which areapplicableto specificprovisionsof this title, thefollowing
words and phraseswhen used in this title shall have, unless the context
clearlyindicatesotherwise,themeaningsgiven tothemin this section-:

“Electric vehicle.” A motor vehiclewhich operatessolelyby useof a
batteryor batterypackandwhichmeetstheapplicableFederal-motor-vehicle
safetystandards.Thetermincludesamotorvehiclewhich ispoweredmainly
through the useof an electric battery or battery pack but which usesa
flywheelthatstoresenergyproducedby theelectricmotoror throughregen-
erativebrakingtoassistin operationofthemotorvehicle.

“Hybrid electricvehicle.” An electric vehiclewhich allowspowerto be
deliveredto the drive wheelssolelyby a battery-poweredelectricmotor but
which also incorporatestheuseof a combustionengineto provide-powerto
thebatteryandwhichmeetstheapplicableFederalmotorvehiclesafetystan-
dards. Theprimary sourceof powerfor the motor mustbe the electric
batteryor batterypackandnotthecombustionengine.

“Zero-emissionvehicle.” A motor vehiclewhichproducesno emissions
ofanycriteria ofpollutantsunderany operationalmodeand:under-any~on-
ditions and which meetsthe applicableFederalmotor vehiclesafetystan-
dards.

Section2. Sections1919and1958of Title 75 areamendedto read:
§ 1919. [Electricj Reducedcombustionvehicles.

[Theannualfeefor registrationof a vehiclewhich is propelledby electric
powershallbe$12.1

(a) Generalrule,—Thereshallbeno annualfeefor registrationofanyof
thefollowing:

(1) Anelectricvehicle.
(2) A hybridelectricvehicle.
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(3) A zero-emissionvehicle.
(b) Expiration.—ThissectionshallexpireDecember31,1996.

§ 1958. Certificateof inspection.
(a) Generalrule.—Thedepartmentshallcharge$2 for eachannualcertif-

icateof inspectionand$1 foreachsemiannualcertificateof inspection.
(b) Credit.—

(1) Onceeachcalendaryear, every official inspectionstation which
inspectsan electricvehicle, a hybrid electric vehicle or a zero-emission
vehicleshall beeligible to claim a creditfor the costofthe certificateof
inspectionforsaidvehicle.Theofficial inspectionstationmayonlyclaim
thecreditonetimein anycalendaryearandshallclaim it within 12months
of the inspectionon a formprescribedby the department.The vehicle
ownershallnotberequfredtopaythecostofthecertificateofinspection.

(2) ThissubsectionshallexpireDecember31, 1996.
Section3. Section4970of Title 75 is amendedby addingasubsectionto

read:
§ 4970. Permit formovementof constructionequipment.

(b.1) Constructiontrucks.—An annualpermitmaybeissuedfor acon-
struction truck to exceed the registered gross weight permitted in
section4941(c) and the maximum allowable axle weight permitted in
section4943(a)on highwaysandbridgesdesignatedbythedepartment.This
subsectionshall:

(1) onlyapplytotrucksregisteredprior to October10,1980;and
(2) expireon May31, 1998.

Section4. The addition of 75 Pa.C.S. § 4970(b.1) shall apply retroac-
tively to May 31, 1992.Permitsissuedunder75 Pa.C.S.§ 4970(b)prior to
May 31, 1992, which, except for the expirationof 75 Pa.C.S.§ 4970(b),
wouldstill bevalid on theeffectivedateof thissectionshallbedeemedissued
under 75 Pa.C.S. § 4970(b.1).

Section5. This actshalltakeeffectasfollows:
(1) The amendmentof 75 Pa.C.S.§~102, 1919 and 1958 shall take

effect in 60days.
(2) Theremainderof thisact shalltakeeffectimmediately.
