(3) For the purposeof making a loan to Plastek
Industries,Inc., to establisha manufacturingfacility in
the City of Erie for newlinesof plastic-injectedmolded
products.It is estimatedthat this projectwill create500
newjobswithin threeyearsof operation 4,500,000
Section3. It is the intent of the GeneralAssemblythat the appropri-

ationsin section2 shall be loanedat an annualinterestratethat in no case
shall be less thanthe PennsylvaniaIndustrial DevelopmentAuthority’s rate
for the areain which the projectis locatedand for a term that shall be no
greaterthantheterm for anequivalentPennsylvaniaIndustrialDevelopment
Authority project,eachas of thedate of enactmenthereof.Privatecompa-
nies which receiveSunnyDay Fundassistancebut fail to makethe invest-
mentin theenterprisedevelopmentasspecifiedin section 2 shall beliable for
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therepaymentof all SunnyDayFundmoneys,includinganyaccruedinterest
thereonandanypenaltiesasprovidedin the loandocumentsor asmaybeset
by theSecretaryof Commerce.Privatecompanieswhich receiveSunnyDay
Fund assistancebut fail to createthe number of jobs specified in the
approvedloan or otheragreementswith the Commonwealthshall be liable
for a penaltyequalto an increasein the interestchargedto 2¼greaterthan

•the current prime interest rate for the remainderof the loan, unless the
penaltyis waivedby theSecretaryof Commercebecausethefailure is dueto
circumstancesoutsidethecontrolof theprivatecompany.Theprimeinterest
rateshallbethehighestrateknownor declaredto beprimeby thosebanking
institutions located within this Commonwealthwith assets in excess of
$3,000,000,000asof thedatethepenaltyis assessed.TheSecretaryof Com-
merceshall consultwith the chairmanof the AppropriationsCommitteeof
the Senateand thechairmanof theAppropriationsCommitteeof the House
of Representativespriorto theestablishmentof waiver of penalties.

Section4. For a period equal to the term of assistanceprovided each
projectapprovedunderthis act,theDepartmentof Commerceshallprovide
a written reporton the statusof each projectto the Secretaryof the Senate
andthe ChiefClerk of theHouseof Representativesby June30 of eachyear.
This reportshall contain,at a minimum, information pertainingto the spe-
cific useof the Sunny Day Fundmoney, the interest rateandterm of the
SunnyDay Fundloan, theamountof principal outstandingand interestdue
on theloan and thenumberof jobs createdby the project.All recipientsof
funds under this act shall be requiredto provide any and all information
requiredby theDepartmentof Commercefor thepurposeof this act.

Section5. No funds underthis act shall be awardedby the Department
of Commerceafter June 30, 1992. Any funds from this appropriation
remainingunexpendedor unencumberedon June30, 1993, shall automat-
ically lapseintotheSunnyDayFund.

Section6. Thisactshalltakeeffectimmediately.
